TWO AFFECTING CASES.
Worship-Street Police Office, Deeember 21.

Yesterday two females, of woe-worn ap-
pearance and attenuated forms, were placed
at the bar before Mr. Broughton, and, al-
though they were clothed in rags and plun-

ged in apparent wretchedness, still' ther

was a digoity in their deportment that elici-

ted public sympathy,and the vivid hue that
occasionally flushed across the withered,
pale,and emaciated cheek, at once denot-
ed it to have been the former seat of beauty.
They said they were sisters, and were born
in Wexford,in Treland. The charge against
them was as {ollows :—

John Gerrard lived in Garden-court,
Hoxton-market-place, and on the 19th of
May last the prisoners took a furnished
roem from him at 4s. 6d. They paid bim
some rent, but there was then due to him
£5, and on last Saturday he missed some
anticles out of the room, which they admit-
ted they had pawned for 95, He then sent
for an officer. 1

Pilkington, an officer, was sent for on last
Saturday by the last witness. [ found the
prisoners_sitting in the room, and on ques-
tioring them as to the property they instant-
ly said that distress alone obliged them to
pawn the articles, but they would release
them as soon as possible. They gave him
the duplicates.

The prisoners being called upon, the firet
stated that her name was Catherine Sloane,
and was the wife of Surgeon Sloane, of No-
ble-strect, in the city, and of Argyle-street,
Seho, and was married to him fourteen
years ago at Liverpool, in the sixteenth
year of her age, according to the rites' and
ceremonies of the Catholic Church, which
was the religion of her’s as well as his ances-
tors; that they bad lived together for ten
years, during which time she gave birth to
several children, three of whom are now liv-
ing. About four years ago he turned her

an allowance of £1 per week, which he af-
terwards reduced to 10s. and for the last
eleven months he gave her no zallowance
whatever; and that he was in the habit of
visiting her lodgings occasionally while he
was paying her the weekly allowance ; and
in six weeks after his total desertion she
gave birth to her youngest child,nine months
old. She then handed a certificate to the
following effect :—

‘ January 9th, 1816, were married Alex-
ander Sloane and Catherine Petit, Present
—John and Elizabeth Warnock.”

“Taken from the hand-writing of the
Rev. William Tarleton, Seal-street, Liver-
pool, August 10th, 1826. V. GrovEer.”

Eliza Warnock—Said she was sister to
the other prisoner, and was present at her
marriage, inLiverpool, with Surgeon Sloane.
Her husband was a native of Belfast, and
was the captain of the Ecto, a trading ship,
in the timber trade, between St. Jobn,
New-Brunswick, and Liverpool. On their
last voyage hence (20th October, 1827) the
ship; in a heavy gale, struck upon Sable Is-
land, and, in a few hours, became a com-
plete wreck. The passengers and crew all
reached the Island in safety, with no other
property except their clothes. Sable Island
is visited every six months by a government
ship with stores from Halifax, and to carry
away the crews and passengers of such ves-
sels as may be lost off the Island. The go-

they reached the island, and her husband
becoming desperate at the idea of being
locked up there for six manths, formed the
resolution of rigging and decking the long-
boat, and he and six of the crew sailed for
Halifax, but none of them were ever heard
of since. (She burst into tears.) She re-
mained on the Island, at the house of Go-
vernor Hudson, whose wife treated her with
great humanity, and in six months after she
reached Halifax, from which place she was
sent by the HonorableMichael Wallace, one
of the Commissioners, on board one of the
East India Company’s ships, called the Astel,
Capt. Levy, and she landed in London last
October twelve-month, and found out Mrs.
Sloane, her sister, with whom she has since
resided ; and to questions from the Magis-
trate she said her husband bad seme of his
property insured, and she signed the neces-
sary papers before the proper authorities at
Halifax ; but as the owners of the ship re-
side in St. John, that accounted for the de-
lay, and she every post expected £49, and
assured his Worship there was no fradulent
intention in pawning the articles.

