tioned offence, and were introduced into our Coun- 
ty Goal.—We have good grounds for complaint, 
apd do complain that convicts from Bermuda (who 
if they are not adepts in the art of roguery, when 
first sent to that Island, after leaving such a well 
regulated boarding school, must be considered per- 
fect masters of their art,) should be let loose 
amongst us, without means to support themselves, 
and without character to induce others to employ 
them. Each of these persons were sentenced to 
six months imprisonment, to be kept during the 
time at hard labour, and on the three last days of 
their imprisonment, to receive on the naked back 

- 89 lashes each day. 
William Holland was convicted of a Petit 

Larceny, for stealing a Camp Kettle from — 
Scott, of Pennfield, and was sentenced to receive 
89 lashes on the naked back, on Monday the 7th 
June, and be forthwith discharged.—The sentence 
was yesterday carried into execution. 

Abraham Dane.—This is another libsrated 
Convict from Bermuda. He was convicted of 
stealing a Watch from a person residing at the 
Ledge, St. Stephen, and sentenced to receive on 
Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday, the 8th, 
Oth, and 10th day of June instant, 89 lashes on 
the naked back, on each day respectively, and to 

he discharged. 
James Anderson.—This is a youth between 

15 and 16 years of age, who in company with auo- 
ther, Richard Austin, junior, still younger, were 
charged with an assault with an intent to commit 
a Rape upon a young girl residing in this Parish. 
The bold and reckless behaviour of the two youths, 
unhappily gave no promise of reformation, and un- 
less the present punishment shall be productive of 
a salutary change, we fear their future career will 
be coloured with deeper shades of depravity than 
those which marked their late conduct. The Pa- 
rents of these lads are greatly to blame. It is 
said that the Father of young Austin commended 
the conduct of his son in this disgraceful transac- 
tion. Parents should remember that they are 
charged with an awful responsibility, that the use- 
fulness and good conduct of children throughout 
life—wae might almost say, their eternal happiness 
or misery, in most instances depend in a great de- 
gree, upon early impressions of morality and re- 
ligion. A neglected education and a disregard of 
religious duties, blunt the moral perceptions, and 
the mind instead of producing the fruits of virtue, 
engenders nothing but the rank weeds of sin.  An- 
derson was found guilty of an Assault with intent to 
commit a Rape, and Austin was convicted of a 
common assault only : the former was sentenced to 
stand in the Pillory on Tuesday, Wednesday, and 
Thursday, for ene hour on each day successively, 
and to pay a fine of £10 and stand committed till 
the fine be paid. Austin was sentenced to one 
month’s imprisonment, to pay a fine of £5 and to 
remain in custody till it be discharged. The pe- 
cuniary part of the sentence was intended to fall 
upon the Parents as a punishment for their ne- 
glect and inattention to their children. 
Alexander Moffat.—Moffat was indicted for 

stabbing James Price, with an intention to murder 

him.—This offence by our laws iscapital. Ha was 
acquitted, but we regret that the indictment con- 

tained no count for a common assault; if there 
had been one, he would most certainly have been 
convicted upon it, and the court would then have 
had it in their power to punish him. 

Simpson was indicted for stabbing a per- 
son named Goudy, with intent to murder him. 
He was also acquitted. 
James Chandley was indicted for Manslaugh- 

ter, in killing one David Harley, by pushing him 

evidence of malice whatever, indeed, the absence

Such an act is not only wor- 
thy of imitation on that Island, but in every coun- 
ty in the Province. We sincerely hope that the 
rising generation will deriva every advantage in- 
tended hy the spirited and praiseworthy founders 
of the seminary.

The Brig Kellon, Capt Reaveley, from Dublin, for this 
port, with 175 passengers, went ashore at Cape La Bear, near 
Liverpool, (N. S.) early on the morning of the 31st ult. and 
soon afierwards became a (otal wreck. ~ A hoat having been 
lowered, the first and second mate, a seaman, and ten pas- 
sengers, imprudently jumped into her, when she immedi- 
alely swamped alongside, and as no assistance could be ren- 
dered, the unfortunate people were all drowned. The re- 
mainder of the crew and passengers succeeded in gelling 
safely onshore and in saving (he greater part of their baggage, 
---Some of the passengers who artived in town yesterday 
morning, yia Digby, copia of having been robbed of a 
partof their property which they had only a short time be- 
fore rescued from the wreck, but whether the depredations 
were commilted by fellow passengers, or the jnhabitants of 
the place, our informant would not undertake to say. 
A mercantile correspondent of Messrs R. Rankin & Co. of 

this place, writes from Miramichi, that no fewer than five 
crews of vessels abandoned at sea had heen brought into this 
port. Amoug the vessels which lave suffered, 1s the Mearns, 
belonging to Messrs. Rankin & Co.—she was dismasted in a 
heavy gale on the Eastern edge of the Banks of Newtound- 
land. and on the 12th ul’. was abandened hy the crew, who 
(with the exception of two boys taken (o Miramichi, and, two 
men drowned,) have gone to Quebec. 

