Our sincerest wishes are one way ; our fears point

another—and here a most important question

a”'s;}: treaties of Vienna and Paris do not cer-
tainly bind England to maxn'tam the sune‘ of'p_os-
session on the Contineat. They were Trealies,
indeed, to whichshe became a party for the gener-
al settlement of Kurope; butit isa mistake to
imagine that they bind her to the maintenance of
them in all their conventional details. They were
Treaties offensive and defensive only so far as
they bound Great Britain to a perpetual expulsion
"of the House of Bonaparte from any European
throne. Up to this extent England is clearly
bound by these Treaties, but she is not boum.} to
guarantee the state of possession to any particu-
lar power by those treaties. She entered into no
defensive alliance to uphold them, with the excep-
tion before stated ; and under such limitations she
may at any time withdraw from thom, and leave
the parties more immediately engaged to recede
from, or to énforce them, according to their respec-
tive interests. Such we apprehend to be the just
Lview of the case. England therefore is not bound
“to interfere by any stipulation of national faith.
We confess that we so much prefer a state of
peace and non-interference, that we could bear to
Jook -at the success of the French armies on the
continent, for a campaign or two, without any ap-
prehension of hazard to ourselves. Let the pow-
ers of the Conunent bear the first brunt of the
storm, and maintain the integrity.of their own
boundaries, if they can, by the fidelity and valour
of their own subjects, and at theirown cost. They
have no right to demand the sword or the trea-
sures of England, unless under a state of circum-
stances which is not likely to occur. A State or
Government, worth preserving, ought to have a
strength, inherent in itself, equal to its own con-
servation, and the affections of the people will
not easily depart from rulers under whose sway
they are contented and happy.

At the same time we must not act with such a
morbid indifference or dastardly pusilanimity as to
preserve peace at a price beyond its actual value.
We must not stand by and see Europe conquered
in detail,—we must not countenance by a non-in-
terference the contagious spread of revolutionary
and jacobinical principles, or lock silently on
-while all ancient institutions are swept away.

We hope the event will not arise that will call
for us to interfere, but should the occasion occur,
we must act as becomes a firm and courageous
people, avd buckle on our arms, should the ene-
my threaten either our national independence or
our honour.

As we have previously said, there can be lit-
tle doubt that a continental war will take place in
the spring. The French ministers have just de-
clared, that although satisfactory reasons have
been assigned for the armaments cf thie Northern
Powers, it was still necessary that France should
display her military strength, and by the prompti-
tude of her preparations, have a better security
against foreign aggression, than by & reliance on
the friendship and forbearance of the different
States of Europe. M. Lafitte adds, at the same
tme, that France was determined” to maintain
against all the world the principle of non-inter-
vention, and would consider an ARMED INTER-
FERERCE in the affairs of Belgium equivalent to
an invasion of her own soil.

Against a war of revolulionary principle, it
would be the duty of this country to arm, as we
did in the war of 1793, which was very well cal-
led by 0r. Windham, a war of non-intercourse,
—a war Lo cut off the contagion of anti-social cor-
ruption. Bat a war for mere power, and against
the mere change of possession, it can never be the
policy of this country to incur.

Put the case that France should attack the
Netherlands,—are there not two chances in our
fuvour 2 first, that she may not be successful fzom
the resistance of the Continental Powers; and
secondly, if she should be so, that her power may
break tv pieces under intestine divisions long before

The plain question appears to be,—is it worth
ore hundred millions of money to prevent France
from possessing the Netherlands ?

Prospects of FWar.—There is a general, but,
as yet vague, opinion abroad that war will short-
ly break out on the Continent, where, how, or
why, remain to be settled. France is arming in
all directions to resist invasion ; bat who the in-
vader is, nobody can tell. Nor is the animus ap-
parent. It is true that Prussia and Russia are
alsoarming, and pouring down troops on the south;
but why they do so, or what all this bustle of the
soldiery tends, cannot be discovered. Itis sus-
pected in one quarter that Russia is av the bot-
tom of the plot, with her ancient passion for ag-
grandizement ; another ¢ authority’ thinks that
Austria indulges in some unknown, and, there-
fore, devilish intrigue ; a third supposes that the
whole aflair is a concert between the allied pow-
ers to replace the House of NAsSAU on the throne
of Belgium; while the fourth is satisfied thatit is
the rumbling of one universal revolution of nations
against governments. WWhenever any mysterious
movement takes place in Eurcpe, there isa cap
to fit every country ready at a moment’s warn-
ing. Russia i1s accused of ambition—Austria of
intrigue—and so on. Itisnot unhkely that these
secret motives have severally their weight in the
events to which the different cabinets are acces-
sory ; but we believe, in the/present crisis of af-
fairs, the great object will be found to be—we on-
ly throw in our conjectures along with others—
one of combined and common interest. Neither
France nor England are inclined to undertake a
voluntary war; therefore the merit of the pretext
lies at another door. France and England have
latterly—France more especially—-acted upon
popular and enlightened principles. Russia, Aus-
tria,and Prussia, have not. They, therefore, de-
sire to maintain that state of things against the
existence of which the two leading nations have
set the example of resistance within themselves.
{t is because the Holy Alliance is broken up by
the virtual secession of England and France (we
hope our new Ministers will make it actual,) that
some of the European States are now agitated.
The struggle will be between the ancient and the
modern regime. Of the result of a contest of this
kind no rational doubt cau be entertained. But
in the mean time treasure will be lavished, and
blood will be spiit ; and new empires will arise
over ruins and hecatombs. Qur part ought to be
plain enough. We have neither the means nor
the inclination to go to war. Wae have no inter-
est in the selfish conflict. Belgium can be settled
by negotiation—France can protect herself. The
Italian States must go on in their own sluggish
way, or right themselves by the force of accident
or opinion. Spain and Portugal are incurable,
and ought to be left to themselves until, by the
eating in of their owu corruption, they decompose
and rot away. Bussia, with a thin population,
spread over an immense surface, and without a
treasury, may plan in vain the conquest of a con-
tinent ; she has neither ships nor soldiers for such
an enterprise ; her gold lies buried, it is said, in

