LiverPooL, Jan. 26.—Prices—B. Am. Tim- 
ber 184d. a 2s. 1d. ; Pine Plank, 2in. per foot 3d. 
a 3}d.—The demand for Timber has been good, 
prices have been well supported; good pine is 
scrace and importers are holding out for an ad- 
vance for the stock on hand, and every prospect 

of improved rates in the spring. Deals are scarce 
and in demand. 
The Emperor of Russia, we understand, has 

prohibited the exportation of grain from Russia, 
Poland, and Lithuania, but not, as has been sta- 
ted, from the Russian dominions in general. The 
prohibition, however, limited as it is, will much 

affect the corn trade, as it comprises those coun- 
tries in which grain 1s principally produced, so 
far as Russia is concerned. This being the case, 
the exports from Dantzic, Liebau, and Pillau, 
ports that are usually supplied with grain from 
Poland and Lithuanla, will be necessarily exceed- 
ingly limited. We need scarcely add, that this 
m-asure of the Emperor of Russia will probably 
cause a risein cur Corn Market. Indeed prices 
have again advanced to-day.

On a Supplement which accompanies our 
present number, will be found Tables of the 
Imports and Exports at the Port of Saint 
Jobn and its Out-Bays, during the year end- 
ing 5th January, 1830,—documents which, 
at any time, are highly important to the 
mercantile community, but more so at the 
present moment, as shewing the amount of 
our trade, at a time when it is feared that 
His Majesty’s Ministers contemplate some 
serious change with respect to the future 
admission of our staple article of export 
int6 the British market; and when, too, it 
is contemplated by our own Legislatare to 
impose an advalorem duty or all British ma- 
nufactures imported into this Province.— 
The latter proposition, if carried into effect, 
will, we fear, seriously affect the applica- 
tions to the British Government, for a con- 
tinuan ce of the present protecting duty on 
Foreign Wood, which have been forwarded 
from the North Awerican Colonies gene- 
rally ; and, in fact, speaks little in favour of 
our boasted loyalty, for it certainly has 
more the appearance of a retaliatory than a 
necessary measure.— These tables will also 
be found important in shewing the value of 
our exports to the Wesg-Indies, under the 
‘old system, and will be a very desirable re- 
ference hereafter in contrasting that amount 
with what may be the extent of the trade 
that will be carried on dy and through this 
Province, under the recent change in the 
restrictive policy of the Mother Country.— 
Next week we shall present our readers 
with similar tables for the year 1830.
