UprPER CANADA.—On the 22d ult. 8ir John
Colborne transmitted to the House of Assembly a
despatch from Lord Goderich, with a large mass
of documents, relative to his Lordship’s corre-
spondence with Mr. M<Kenzie, the delegate sent
home by a large body of the people of that Colo-
ny, lo represent their grievances and seck for re-
dress. Although Lord Goderich complains of the
style adopted by Mr. M<Kenzie, as being ill adap-
ted to bring questions of intricacy and importance
to a definite issue, yet he has, notwithistanding,
given attention to all the subjects brought under
his notice; and states, in the despatchy that His
Majesty will allow no favourwism or gratuitous
disposal of the Crown Lands, and they shall ‘all
be the subject of ‘public competition.” He also
expresses disapprobation at Government Officers
interfering or meddling in elections of Represen-
tatives, and also at their Reverences sitting in the
Legislative Council—and states, that the Bishop
and Archdeacon would best consult their comfort
by withdrawing from the Legislative Council, but
their seats being for life, his Majesty cannot re-
move them. ‘The receipts and expeuaditares of
the territorial or casual revenue are divected to
be laid before the Assembly in detail; and it is
flatly denied that any wish or direction existed
to conceal the receipts or expenditures of that re-
venue, which the local government have withheld
from the public, under the assumed pretence that
they were forbidden to disclose them by orders
from the Colonial Office.
