Distribulion of the Army.

Mr. Hume moved for an account of the distri-
bution of the military force in Great Britain and
Irelund, and in each of the Colonies, for 1833.

SUGAR DUTIES

About 12 o’clock last night, our news boat
came up from the packet ship Pacific, Captain
Waite, bringing us London and Liverpool papers
to March 16th, both inclusive.

The Irish Enforcing Bill was ordered to a se-
cond reading in the House of Commons on the
13th,—yeas, 363; nays, 84.—Majority for Mi-
nisters, 279.

The Irish Church reform bill was introduced
on the 13ih, by the Chancellor of the Exchequer,
and read a first time by a vote of 186 to 46.
Disastrous reports had been received from
Oporto, but they appear to have been without
foundation.

Unquestionable intelligence had been received
of the conclusion of an armistice between the
Porte and Ibrahim Pacha.

At the Privy Council held on the 15th, the
12th of May was fixed upon to be observed as a
day of thanksgiving for the cessation of cholera
in the United Kingdom.

A public meeting was about to be called, to
consider the best means of affording relief to the
Polish exiles in London.

It is said (remarks the Liverpool Chronicle)
that the value of property in every part of Lon-
don, exeept what are called fashionable situations,
has fallen at least one fourth, and in many in-
stances one third.

Lord Althorp has postponed his motion for
leave to bring in a bill ¢ for the commutation of
tithes,”” till Tuesday, 2d April.

A true bill has been found by the Grand Jury,
at Middlesex Sessions, against C. Baring Wall,
Esq. M. P. for misdemeanor.

A report is current, that the combined squad-
rons of England and France are to proceed to the
Scheldt.

The iron trade coutinues to inmiprove. An ad-
ditional advance of 10s. per ton has been declared.
A Currency Club has been formed, the object of
which is to force on the ministry measures for
discussing the currency.

Ministers fia¥e &t in contemplation to increase
the nuymber of English Bishoprics, making provi-
sion for the increase by a diminution of the in-
comes of two or three of the largest sees.

The Directors of the India Board continue to
sit dailv, and ave hourly in communication with
the Ministers; but nothing of a decisive charac-
ter respecting the determination of the Govern-
mentas to the East India trade has yet transpired.
It appears from the Irish papers and correspon-
dence that partial runs on the provincial banks
for gold have been taking place in other districts
besides Kilkenny, and with similar injurious con-
sequences to business and to industrions individu-
als. Happily, hitherto, the migchievous and in-
sidious hint appears to be but partially and slight-
ly attended to.

LoNDON, March 14.—We understand that
the members of the Currency Club who formed
the deputation to Lord Althorp yesterday, have
met with a positive refusal of any ministerial
sanction to a committee of inquiry on the state of
the currency.

LivErPooL, March 15.— Run on the Irish
Banks.—On Wednesday evening last, 30,000
sovereigns were shipped al this port, by one of
the Government steamers, for the Bank of Messrs.
Latouche & Co. at Dublin, for the purpose of ena-
bling them to meet any run that may take place.

We understand that Lord Durham, who has
retired from the Cabinet in consequence of in-
creasing ill health, is dangerously ill. At the
meeting of the Cabinet this day, it is said that
the appointment of a suecessor to Lord Durham
will be decided on.— Courier.

Up to this time no fresh communication has
been made to the West India Committee by Lord
Goderich, on the subject of the proposed emanci-
pation of the slaves in the West India Colonies.
The Committee ‘augur favorably to their own in-
terests from this delay.— Sun.

London Money Market, March 15.—There
was little animation to day in the transactions in
the English funds, and Consols have scarcely va-
ried at all in price. The last quotation was 883
to &, for the account, and that of Exchequer bills
47s. to 48s. premium.

London, March 14.—Ministers have announ-
ced their willingness to admit certain modificati:
ons of the Irish coercive Bill, which are as follow :
1. All officers below the rank of captain, are
to be excluded from sitting in courts martial.

