Sir Stratford Canning left town on Tuesday
night for Paris, on his way to Madrid, to com-
plete, as it is'understood, the treaty between
England, Spain,and Fraoce, relating to Portugal.

Sir 8. Canaing has had a long interview with
the French Minister for Foreign Affairs, the ob-
ject of which, it is said, is to enter into a treaty
with France and Spain for the immediate recog-
nition of Queen Donna Maria. The news crea-
ted a great joy among the Constitutiopalists in
Paris.

Antwerp is sitll beleagured by the French army.
Both the attack and the defence are conducted
with skill and courage. The besiegers are gra-
dually approaching the fortress : at the date of
the last advices, their approaches were within a
short distance of the walls, and some decisive
movement was on the point of being made against
the citadel. The fire of the French batteries had
caused great damage to the fortress, attended
with a considerable loss of life. Nor had the be-
seiged been inactive. The fire of the citadel had
carried havoc.and death among the French, whose
loss, in killed and wounded, has, as was to be ex-
pected, been also inconsiderable. It is now quite
evident, that the Dutch do not contemplate a di-
version in favour of the garrison : it is also evi-
dent, that Prussia intends to remain neutral du-
ring the contest. The citadel must, therefore,
speedily fall before the French arms, and the
question which gave rise to this armed interfe-
rence be put in a train of settlement.
