Pursuaht to the order of the day, the House
went into Committee of the whole, in considera-
uon of His Excellency’s Message of the 2Sth ult.

_ Mr. Simonds said, that the Message under con-
sideration had been received in consequence of an
address from the House to His Excellency, which
Address was founded on Lord Goderich’s Jast dis-
patch relative to the Casual Revenue.—That dis-
patch evidently directed the Lieutenant.Governor
to furnish the House with all the necessary ac-
comuts, in order that they might make sueh sug-
gestions to his Majesty’s Government for the im-
provement of the Casual Revenues, as they might
think fir.

fectly agreed ; but the very extraordinary speech
jost delivered by the hon. member for Gloucester
had called him up. That hon. member had said,
that the whole difficulty in the present question
rested on the shoulders of the hon. member for St.
John, (Mr. Partelow.) He [Mr. C.] had waited
patiently to see how the hon. member was going
to connect the first resolution of 1831 with the
present difficulties; but he had only discovered
that the hon. mem. for Gloucester had been endea-
vouring to put the whole issue on what tock place
two or three years ago, aud to keep out of sight
the real question for consideration. That ques-
tion was simply this : whether the house bad or
had not got the information which the despatch
of lord Goderich promised? certainly they had not.
Whatever might be the sons for refusing it,
they had not received it ; but he (Mr. C.) could
not but think, that the very circumstance of its
being withheld, would turn out fortunately for the
country; because the fact would strengthen the
new address to his Majesty, and the delegates to
the mother country would be better furnished with
arguments for their cause. He thought his Ma-
jesty’s governmeunt would then at once see, that
the Fonse bad reason to complain. Suppose
Lord Goderich himself had Leen anxious to get
particular information respeeting the Crown Re-
venues; would the accounts lzid before the honse
furnish it to him? No, he would require the
same accounts and the same details as the house
required, What suggestions could the House
wake, without such detailed accoumts ? It was
of the plainest cases that could possibly be.
He (Mr. C.) was generally disposed 1o adopt mo-
derate measures ; but from the first time he saw
Lozd Goderich’s despatch till the present moment,
he had had but one opinion. . He was not dispo-
sed, as an individual, to draw strong conclusions,
until he had further information; but the country
would draw them. The country had already
drawn them; and the general impression would
be, that there was something very wrong with
regard to these accounts. Ruch must be the case.
The hon. member for Gloucester had said, that
gentlemanly [eelings had prevented the House get-
ting the information they desired. He (Mr. C.)
admitted, that they should always be governed by
the consideration ol gentlemanly feelings ; butthose
feelings should not prevent their going into an exa-
mination of the accounts of the Crown LandOffice.
Such a plea would only injure the cause. Hedid
not think the House would be warranted in adopt-
ing the suggestion, to apply for a detention of the
Commissioner; and as no resolutions had yet been
prepared, it might be better to report progress at
present. e thought, however, that, generally
speaking, thcre was one common sentiment on
the subject throughout the Committee; that the
resolutions to be proposed would be generally
agreed to, without a large minority; and that
they must have an influence in proper quarters.
He had no doubt, that when his Majesty’s govern-
ment knew the patriotic motives which incited the
house, their representations would be attended to,
and that they would have their proper inflnence
both here and elsewhere.

Mr. Brown, after enumerating a variety of the
previous circumstances, observed, thatsuch an ac-
count as was furnished last year was not what was
required this year. That account was merely an
aggregate, on which the House could calculate
the actual expense of the civil list, and the pro-
bable resources to meet it; and it was sufficient
for that purpose; but the account now required
wasa very different one. They had applied for it,
and had been refused ; and allthe advantages they
might bave derived from the despatch of Lord
Godericlt went for nothing; the despatch was a
dead letter, if they received no better account than
was furnished last year.  The hon. member sta-
ted distinetly, of his own knowledge, that the
services contemplated under the charge for survey
money, were notactually performed in his part of
the country; and contended, thata delegation
must be seut home with a petition from the house.
In that petition should be stated the applications
made by the houge to the Executive, and the an-
swers received ; and they could also send home a
copy of the accounts furnished to them, and shew
that such accounts could not answer their purpo-
ses, and that it would be impossible to make any
suggestions upon them. He thought the hon. mem-
ber for Gloucester had taken a mistaken view of
the matter : it was not the fault of the house, or
of the hon. member for St. John, that they had
got into the present dilemma. It had arisen in
the nataral course of things, and not from the do-
ings of uny hon. member; although all were at
first wmistaken as to the surrender of the royal re-
venues. They were soon coryected in that mis-
take; and all this affair arose out of the subse-
quent application. The hon. member concluded
by supporting the snggestion for reporting pre-
gress, &c., at present.

