Mg. CaHUBB.—In looking over your paper of
the 4th of May, I read an advertisement in it,
headed ¢¢ Caution,” and signed ¢ LAWRENCE
WARREN,” wherein I am broughbt forth for pub-
lic inspection; and for fear of any mistake as to
the person intended, Mr. Warren, to shew his
wisdom and skill in such matters, tells whose son
Iam. I regret that I cannot beso particular, and
that I am unable to tell whose son he i, or who
His father was—and thiok it doubtful if he can
himself, as he is a Foveigner, and perbaps an
Alien.—It looks rather roguish, when a man be-
gins to tell the truth, that he does not tell the
whole truth; but it makes the old adage good—
*¢ that one man’s story is good, till the other is
told.”” This, I perceive, he leaves for me to do.
During the few weeks he had me on trial as an
apprentice, he used me very well, and got my
consent to be bound to him, and requested me to
speak to my father to obtain his consent also, (a8
my father wished me to make choice of another
profession.) However, I obtained his consent,
and was indented, and very soon afterwards I
experienced a great alteration in his conduct to-
wards me. He gave me every kind of bad treat-
ment, and I at last took sick, and was taken to
my father’s house, who immediately went for Dr.

before nine o’clock he got a warrant to hiave me
apprehended as anabsconding apprentice, for be«
ing out a night—for being disobedient, &ec. &ec.
On this 1 was taken to the Magistrate’s office,
wherve B. L. PETERS and D. ANsLEY, Esq’rs.
presided. He made oath to the indictment, and
brought two men as witnesses to what he had
sworn to; they both lived in Warren’s house, and
were present when Warren struck me; they were
also sworn to tell the truth, the whole truth, and
nothing but the truth—and what did they swear 2
Why theysware that every charge Warren hrought
against me was false: they swore that I neither
gave cause nor provocation when Le eut my
head open with a stick of cord-wood—(and some
of the blood from the wound, which was not
washed off, I showed in the office); they swore
that I did not absent myself from his house Ly
night or by day—that I did not neglect his work
—that I was always attentive to it—that I work-
ed late and early, generally till ten o’clock at
night. The Magistrates certainly gave him a sc-
vere reprimand, and cautioned him about taking
an oath, when his own witnesses swore to tte
contrary. They told me they had acquitted me,
and advised me to go back to Warren. Mr. Pc-
ters then spoke to my father, and was pleased ‘o
say—Mr. Thompson, we can do no more than ac -
quit this boy, as it was his master indicted him ;
if you are not satisfied, you had better carry it to
the Supreme (or Mayor’s) Court—1 for get wi ich.
My father replied that he was not satisfied, and
would do so. I suppose the indictment and the
depositions of the witnesses are filed, and can be
produced, if necessary.

Will not any candid person admit, that from
this time Warren ought not to have any claim ca
me, and that the Indentures ought to be null and
void ? I then made up my mind never to return
to bim, and thonght I would sooner lose my life
than be tyrannized over by him any longer.

But now a discriminating public will see the
depth of his scheme—the ground work of the
whole comes out. Money appears to have heen
Warren’s object; and when he found that 1 did
not go back, he immediately sued my father on
three different counts for damages, I believe to
the amount of £150—I am not certain as to the
exact sum. At the proper time the trial came on,
and lasted, as I am told, some time—Warren ha-
viug brought seven witnesses, for what, I belicve
he did not know himself. One of them proved
that he did not give me enough to eat—that he
often knew me to be obliged to go to my father’s
house to get something to eat—that my father bc-
ing of a quiet disposition, would hear of no com-
plaints, but advised me, if possible, to serve my
time out. This, it ought to be recollected,Tw:s
the deposition of Warren’s own witness. The
case was finally given in charge to the Jury by
his Honor the Recorder, and soon terminated in
a Nonsuit. And instead of gaining the cau:e,
Warren had to pay the costs, and bear the hiss s
and derision of an enlightened public who atter -
ded on the occasion.

This, then, is part of the character of the man
who cautions the public not to trust me on his ac-
count ! What! on HIS account! Yes—on ac-
count of a man, who, a short time ago, was about
waking his exit in the brig Bethiah, bul who
was perceived on the eve of his departure by the
vigilant eye of one of his creditors, and that night
taken in a cellar—his hiding hole !—and yet for-
sooth /e cautions the public against trusting me
on his account !  His, indeed, must be a goud
name to get credit on! After the money was
paid, and he was liberated from ¢¢ durance vile,”
he and his family leave the Province, and go to a
Foreign Country—He absents himzelf, [ believe,
more than a year—comes back again to this
country, where he had received so much indul-
gence, and now advertises me as a runaway ap-
prentice, with a view, if possible, to ruin my cha-
racter. I deny that I am his apprentice: Iama
Freeman of the City of Saint John; and if I can-
not call it my father’s native city, it is the native
place of my brothers and sisters, and no fureiguer
shall be able to drive me out of it again.

I must beg indulgence for making this long ex-
planation in defence of my conduct, after the 5!!
treatment which I received from a Foreigner in
a British Colony; treatment which, had it been
exercised by a Britain in Prussia, to a Prussian
subject, would have met with punishment equa
to the Bastinado or the Inquisition—while the
mildness of our laws permils the offender to go
uppunished.
