1 do not in-
tend to confine the windows for shops to any spe-
cific number, but would propose to take the daty
off windows in all shops employed as such, or as
ware rooms. For instance, if a house had fifteen
windows, and five ‘are applied to the shop and dif-
ferent warehouse-rooms, the duty would be charg-
ed, not upon fifteeu, but upon ten. In that case,
the reduction would be one third of the window
tax. With respect to the house tax, I propose
to apply the same privciple; and in such a house
as 1 bave described, where one-third of the win-
dows are applied to the shop and ware roowms, I
would deduct one-third trem the duty on the va-
lue of the honse. Thecommittee w:il see thatby
this plan, I give aa cntire relief to sbopkeepers

When 1 laid the tax on raw
cotton, I said that it was contrary to principle,
and that on the first opportunity that presented
itself, it ought to be reduced. I think that oppor-
tunity has now arisen, and it is incumbent on the
House to take off the additional duty put on in
1831. When I propose to remit this tax, it is
not because I think 1t has, at the same time, bad
any bad effect. There is danger in taxing the
caw material too much, as it tends to preveut the
importation of the manufactuved article. ow,
Sir, this danger does not always show itself, but
remaing dormant; for the competition of foreign
manufactures is not apparent until it is too late
to be remedied.—(Hear.) Now, Sir, 1 do not
mean to put the duty on raw colton on a better
footing than it was in 1831. Previously to that
seriod there was an ad valorem duty equal to
three-cighths of a penny per Ib., to which there
was then added two-eighths more, making the
full duty five eighths of a penny. The whole
amount of duty in the past year, at that rate,
amounted' to £626,000. 1f they were now re-
duced one balf, it would seem that it would be
taking £320,000 per annum f{rom the duty raised
on raw cotton.

revolution and rebellion have been much the same,
andithis sumeness of symptoms isa most provi-
dential safeguard. It seems to be one among the
many indications in which a moral Providence
controuls the affairs of the universe. The Su-
preme Disposer of cvents does not interpose a
miracle to stay **the madness of the people;”
but, if the rulers should be perverse and infatua-
ted enough not < to aslk a sign of the Lord,” in|
the hour of peril, he forces one upon their'view,
if they will but have ¢ the eyes to sce or the ears
to hear.”” He seems to call their attention to
the records of the human race, where they will
find that he bas established it as a law—that simi-
lar effects spring from similar causes; to:the in-
variable connexion which has ever subsisted be-
tween unchecked licentiousness and open vebelli-
on—to the various instances in which (under his
protection) promptness and energy havesaved the
land ; and when fear and despondency are paraly-
sing their counsels, He seems to say to them, as
to the Jewish leader. ¢ Why criest thou unto me;
speak unto the children of Israel, that they go
forward.’> Yes, it is the fact, that whilst that
true wisdom, which marks the statesman, is ever
rich and new, and varying in its resources pro-
spective, remedial, all-embracing, consulting for
the interests of the whole community, and not
for the present occasion merely, but, for ages yet
unborn ; a merciful Providence seews, on the other
hand, to have restricted the cunning of the agita-
tor. He cannot find out new channels for
¢ abounding iniquity.”” He must fall back upon
the clumsy artifices of his predecessor in guilt—
the vulgar invective—** the seurril jest—the lie so
oft o’erthrown.”” Hence it is that we see so
strong, so pervading, a likeness between such por-
tions of the history of mankind. It is but the
same filthy agents, working upon the same filthy
materials; but, perhaps, in no parallel that could
be traced, are the points of resemblance stronger
than between the period I have just alluded to
and jthe present.. If we wish to refresh our
recolections on the subject, (and it will be
a refreshment in more ways than one,) let us
take up any of three of the most powerful dis-
plays of senatorial eloquence that ever thundered
within the walls of a British parliament, the
speeghes of Grenville, Canning, and Plunkett—
bursts which seemed at once to awaken the slum-
bering, moral might of England, and call upon
her to shake off the horrible nightmare by which
she had been so long convulsed.

What do we find then upon a survey of that peri-
od? Itinerant demagogues, paid too, not men lov-
ing mischief for mischief’s sake ; but influenced by
more selfish and solid considerations; penny sub-
scription orators, ¢ Fortune hunters who would
not court even deformity itself until they found
that she was well portioned.” " Fellows of this
description, assembling large and ferocious mobs,
under the preposterous pretence of petitioning;
but 1 fact for the purpose of intimidation and dis-
order. Again, a licentious and infidel press;
and (in point of talent) such a press!!! Black
Dwarfs, Medusas, &c. ¢ Gorgons, Hydras,
and Chimceras dive,”” It was no longer the Bo-
lingbrokes; the Voltaires; but the Carlisles, and
the Hones. It was no longer (1o borrow the con-
ception of our great painter) the < harlot infideli-
ty>> with something like beauty; and tricked out
in the ostentatious finery of prostitution; but the
same wretched creature, with features bloated and
brutalized by excess, beating hemp amidst the
vile inmates of the workhouse. It was no longer
Satan under the form of the ¢ archangel ruined,”
but the foul and venemous toad squatted at the
rabble ear.”” We all recollect this vile crew
(their dulness unfortunately for a long time ope-
rating as a ‘protection) ‘speaking a language to
which Englishmen bad never been. famiharized;
the mingled and virulent dialect of treason, blas-
phemy, ¢ malice, hatred, and all uncharitableness,’
assailing every ordei and institution, around which
the habitual and long-cherished affections of En-
glishmen bad been twined.  Again the magis-
irates, men, who, in défiance of every risk, at
the peril of their lives and fortunes, set themselves
to stem the desolating torrent; held up to general
execration ; petitions hawked about from one pot-
house to another, thumbed by every greasy ruffian
whose name was enrolled as one of the Sovereign
people, calling for justice on the devoted heads
of their oppressors; and those very petitions, pre-
sented to the Legislature by certain ¢ Knights
of the Post,” who were ready (in addition to
the damning internal evidence upon the docu-
ments themselves) to add the still more damn-
ing evidence of their own personal testimony.
Again, the very judges of the land, bullied
and brow-beaten, and held up to detestation
and assassination; one of them hecause he had
declared his opinion ina charge to the grand ju-
ry of Yorl, ¢ that the riots had arisen natso much
from actual distress as from acts of evil-minded
persons,”” openly prescribed; astonishment ex-
pressed that ¢ ‘none ' of the staring thousands
should raise his knife and plunge it into the
bosom of the monster, who could coolly insult his
sufferings.””  Such were some of the symptows at
the awful crisis above alluded to, a crisis, how-
ever, when England’s good genius prevailed and
rescved her from the most awful fate/that God in
his inflictions ever sent upon a nation=-the despot-
ism of the mob.

The proceedings, (says the United Kingdom of
the 21st,) are generally calculated to inspire con
fidence and afford satisfaction; nor will the fact,
that, since 1831, Taxes to the extent of more
than three millions have been repealed, under
circumstances of no little difficulty, fail to securc
the approbation of a burdened people.

We are happy to state that our revered Mo-
narch and his amiable Consort continue to enjoy
their accustomed good health;—His Majesty is
said to have been gaining anaccession of strength |
for several months, and is now more robust than
he has been for several years past.
