London papers of the 22d, and Liverpool of the 
24th April—two days later .than our advices of 
last week—have been received at New-York, by 
the Packet ship Napoleon. 

There is little additional political intelligence 
by this arrival. When the last accounts left Lan- 
don, Mr. Attwood’s motion on the state of the 
currency, was under discussion in the House of 
Commons. The debate was expected to take a 
wide range, and embrace the general situation of 
the country. 

Reports of a change in the Cabinet are still 
circulated. We copy from the Morning Post, 
a list of the new Cabinet; but are, ourselves, ra- 
ther inclined to think it premature. 

It is stated that Lord Mulgrave’s conduct in 
the administration of the government of Jamaica, 
which has created so much discontent and dissa- 
tisfaction in that Island, has been generally ap- 
roved of in England; and notwithstanding the 

tumult that has of late prevailed throughout the 
West-Indies, Ministers, it is said, still calculate 

upon making an equitable arrangement with the 
Colonists. 

It was reported at Janina that the European 
fleets in the Archipelago had received instructions 
to sail for the Dardanelles. 

Tunis is said to have assumed a warlike ap- 
pearance, and that great activity was exerted in 
strengthening the fortifications of that place. 

It was reported at Paris on the 14th of April, 
that serious disturbances had breken out in the 
Electorate of Hesse Cassel, and that the French 
Minister had determined to quit that capital. It 
was further said, but with less confidence, that an 
insurrection bad likewise broken out in the Grand 
Duchy of Baden, and that a portion of the troops 
employed against the insurgents had deserted.

That a weak man under desperate circumstan- 

ces, should endeavor to bolster up his cause and 

his character by his vituperation, and by foul slan- 

ders against others, isa matter of less surprise, 

than that such attempts should have had the effect 

of securing the countenance and favour of those, 

who ought to be disinterested and utterly free from 

all party feeling. 3 

We shall not step out of our way to enquire, how 

it happened that Mr. Baillie was officially called 

upon to make a report to any Colonial anthority, 

nor to draw any comparison between the course 

pursued towards that individual, and that which 

was adopted with regard to another, when age, 

rank and character entitled him to much consi- 

sideration.

We 
lament that the restricted means of the venerable 
society which has so long and so liberally foster- 
ed the Churches of British North America, for- 
bid a hope of her extending to this valuable por- 
tion of her charge, the additional privilege of a 

resident Minister. Great exertions have been 
made to erect a building in which to worship God, 
but we fear a long time must elapse before means
