They had asked for that only,
and would not have accepied any thing beyond
that, even if it had been offered. [Hear, hear.]
The statement of the hon. member was only fitted
for the days of John Knox, and prebably in his
days it would have been followed by the shedding
of blood. As to the assertion of the councils of
Constance or Latern having declared that no faith
was to be kept with heretics, he would as confi-
dently assert that it was not the fact. The as-
sertion was an historical blunder. But if any
Catholic council had declared any such opinion,
every conscientious Catholic would be bound to
reject it ; for no council or other body of men had
2 right to command that which was in itself mo-
rally wrong. [Hear, hear.] As to dispensing
with an oath, a Catholic believed that no person
or persens had any such power in an oath be-
tween man and man. What, he asked, had kept
Catholies so long out of power but their regard for
the validity of oaths ? [Hear, hear.] If they be-
lieved that they could be absolved from such
oaths, it was likely they would have taken that
which gave them political power; but they had
remained deprived of such power for a century
and a half, rather than take oaths against their
eonsciences. [Hear, hear.] That was not the
place for polemical discussion, or, if it were, he
might show the bon. gentleman some instances
in which members of his own communion held the
sentiments which he now wrongfully attributed to
the Catholics. 1f the hon. member would have
the goodoess to favour him with his address, he
would send him that passage in John Knox’s

“writings in which he had-held that faith was not

but he attributed no such opinion to the hon.

RoasTiNG BY GAs.—Yesterday morning, Mr.
{ Farraday, and a number of scientific gentlemen
visited the National Gallery of Practical Science,

and a piece of mutton boiled and served up to the
nunierous spectators, at whieh the ladies particu-
larly expressed themselves highly delighted. The
advantages of this new mode are economy and
certainty. A pigeon is well ronsted in twelve
minutes, at the cost of one fifth of a penny, and a
large joint may be roasted or boiled at a propor-
tionate expence. = The meat retains the gravy to
a mueb greater extent than by ordinary roasting,
the heat being disseminated regularly.

FALMOUTH, AprriL 6.
After a lapse of nine weeks from the assem-
bling of Parliament, the Lords and Commons
had so far advanced some three or four bills as
to hava them ready for the Royal assent, which
was given, by commission on Friday last; and
on Tuesday, the bill for the suppression of dis-
turbances in Ircland became a law. During its
progress through the Commons® house, this bill
received several important modifications, which
remeved, to a very considerable extent, the se-
rious objections to it that were entertained by
many siocere and true friends of Ireland, who
deeply regretted the necessity of grantiug mi-
nisters any extractdinary powers for restoring
peace to that distracted country, preparatory to
the introduction of measures for improving the
condition of the people, and fer a fair chance for
the success of which they believed it absolutely
necessary first to arm government witls the pow-
er of summarily suppressing outrage. W still
entertain a confident hepe, however, that the in-
fluential elasses of Ireland will yet effectually
exert those powers which their rank and station
give them, to restore perfect quiet threughont
the country, and thus render the enforcement
of the provisions of the new act wholly unneces-
sary.
“ On the 3d of April, the Lord Chaneellor
laid on the table of the House of Lords, his long
expected Bill. It is entitled ¢ An Act for the
Regulation of the Proceedings and Practice
of certain Offices, and the Salaries and Fees
of certain Officers of the High Court of Chan-
cery in England.”
It is generally believed that in the forthcoming
English Church Reform Bill, government will
abolish church rates throughout the kingdom.

LONDON, APRIL 3.

Jamaica.—The accounts that reach us from
this Island, continue to shew the same spirit of
dislike and even hatred to the Governor and his
measures which have been before so generally ex-
pressed by the Planters. We select the following
as a specimen:

St. David’s, March 30th, 1833.

At a meeting of the Inhabitants, eonvened this
day, by order of the Custos, H. F. Leslie, Esq.
in the Chair, it was unanimously resolved.

1. That we have seen, with feelings of indig-
nation, the oppressive and tyrannical conduct of
our present Governor, Lord Mulgrave, whose ad-
ministration has been distinguished by a total dis-
regard of all the established laws of the Island,
and characterised by an overbearing petulance, as
derogatory te the high station of his Majesty’s re-
presentative, as it is injurious to the best interests
of the €olony.

2. That althoagh no Colonial Union has been

avoid expressing our disgust and abhorrence that
a Governor appointed by that Administration
should attempt to suppress the Unions of Jamai-
ca, formed for no illegal purpose, by an exercise
of the Prerogative, so arbitrary, as to have been
hitherto unknown in any British Coleny.

Know that every syllable of the evidence given by
me is in strict accordance with Zruth ; and with-
out a single attempt to convey to the minds of
the Committee, one incorreet impression as re-
gards the matters about which I testified.

As it i3 not my intention te enter into a discus-
sion on the subject, I shall not make any remarks
on the observations as to the proceeds of the sale
of the land being Crown property—the street not
being a thoroughfare, and the people considering
it a grievance to contribute to their Sovereign.

I now proceed to notice such of the observati-
ons as appear to me calculated to produce any im-
proper impression as regards my testimony, and
the first is 1 the following words, viz :—¢ The
““ manner in which the funds previously collected
by Mr. Taylor were appropriated, requires only
‘“ to be mentioned to bring down upon it univer-
¢ sal disapprobation. The sum of five hundred
‘¢ pounds was expended upon a wooden fence, and
‘“on the salary of Mr. Taylor, senior, for super-|

If am correct in supposing that the observation
has reference to my testimony, as before mention-
ed, I presume it is intended to convey an idea
that my father derived a handsome emolument for
&uperinlending the plantation of trees, and
therefore the evidence must be received with some
degree of caution ; and if so, I feel satisfied the
above statement of the expenditure will be a suf-
ficient answer to any insinuation contained in that
obsérvation. {

If the obscrvation be mtended to apply to Sir
Howard Douglas, I beg leave to say, that the
Commissioner himself being one of the Commit-
tee of Council for managing the business, it may
be fairly presnmed the appropriation met with bis
fult concurrence. That the manner in which the
money was appropriated, was no secret to the in-
habitants of Fredericton at the time, and I have
not heard any such ¢ universal disapprobation®’
manifested, as the Commissioner supposes would
be manifested if the matter was known. It is
true that some individuals have been of opinion,
that the money expended on the mall or prome-
nade, as it is called, might have been applied to
more useful purposes; but that was surely a sub-
ject for the consideration of the Committee, of
whom the Commissioner, as I before stated, was
one.