Mrs. Sloane (in tears)—Your Worship, I
wrote to my husband, saying, if he would
give me the means of getting some clothes, I
would go to service to earn bread for my
infant, and I protestto God I had eaten no
food for forty-eicht hours before I was
brought to the watchouse,

Hale, an officer, said, he that morning
waited on Mr. Sloane, who ackaowledged
he married her at Liverpool, when she ‘was
ouly 16 years of age, but it was by a Catho-
lic Priest; and ifa shilling for a rope to
hang her was of any use he would give it,
but no more. He (witness) understood he
was’ clearing £4,000 a year, and was living
with his servant girl.

PROVINCIAL CLERGY, AND
ORDINATIONS.

A few weeks since it was our painful duty to
record the decease of one of the Clergy of the
Church of England in this Province. The inha-
bitants of Horton had, for some time ebserved with
concern, unequivocal symptoms of decline in the
Reverend JosepH WRIGHT, B. A. their respec-
ted pastor ; and, at the late visitation which was
holden in Halifax, the body of his brother clergy
were much affected at his apparent weakness.
When his medical advisers insisted upon his try-
ing some more geuial air than thatof this province,
in which he had faithfully officiated, in the service
of the Society for the propagation of the Gospel,
for the last twelve years, this gentleman reluctant-
ly took leave of his attached flock for the Bermu-
das.

The Bermudas was chosen by him, as a tempo-
rary absence in these islands wounld afford him a
more likely prospect of resuming his labours in
this country, than would have been afforded by a
visit to the more distant climate of his native Eu-
rope. He had scarcely reached themn, however,
before the fatal termination of his disorder depriv-
ed his lamented people, his children and his'wife,
of an affectionate relative and a faithful pastor and
friend. The comfort which himself while living,
and his afflicted widow, who did not reach Ber-
muda till afier his dscease, derived there from the
consolatory visits and kind counsideration of the
Reverend Ricmarp TuodMAs TUCKER, B. A.
have laid the family and flock off ¥r. Wright and
the Clergy of this Province generally, under con-
siderable obligations to that gentleman.

Such is the condition of the Church in these
Colonies, and such the paucity of her Priests,
that the decease of a Clergyman, whose private
life, (though extremely retired) reflected an ama-
hle exampie of the Christian virtues which he ably
and feelingly recommended in public, could not but
be received and recorded by us with more than
the common regret which mast, always, anc every
where, attend such an event.

The breach which death has thus made in the
clerical body is likely, however, to be closed up
by the accession of another Gentleman to the
church’s Ministry. Mr. SAMUEL DENNY LEE
51 Ty B. A. of King’s College, Fredericton,
New-Brunswick, was at _an carly hour on Sun-
J day last ordained Deacon at St. Paul’s Church in
this town. This gentleman is the eighth who has
been admitted by the Bishop of the Diocese into
this order of the Ministry during the last eighleen
months ; a similar number Have, in the same pe-
riod, been admitted into the Priesthood : and we
believe that several students at Fredericton and
York, in the sister Provinces, and at Windsor in
Nova Scotia, besides those who hold the divinjty
scholarships in those universities, profess the in-
tention of offering themselves hereafter for the sa-
cred functions.

We could wish that al! who entertain such
views had the opportunity presented them of oc-
casionally witnessing these solemn ordinances
of the Ember weeks, and of hearing the addres-
ses in which, from time to time, the Right Rever-
end the Bishops, the Vencrable the Archdeacons,
’am.l others, set forth, on these occasions, the dig-
nity and the duties of the priestly office. They
could not but be moved, by these addresses to tho
newly-ordained candidates, to consider maturely
the solemn responsibility of the good office which
they desire, and to commence immediately the for-
mation of such a character as may fit them in fact,
and in the opinion ofall with whom they may con-
verse, for the future exercise of the sacred calling.
They must depart, from such scenes and from such
discourses, convinced of the necossity for' their
applying their diligence, (even before they shall
publicly engage 1it,) to frame their lives into
wholesome examples, and to pursue such studies
as may help to their attaining a taste for their fu-
ture duties, and a competent agguaintance with
the history and doctrine of thosesscriptures and
sacraments, 1o the interpretation and dispensing
of which they are aspiring.

The purity of their earlier years may at least
preserve them from a lamentation which (accord-
ing to good Isaac Walton, his biograpber) was
made by Dr. Donne when he was solicited, late
in life, to devote his splendid talents to the Min-
istry. ¢ Some irregularities of my past life,’” said