Destruction of the ship Boston, at sea, by fire. 
—It has become our painful duty to record the loss 
of the ship Boston, belonging to the Boston and 
Liverpool Packet Company. The Brig Camilla, 
Capt. Edes, which arrived at this Port from Am- 
sterdam, yesterday, fell in with Brig Idas, from 
Demerara for Halifax, having on board the officers 
and crew of the Boston, Capt. Mackay, from 
Charleston for Liverpool. 

Capt. M. has placed in the Merchants’ Hall a 
statement of the particulars of this deplorable dis- 
aster, from which we extract the following : 

The Boston sailed from Charleston, May 18.— 
From the 20th to the 25th,with little intermission, 
there were heavy squalls, thunder and lightning, 
in which the masts and spars were much injured. 
On Tuesday, the 25th, in latitude 39 31, longi- 
tude 63 46, in thesafiernoon, a very black cloud 
came up from the S. W. and the ship was struck 
by lightning, which knocked down the Steward, 
and Isaac Hopkins, seaman, and filled the ship 
with electric fluid. Two ‘“ complaisants” were 
seen on the tops of two of the masts. Soon after, 
the ship was found to be on fire, the fluid having 
passed into the hold, and communicated to the 
cotton. The scuppers were closed, and the pas- 
sengers and crew applied themselves with the 
utmost perseverance to putting out the fire, cut- 
ting holes in the deck to admit the water. 

All attempts to extinguish the fire proved to be 
unavailing, as it spread among the cotton like tin- 
der, the boats were got out, and the officers, pas- 
sengers and crew, had barely time to save them- 
selves before the ship was in a complete blaze— 
had not time to save the clothing, watches or pro- 
visions, except a small quantity of the latter, and 
about 40 gallons of water. On the following day, 
Miss Boag, the only female passenger, died from 
fatigue and exposure. The cabin passengers were 
Admiral Sir Isaac Coffin, servant ; Dr. William 
Boag and sister, (Miss Ansella Boag, above men- 
tioned) Messrs Neil M’Neil and Saml S. Osgood. 
On 27th, were taken up by the Idas, and on 30th, 
were transferred to the Camilla. 
Miss Boag, whose death is announced above, is 

stated to have been a most exemplary young lady. 
To leave a burning ship at midnight, and to take 
a boat upon the roaring ocean, the pitchy darkness 
relieved only by flashes of lightuing, and the rain 
decending in torrents upon her unsheltered head, 
must necessarily have proved too much for one so 
tenderly nurtured, and indeed it may be a subject 
of great wonder, that those who were inured to 
ardship, should have survived. Before leaving 

the burning ship, 1he coolness of Miss B. was ma- 

nifested in the highest degree ; and when her suf- 
ferings were approaching their :erminazion, she re- 
signed herself calmly to the will of God, and died 
with a blessing for her brother and suffering friends, 

upon her lips. On the next morning, Wednesday, 
her body, the situation of the sufferers not permit- 
ting it to be longer kept on board, was committed 
to the deep, and the burial service of the Church 
of England read. As 3 o’clock, P. M. on Thurs- 
day a few hours after this melancholy duty was 
performed, the Idas picked up the sufferers, and 
treated them with the utmost kindness and atten- 
tion; from which vessel, as above stated, they 

were removed on the 30.h to the Camilla. 
The Boston was valued originally at $36,000, 

on which amount she was at first insured. The 
first policy having expired, not long since, she was 
insured on $20,000 ; $10,000 of the sum was in- 
sured at the Colombian office and $10,000 at the 
New-England office in this city. None ofthe car- 
go, we are informed, was shipped on account of 
the company. It is believed to have been on En- 
glish or Charleston account. It consisted in whole 
or principally of cotton.— Boston Patriot.