forts at the foot of the Balkan ; and, certain it is,
that unaided by an ally, she cannot now raise from
her scattered hosts the muniments of victorious
aggression. Austria has nothing to boast of but
her Gobelin-manufacture of intricacies ; the web
of ministerial perplexities, workedin darkness,
trusting to chance for the external Zableau. It is
not for us, secure as we are in our own liberties,
and progressing onward to wise and gradual re-
forms, to rush madly into the wild arena, and risk
the benefits we are accumulating to posterity.
Our chiyalry will not be tempted by the gauntlet
—why should we wagtonly eastit down ourselyes?

WAR.—We continue to receive from all quar-
ters of the Continent rumours of approaching war.
Large bodies of Russian and Prussian troops are
1n active motion towards the'svuth. Austria is in
arms; the smaller states of Germany (Saxony for
example) are augmenting their forces. As, how-
ever, the Emperor Nicholas or his cabinet is the
only directing power in this movement, we must
wait until we learn what effect the alteration in
our ministry will bave upon his Imperial Majesty,
before we venture to predict that war is the inevi-
table consequence of all this preparation. In
France there is a party very well inclined to be
hostile; but if we may believe that Marshal Soult,
as the newspapers tell us, has declared that the
finances of the country do not afford the means of
going to war, we are not apprehensive that their
inelinations will be indulged. We extract the
following from the National, which is by no means
pleased at the prospect of peace:—¢ Yesterday,
there was a long discussion in the council, on the
subject which engages all minds at present—war.
If our information be correct, Marshal Soult de-
manded, with much earnestness, that the means
should be given him of putting the army and all
fortified places on a respectable footing; and the
answer which he consequently received was, that
money is wanting—that the treasury is exhausted,
and cannot undertake extraordinary expenses. It
is said that one minister, who is a general, under-
took to prove, with the map in his hand, by poli-
tical and military reasons, that Europe has neither
the power nor the will to make war; and his as-
sertions obtained general approbation.”” The ge-
neral officer was, we suppose, Sebastiani, and it
would not be difficult to conjecture his arguments.
Russia was never able to maintain a large army
against civilized troops, at any distance from her
own frontiers, without obtaining pecuniary assist-
ance from others, and as from England ¢¢ the oil
that fed the lamp’ can be no longer expected,
we do not know where else she has to turn.—
France is embarrassed, and it is not probable that
Lafitte, her prime minister, will be so indiffereut
to the state of the European money market, as to
do any thing that would depress the funds and
produce hankruptcies without end, unless upon
some more urgent motive than any which at pre-
sent exists. As we may leave Spain, Portugal,
Italy, Turkey, Sweden, Denmark, Switzerland,
out of the question, the only continental powers
that remain are Austria and Prussia, who may find
enough in the domestic circumstances of their
own territories to keep them from needlessly agi-
tating the questions of revolution and anti-revolu-
tion ; nor, indeed, are the finances of either in a
flourishing condition. As for England, our way
is clear. Let the nations of the Continent wran-
gle among themselves as they please. We are not
called upon to interfere upon one side or another.
The quarrel of Belgium, now that it is in effect
lost to Holland, by the most absurd mismanage-
ment ever displayed, can be arranged by pacific
means. Letters from Paris state that an extra
levy of 80,000 men is resolved upon. Thisisinall
probability, no more than a measure of precaution.