2. When the court consists of more than seven
members, then seven must agree in the verdict.

3. In a court composed of seven members, five
mist agree.

4. A court of five must be unanimous.

March 16th.—Very little progress was last
night made in the Irish Disturbance Bill. Oaly
3 clauses out of 41 were got through. Yet, not-
withstanding this delay, the bill, we take for
granted, will pass the House of Commons, in
spite of the repugnance to its principles, which
pervades the whole liberal majority of that assem-
bly, and which hasbeen frankly acknowledged by
the very ministers, who felt themselves constrain-
ed to bring in that unusual and most offensive
measure. It is certain that in the progress of
the discussions, both in doors and out, wpon some
of its obnoxious clauseg, the symptoms of an in-
creasing dislike to even the temporary admission
of such intruders upon our domestic policy as
courts martial, domiciliary visists, and suspensi-
ons of the Habeas Corpus Act, became more per-
ceptible every hour; and we had hopes, not ma-
oy days ago, that the bill, ere it passed, would
have been eleansed of most of its unwholesome at-
tributes. But, unbappily, the activity of murder-
oug outrage in Ireland has proceeded avithout a
moment’s relaxation.

PARrrs, March 12,.—According to a recent
number of the Neckar Gazette, a paper wholly de-
voted to the Russian government, an army of 60
thousand Russians had crossed the Pruth, for the
purpose of marching to the aid of the Saltan.
There is-every reason to believe that this state-
ment, if not wholly unfounded, is at least grossly
exaggerated. It 13 well known that'the Russians
had not 60,000 men within 200 miles of the
Pruth, and the movements to bring such a force

must have been for sometime sufficiently notoricus
to have led long before this to the expectation
that such an occurrence as that which is now an-
nounced by the paper in question, might take place.
The 60,000 men were probably 6,000, intended
to relieve the corps of occupation in Moldavia,
which has been stationed there since the peace.

The attention of the public has been attracted
to a report that the Dutch King had offered to
surrender his claims on Belgium and France,
provided that the possession of the provinces. of
Limburg and Luxemburg i?e gu:lranteed' to _lnm.
This rumor is stated to arise from an intrigue,
to which a few Orangists are a party, who, from
fear that they eannot ensure the Nassau restora-
tion, now seek to have this country partitioned
like Poland.

The future line'of conduct which may be adopt-
ed by the King of Holland is so doubtful that,
notwithstanding all the professions made of an
approaching peace, there are some who expect a
warlike collision within a shert time. The Bel-
gian government is determined not to be taken
by surprise, as in August, 1831.

London, March 14.—We are happy to be
able to state that the unfavorable reports preva-
lent, for the last few days, relative to the depar-
wre of the Duke of Bragauzafrom Oporto, are
without foundation. With respect to the position
of the army of Liberation, it is indisputably true
that there isthe greatest want of provisions at
Oporto; and that the troops, in consequence,
have been exposed to the most severe privations.
The cause of the Queen of Portugal, however, is
not yet proved to be absolutely lost, and the strong
reinforcements of men, and supplies of provisions,
which are now on their way to Oporto, may ena-
ble the army of Liberation to retain their position
for some time longer. 'We may add, that should
the reinforcement of troops and supplies of provi-
sions reach Oporto in time, and there is every
reason to believe that they will arive in time,
Gen. Solignac will, without delay make a move-
ment in advance, and change altogether of the
military operations to which hitherto he hasbeen
compelled from circumstances, reluctantly, to ad-
here.— Courier.

The following resolutions proposed in the Le-
gislative Council on Friday, by the Hon. Peter
M<Gill, were passed in Committee of the whole,
and adopted by the House unanimously :—

1st. Resolved as the opinion of this House—
That the Constitution of Government establish-
ed by the Act 31, Geo. III. cap. 31, was grant-
ed by the Imperial Parliament upon the humble
Petition of His Majesty’s subjects inhabiting
the then Province of Quebec, and is the sole
foundation of all Legislative Power in this Pro-
vince and that the just and impartial administra-
tion of the said Government is all that is neces-
sary to promote and maintain their peace and
just rights and privileges.

2. That the Act which bestowed on this Pro-
vince a form of Government modelled as nearly
as circumstances would admit on that of the
mother country, by some of her greatest and
wisest Statesmen, was designed to promote the
welfare of the inhabitants of this Province, and
to confirm their attachment to the British
Throne : and the happiness and prosperity which
the people of Lower Canada have since enjoy-
ed, their peaceable submission to the Laws, and
the readiness with which they have on‘all occa-
sions come forward to defend the Province

cence of the measure.