[Depresses his chin,and
peeps over his specs, and then raising them on
his forehead, orders a man to read the letter,
which is as follows]--* Now know ye, that I
‘< reposing especial trust in the loyalty, integrity
““and ability of my trusty and well beloved Tom-
« my, Dilworth, Wily Oh’Diel, Rue, and Jack
‘¢ Sec’m-in-co, hereby eonstitute and appoint them
‘“ to be Executors in my Estate, and I do further
¢ declare my will and pleasure, that in the absence
¢ of the Squire, the first man on the list, that is,
¢ Tommy, SHALL TAKE the LEAD, and more-
“over, I will and order, that Tommy, Dilworth,
‘“and Jack Sec’m-in-co, shall have a seat when
¢ they choose among the dowmestics, and enjoy
¢ equal privileges with them.”

Johnny Fairchild. Well brother domestics,
this is an order from the master, establishing the
division of the household, and appointing his up-
per servants, as the last words of the order evi-
dently give them seniority over us.

Willy Crow. (Scratches his head and rubs
his forebead.) lodeed, indeed, Johnuy, it would
seem so—in the mean time, we must hope for
the best.

Geordie Beach. [aside fo Billy.] Herels
a pretty kettle of fish ; you have managed your
game badly, Billy, you might have prevented all
this when you were Deputy-Squire, bnt I am
afraid Tommy gulled you as well as the rest ofus.
Harry. Well! well ! < farewell—a long fare-
well to all my*® hopes of greatness, [raises bis
hands in an attitude of despair,] ¢ thisis thestate’
of a demestic—* to-day puts forth the tender
leaves of hope, to-morrow blossoms;*’ and then
comes a nipping letter from the master to blast his
expectations—when he thonght < full surely his
greatness was a ripening’’—'¢ my high-blown
pride must leave me, weary and old, to the merey”
of my superiors, who will forever crush me.
Dick—(grins, knits his brow, clenches his
fist, fidgits about on his seat and them jumps up
suddenly.) Master Johnny, I cannot remain qui-
et any longer, I have loﬁg suspected that there
were secret workings, which were calculated to
do more harm than good to the Estate. No Squire
ever came to it under more favourable eircum-
stances, the tenantry were prepared to respect him,
and he would have been a popular Squire, ifbe
had pursued the course which reason, good policy,
and the experience of his superiors in intellectual
endowmenfs had pointed out—that course was
the straight forward course of unbending impar-
tiality, avoiding party influence on one side, and
the advice of interested personson the other—aob-
taining, as be ought to have done# information
{rom the Constitutional adviser of the Estate,.
and adopting or rejecting, as he might, npon re-
flection, deem expedient. But the path in which
the Squire has bent his way, unfortunately for
himself, and for the interests of the Estate and
our Master, will lead him to trouble and disap-
pointment. - Instead of asking, he has rather res,
jected the opinions of our worthy Johnny Fainw
child; and if advised at all, he has been advised
by irresponsible persons. [ believe that such has
been the case, and that he has been advised by
irresponsible persons, .who aimed.at their own
and the aggrandizement of their connexions, a
who would have sacrificed the best .interests 0
the Estate for the accomplishment of it. Events
that have been thickening upon us since the arri-
val of the Squire, prove this melancholy fact.—
The Estate has been retrograding—its affairs
have been neglected—mystification and conceal-
ment, which might have been tolerated in the ru-
lers of Barbarians, have here unfortunately super=
ceded that candid and open course of policy,
which true wisdom points out as the only safe
and honourable mode of administering the affairs
of an enlightened Tenantry. What has been the
resuft 7 Discontent, and a want of confidence in
the overseering, throughout the Estate. I regret
that 1 am obliged to speak this plainly of men as
well as of measures; but the Domestics have high
and important duties to perform: if we perform
them fearlessly and honestly, we shall prmnmc{he
best interests of our Master and of the Estate;
but if we shrink from performing them, or pogt-
pone for a more convenient season, we shall he-
tray the confidence reposed in us by our Master,
and sacrifice the rights and interests of the Te-
nantry, not only of the present, but of future ages-

I recognise, io its fullest extent, the maxim, that
the Master can do no wrong; and Iam willing
to apply it, as far as may be proper, to his repre-
entative, the Squire. But the M)‘n.lslel‘l-'ll ser-
vants of the Master have dene l’f‘]”.'"“l Nl
and they have been punished for it, for they are
responsible for their conduct; and the o ‘I‘f
the Squire of this Esiate should be :\nswer';n".c‘
for the evils of the overseering, referable to their
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