The next observation which it appears to me
necessary Lo notice, is that referring to the man-
ner in which the case relating to the sale of a re-
served street, was brought under the considera-
tion of the Lieutenant Gevernor; and in proof of
the testimony on that subject it is only necessary
to refer to a document now in my possession, of
which the following is a true copy.

¢ To all whom it may concern :

‘“ Having seen the Report of the Commissioner
of Crown Lands and Forests to His Excellency
the Lieutenant Governor, in reply to the evidence
brought before a Committee of the Assembly of
the Province of New-Brunswick, and having no-
ticed on page 23, in observations on the evidence
given by William Taylor, Esquire, with reference
to the sale of a reserved street, the following pa-
ragraph, viz—¢ Hearing it said that in strict ho-
nor it ought to be considered as a street, though
it had never been used for such a purpose, the
case was immediately submitted to the Lieuten-
ant Governor, and by his direction, and with the
consent of the purchaser, the sale was cancelled.’
Now, as this observation may be understood to
imply, that the Commissioner, upon hearing
there were objections to the sale of the street,
immediately, himself submitted the case to His
Excellency—We, the undersigned, conceive itto
be our duty, in confirmation of the evidence given
by Mr. Taylor on that subject, to state facts
which came within our knowledge, and which ave
as follows, viz.—Previous to the day of sale, in
consequence of the advertisement alluded to by
Mr. Taylor, a Petition was presented to His Ex-
cellency, signed by the proprietors of the land
bounded by that street, praying that the part of’
the street advertised for sale, might not be sold,
to which no answer was received. At an early
day after the sale, Thomas Pickard, James Bal-
loch, Thomas B. Smith, Daniel Johnston, and
Asa Coy, waited on His Excellency with the ori-
ginal grants of the lots, in order to prove to His
Excellency that thestreet really and truly was re-
served; and it was then stated to His Excellen-
cy that it would be anunwarrantable infringement
of the rights of the persons owning the property
bounded by that street, as well as of the rights of|
the public generally, if the grant fer that part of
the said street whieh had been sold, was allowed
to pass.

S1r.—T observe in your Pamphlet in reply to
the Evidence before the Committee of Grievan-
ces, that you have thought proper, in your com-
ments upon my testimony, (presuming, no doubt,
upon the distance between us,) to take some very
unwarrantable liberties with my name, in attri-
buting to me- the basest and most unprincipled
motives in coming forward to give evidence; your
remarks, however, are so absard, and so totally
unsupported by facts, that they carry with them
their own confutation, and I should have felt them
totally unworthy of notice, but for your bold as-
sertion, that I have been detected a trespasser,
and for which a certain degree of punishment
was inflicted. Now, Sir, in veply to that remark,
I feel myself called upon to say, in justice to my
character, that that assertion is totally devoid of
trath. T am not, nor never was a trespasser,
and I defy you to prove it; and as to. my being
actuated by any personally hostile or undue mo-
tives in making my statement before the Commit-
tee of Grievances, your assertions are equallyun-
founded and calumnious. To shew the public
your disingenuous conduct, and how totally
groundless your remarks are, I shall here briefly
relate the only transaction to which I conceive
you can in any way allude. That the House of
Gilmour, Rankin & Co. are extensively engaged
in the Timber Trade in this Province," is pretty
generally known; and that they have been in the
habit, from time to time, of applying for and ob-
taining numerous Timber Permits from the Crown
Land Office;; you, Sir, as Commissioner of Crown
Lands, have had substantial reasons to 'know.
These Permits were sometimes, for the sake of
convenience, applied for and obtained in the name
of one of the firm of Gilmour, Rankin & Co. for
the lumberer - or lumberers whom that House
were supplying, and, as soon as received, handed
over to those persons as their property—Gilmour,
Rankin & Co. charging the respective parties
with the tonnage money paid at the Office for
such Permits; this is a very common practice in
this part of the country, and perfectly undersiood
at the Crown Land Office. Now it has happen-
ed, no doubt, that there are instances in which
the parties to whon these Permits were assigned
or handed over, have overrun their Permits; bat
these are circumstances that Gilmour, Rankin &
Co. or the merchant supplying the Jumberer can
know nothing about, until the parties are detect-
ed by the Seizing Officer; ner can the merchant
in such case in any way benefit by the trespass,
nor are they in any way accountable, for the lum-
berer sells his timber to the merchant as in ordi-
nary cases; and if he has cut more than the li-
cence authorized, it 1s a matter he alone is ac-
countable for, and not the merchant, although it
frequently happens that the merchant, on the tim-
ber thus over-cut being seized, to save the forfei-
ture to the lumberer, advances the smart money;
and it is very possible that such may have been
the case with the House of Gilmour, Rankin &
Co.; and this is the sole cause and only pretext
within my knowledge, upon which you, Sir, have
lhought proper so wantonly to pronounce me a
trespasser. I have already said, Sir, you have
done so, falsely; and whether I am justified in so
saying, I shall leave it to the public, after this
explanation, to judge.