The news of the warlike preparations of foreign
powers has produced a most powerful effect
throughout our frontier provinces. All the popu-
lation of the East is in motion, and, yet more pa-
triotie than in 1793, waits only the orders of go-
vernment to fly to arms. Lorraine hasset the first
example; associations have been formed, and ge-
In the depart-
ments of the Meuse and Meurthe, all the com-
munes, civic or rural, have subscribed to purchase
musquets and sabres for the volunteers. Every-
where, in short, the same.eager spirit is manifest-
ed. Already we hear that the warlike Burgundy
is preparing itself ; Champagne, which-acted so
nobly in 1814, will not be behind.. Franche
Comte Dauphine, I’Auvergne, the central provin-
ces, all France, indeed, will rush as one man
against the enemy who will dare to confront us.
Ou-the other hanJ, the government is not inactive.
The indefatigable conqueror of Toulouse (Soult,
of course !) is in his closet every morning at four
o’clock, and is occupied in organizing victory for
us. Let Europe then, or rather let the Kings of
Europe advance against us! We fear them not ;
for we have on -our side justice, the consciousness
of our strength, and the sympathy of all nations.

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WEe have, this week, the satisfaction of |
announcing the receipt of two Mails from
England—the one for November arrived in
town, by land, from Halifax, on Sunday—
and that for December, via Digby, on Wed-
nesday morning, bringing London dates to
the 9th of the month.

By these means we are enabled to present
our readers with a variety of intelligence re-
specting the continued state of agitation
which 1s still prevalent on the Continent of
Europe, and which will, in all prebability,
ere long involve surronnding nations in a
general War ; this, at least, is the prevailing
opinion among some of the best informed
political writers in England. The cause of
the war, it is expected, will arise out of the
settlement of the affairs of Belgium—a de-
claration having been entered into in Octo-
ber last, between Russia, Austria, and Prus-
sia, the principal points of which are—

Firstly—That Belgium in the case of its actual and per-
mamen( separation from Holland, shall be constituted an in,
dependent state for ever. X 3

Secondly—That the future governmen( of this state shall
be scttled in a manner distinctly conformable with the spi-
rit of those previous (reaties hy which the order of Europe,
and especially the United Kingdow of the Netherlands, was
constituted, and that the guaraniees given by these (reaties
shall be strictly preseryed.

Thirdly~—That England and Franee shall be invited by

the other three powers (o a solemn agreement in this new
declaralion,

To this declaration, therefore, may be at-
tributed the dispute which it is expected
will set all Eurepe in a blaze; for should
the Belgians resist their interference, the
triple alliance will proceed to enforce obe-
dience at the point of the bayonet. But

France, whose Northern {rontier will be in
sight of the flames, may feel the heat, and
has already® pledged herself to intercede
in case coercive measures be adopted to-

wards the Belgians,

What course England

will adopt in the present portentous pos-
ture of affairs, yet remains to be developed.

It is stated in a Paris paper, (but contra-
dicted by the London Courier, ) that a trea-
ty of alliance, offensive and defensive, had
had becn entered into between Great-Bri-
tain and France. Should this eventually
prove to be the case, it were needless for us
to specvlate upon the consequences.

We are glad to be enabled to state, that,
although considerable property was nightly
destroyed in some parts of England, yet the
latest accounts incline to the belief that in
the disturbed districts the lawless and riot-
ous proceedings of the people were fast gi-
ving place to order and tranquillity.

————

Reduction and reformation continue to
be the order of the day in all the Govern-
ment departments at home, and, we hear,
are to be extended to the Colonies, In
addition to the noble example set by His
Masesty himself, the heads of the Cabinet,
it is stated, have generously agreed to relin-
quish one-third of their salaries. This act,
so praiseworthy in the new Ministry, will,
no doubt, have its effect throughout the
whole Empire.-~~Among a list- of salaries
published in Bell’s Messenger, we mnotice
that of the Collector at Halifax, which is
to be reduced from £2000 to £1500. A
similar reduction, it is reported, will take
place in the Customs generally, where the
salary exceeds £200 per annum.

Colonial Trade.—This subjeet was brought
forward by Mr. Herries, in the House of
Commons, on the Sth November, when it
was announced that it had at length been
settled by the Americans now accepting the
offer made to them by the Act of 1825. Mr.
H. subsequently introduced a schedule of
proposed duties, in order to protect these
Colonies in their trade with the Wes¢ In-
dies, when competing with the direct trade
opened to the United States. The propos-
ed arrangement permits American Flour,
Wheat, Lumber, Staves, &c. to be breught
into the Northern Colonies free of duty ;
but when carried direct to the West-Indies,
Shingles of 12 inches are to pay 10s. per
1000—above that length, 21s. ; Staves, 18s;
Hoops, 7s. 10d ; white, yellow, and piteh
pine lumber, and all other lumber, 1/ 11 6
per M.; Flour, 6s. per barrel ; and Wheat
1s. 2d. per bushel. All other Bread Stuffs
are to be free in all the Colonies. :