3..That notwithstanding a condition sa pros-
perous, the House of Assembly have since 1831,
been making attempts to obtain a change in the
form of Government established in this Province
by the Act sbove cited, but particularly in the
present session of the Provincial Parliament,
by an address to His Majesty to recommend to
‘His Parliament a measure which would directly
tend to subvert the Constitution, and dissolve
the ties which bind the Colony to the Parent
State.

4. That the Proceedings of the House of As-
sembly herein referred to, are at variance with
the' previously reiterated sentiments of that
House—contrary to the uniform declarations of|
the Legislative'Council—and against the wishes
of a larga portion of the inhabitants of this Pro-
vince, as expressed in their petition to His Roy-
al Highness the Prince Regentin the year 1814,
in their petitions laid at the foot of the throne,
and presented to the two Houses of the Imperial
Parliament in the year 1828, and recently by a
petition to His Majesty signed by nearly 15,000
of the most respectable and intelligent inhabit-
ants of the upper part of this Province to the
same effect clearly demonstrating that those
who have no other aim than the prosperity,
peace and good government thereof—who can
duly appreciate the blessings and advantages
which they enjoy, and whe are anxious for a
permanent connexion with the British Empire,
desire no change in the mode of constituting
this House.

5. That it is expedient to address the King,
pointing ‘out to His Majesty the evils which
would ensue to this Province, and to the true
interests of His Majesty’s loyal subjects now re-
siding therein or who may hereafier become in-
habitants thereof, if the prayer of the Assembly
in the Address, before alluded to, should be
granted—and praying that His Excellency will
take into his most serious consideration the pre-
sent alarming posture of affairs in this Province,
and adopt such measures as in his wisdom will
tend to tranquilize -the minds, to maintain the
constitutional rights and liberties of his faithiul
subjects therein, and thus guarantee the perma-
nency of the existing connexion between the
Colony and the Parent State.

The steamship ¢ Royal William > was sold, by
Sheriff’s sale, on Wednesday last, at William
Henry. We understand that there were several
bidders on the occasion, and that it was finally
adjudged, at £5000, to William Stevenson, Esq.
of Quebec, who, we believe, acted as the agent
of some parties in Quebec. . It is understood that
the new proprietors will continue the Royal Wil-
liam on the same route, from Quebec to Halifax,
and the other Colonial ports.—Montreal Gaz.

By the English Mail, which arrived on Tues-
day night, we received London papers to the eve-
ning of the 7th March, and a Falmouth paper of’
the 9th.  We have also been favored with Cork
papers to the 14th, inclusive, received by the
Barque Independence, at this port, from Kinsale ;
and, by an arrival at New-York, on Friday sen-
night, and the Brig William, at this port, this
morning, we have London and Liverpool dates
of the 16th.

Although our intelligence from Europe is thus
placed twenty days in advance of our previous ad-
vices, the papers are nevertheless comparatively
barren of important political information.—The
struggle in Portugal still remaimed undecided ;—
the affairs of Holland and Belgium continued to
be the subject of negociation, with but a faint
prospect of an early termination 1o the labours of
the diplomatists, in a settlement of the difficulties
which’have so long existed between the two coun-
tries;—France has been thrown into a slight fer-
ment by a disclosure of a delicate nature, recent-
ly made by the Duchess of Berri, in which the
national honour is considered to be at stake.—
The hostilities in the Bast, between the forces of
Ibrahim Pacha and the Sultan, bave been sus-
pended, and negociations were in progress for the
amicable adjustment of the causes of dispute.—
Official® despatches had been received by the
French Government from' Greece, announcing
the arrival of King Otho at Napoli; where be
issued a proclamation, in which he professes a
maltitude of good intentions and wishes for the
future prosperity and welfare ‘of his newly adop-
ted country, and engages to protect the religion
of the Greeks. Recent events, however, would
incline us to the belief that King Otho’s reign
will be of short duration.

In Parliament, the affairs of Ireland were the
prominent subject of discussion. The Coercion
Bill was ordered to a second reading in the House
of Commons on the 13th, by a.majority of 279.
Ministers had agreed to some modifications in the
measure; but still, we fear, when carried into
effect; "(of ‘which there now appears to be little
doubt,) it will not entirely allay the disturbances
Which bave so long been prevalent in Ireland.

Reserves for the use of certain mills have at va-
rious times been made, from the period of the
erection of the Province, in order to protect indi-
viduals in the outlay of capital, and to invite en-
terprise into the channel of machinery and ma-
nufacturing establishments. These reserves are,
however, made for the use of any mill or mills in
the vicinity, which may require a reservation of
standing Timber; and not for any particular in-
dividual, to confer upon him monopolizing advan-
tages. Permission would therefore be obtained
by any person for cutting Logs upon these Re-
serves, provided he deliver them to such mill es-
tablishments, for the use of which they have been
preserved. Mills on an extensive and very effi-
cient construction have with great expense been

guac Rivers; and as so little now remains on the
ground of sufficient size and quality for square
Timber, and as the former establishment can on-
ly be supplied from above, while the quantity to
be obtained from below for the latter, is, owing
to circumstances, extremely limited; it has been
deemed necessary by the proprietors that all the
standing Pine above these mills sheuld be held
under a reservation, which demand has been com-
plied with so far, that a reserve of it has been
made in favour of mills erected, or to be erected
on those streams.

It may be re-
marked, that had it not been for the general sur-
veys which have been made, and paid for by the
three-pence a ton, not half of the licences could
have been issued this year without the daily oc-
currence of expensive collisions. The sources of
the rivers being previously unknown at the Crown
Land Office; complete surveys by this means
have been actually effected, and which have been
alike productive of security to the Lumberman
and of less expense in the future designation of
the boundaries of the licences. It has seldom
been required to extend the lines around ‘the
Timber Berths, and the payment of threg-pence
a ton would indeed be inadequate to the expense.
All that is done, or indeed which is requisite, is
to designate and explain to the Lumberman the
boundaries, and the extent of the tract whereon
he is to work; and all necessary duty is generally
performed without delay. It is, indeed, an in-
disputable fact, that where one collision now oc-
curs, at least ten used formerly to arise. The
extensive surveys made during the last and the
preceding year, have obviated all necessity for
laying out by particular bounds, the ground de-
scribed in every license. In fact, the Lumberman
himself would be the first to complain of the ex-
pense of furnishing the necessary number of men
and quantity of provisions, for a duty which eight
times in ten he would deem so utterly uncalled for.
Myr. James Gimour.—The House of Gil-
mour & Rankin annually makes application for
large quantities of Timber, and the duty of laying
out the different licences has, as will be seen by
the reports of Deputies Hunter and Maclauchlin,
been well and faithfully attended to. = Mr. Gil-
mour cannot assert that any application of his,
connected with the Timber business, hasnot been |
carefully and impartially attended to, and with-
out the least unnecessary delay. The charge
upon Crown Timber is only one shilling and
three-pence per ton, while that sold by individu-
als on private property readily commands three,
four, and five shillings the ton. Yet the witness:
says that this exaction operates very lnljunously
on the commerce of the country ! Would. he de-
sire that all persons might be allowed (o proceed
without licenge or restraint to cut Timber where-
ever they might please ? or what measure would,
he propose for adoption to prevent or remedy the
obvious consequences of such confusion, and.
which would amount even to bloodshed ? In op-.
position to his assertion, it is declared that there.
are in the district pointed out by him, two most,
efficient Deputies; and no part of the Province is
destitute of accredited Officers. His .evidence,
respecting the Timber Reserves meets a sufficient
reply in Mr. Cunard’s statements subjoined.—
Mr. G. says nothing in regard.to Reseryes for:
Mills. He is conscious, undoubtedly, that from
the position of his establishment on the Main Ri-
ver Miramichi, accessibility can never, except by
the vicissitudes of the seasons, be denied to the
raw material from all the waters of the Mirami-
chi Rivers, bays, creeks, and.inlets.  Bat the poor
man who has expended his little capital in the
erection of a Saw Mill on a small stream, must,
nearly in all cases depend on that stream for his
supply of logs, and which supply might in one
or two -seasons be entirely cut off, and ruin ino-
flicted by the wealthy house of Mr. Gilmour.
Whether such motives influenced him in his pro-
ceedings with regard to the mill on the Baie des
Verts, he can best say; but it is abundantly ob-
vious, that when all small establishments of this
kind are broken up, a noble monopoly will be
presented for the supply of the extensive mach:-~
nery of that House, and which cannot almost for
ages fail to endure. The number and the extent
of the applications for Timber of this witness
at one time, on the Bay de Verts, manifested a
disposition on his part akin to the above; the,
