Mountains of ice co- 

vered the water as far as the eye could 

reach, and but few gallies of the fleet es- 

caped destruction. The morning of the 

seventeenth day was clear and cloudl
ess. 

The sea was calm, and far away to the 

north could be seen the glare of the ice- 

fields reflecting on the sky. The remains 

of the shattered fleet gathered together to 

pursue their voyage ; but the galley of 

Ericke was not with them. The erew of 

o galley which was driven farther north

WEST-INDIA MISSIONS, 

To toe EpiTor oF THE COURIER, 

Sir,—In one of your late papers I addressed 
a Letter to the Editor of the Saint Andrews’ 
Courant, on the glaring injustice of which he 
is notoriously guilty in his remarks respecting the 
demeanour of the West India Missionaries; and 
to convict him more fully in this affair of serving 
a party at the expense of honor, probity, jus- 
tice, humanity, and truth—I now proceed to lay 
before the public a correct statement of the con- 
duct of the Missionaries, and of the infatuated 
Planters, &c.—by which it will most evidently 

appear {o every unprejudiced mind, that the cau- 
ses of the late disturbances in Jamaica, cannot, 
without manifest in-equity, be cha¥iged in any de- 
gree upon the unoffending Dissionaries. 

For this purpose I subjoin the following ¢ His- 
tory of the Jamaica Mission,” drawn up by the 

Wesleyan Missionary Committee, in London, and 
published in their Missionary notice for Septem- 
ber last. JUSTITIA. 

The Wesleyan Mission to Jamaica was com- 

friendly to the Inissionaries, invited them to
 preach 

{on bis estate. Iu a few’ years afterwards, the 

| brethren from Kingston visited Morant Bay, the
 

chief town in that parish. In that place a socie- 

ty was soon formed of great promise; and 
of those 

who gave themselves to God and his churc
h there 

were some coloured females, who bad 
previously 

lived iu a state of concubinage. This practice of 

keeping coloured women then, as now, almost 

universally prevailed among the whites. These 

females, having been brought to 
God, could no 

longer ‘submit to remain with their paramours; 

and therefore all the efforts of the latter
 were ex- 

cited to crush those who had been the inst
ruments 

of this change. The congregations were repeat- 

edly disturbed; but still they increased more ra- 

pidly than ever; and ir was soon seen that if they 

were to be put down, some other me
ans must be 

used which would be likely to be more effectuu 

for that purpose. : 

In the year 1802, an act of the legisla
ture was 

sanctioned by the Governor, intituled, © An Act 

to prevent preaching by persons not quali
fied by 

law.” Under the pretext of this enactment Mr. 

Williams, a Local Preacher, at Morant Ba
y, was 

cast into prison ; and, shortly afterwards, Mr. 

Campbell, ove of the I ionaries, was tried be- 

fore the Assize Court in Kingston, an
d also sen 

tenced to linprisonment. Mr. Fish, howey er, ap- 

plied for a license at the Quarter Ses
sions in that 

il. town, and was succe 

At this time the under great re- 

straints. The local preachers were abused, and 

the Leaders were not permitted to meet their 

classes. Mr. Campbell bad been forced to leave 

the island in 1803, and Mr. Fish was left alone 

to bear the whole burden of the afilicted societies. 

The obnoxious act above mentioned, “was, howe- 

ver, disallowed by His Majesty, and therefore 

ceased to be the law of the Island. The news of 

this arvived in 1804, The hopes of the mission- 

aries once more revived ; the Leaders regularly 

met their cla and the local preachers resumed 

their labours with success 
In 1805, the missionaries, who were three in 

number, extended their labours. They went as 

far as Manchioneal, where a few were admitted 

on trial, and also visited the parish of St. Mary’s, 

on the north side, where a society was forfaed on 

Tremalerworth estate, about forty miles from 

Kingston. This prosperity was, however, soon 

interrupted. The enemies of Missions were migh- 

tily chagrined at the interference of the Sove- 

reign; and new measures were concerted to effect 

their purpose. On the 15th of July, 1807, an or- 

dinance was passed by the Corporation of King- 

ston, entituled, ¢ An Ordinance for preventing 

the profanatien of religious rites, and false wor- 

shipping of God, under the pretence of preaching 

and teaching by illiterate, ignorant, and ill-dis- 

posed persons, and of the mischief consequent 

thereupon.” By this enactment, preaching, 

praying, and singing of psalms,” after sunset, sub- 

jected the persons engaged in those exercises to 

a severe penalty, if free coloured persons or slaves 

were present. 

On the evening of November 20th, 1807, Mr. 

Gilgrass was arrested under this act ; and although 

he was only charged with singing a picce of sa- 

cred music s few minutes after six o’clock, he 

was sentenced to imprisonment in the common 

gaol for a calendar month. During bis imprison- 

ment, the House of Assembly, which was then sit- 

ting, embodied a clause in the Consolidated Slave 

Law, which subjected the Missionaries to a fine 

of £20 for every slave found in their congrega- 

tion. The former enactment was limited to King- 

ston only ; but this, on receiving the sanction of 

the Governor, became the law of the island. In 

addition to those restrictions imposed by law, the 

magistracy also arbitrarily refused licenses to the 

Missionaries to exercise their ministry, either to 

free or slaves; and thus, in 1807, all the Mission: 

aries were silenced, the chapels were shat up, 

and the people of God, like those of old, were 

left to hang their harps on the willows, and to 

weep while they remembered Zion. 

At this time societies had been established in 

Kingston, Morant Bay, Spanish Town, and St. 

Mary’s. Application was made by the society at 

home to His Majesty’s Government, for the pur- 

pose of getting theact disallowed, which deprived 

their people abroad of the ordinances of God; but 

it was long before this was effected. The law had 

been detained for a considerable time in the is- 

Jand before it was sent to England. At last, how- 

ever, Dr. Coke received the joyful intelligence 

that the act had been received and disallowed by 

His Majesty. A draught of a bill on the subject 

of religious’ instruction was recommended to the 

Assembly; but they refused to adopt it; and thus 

those measures afforded no relief to the suffering 

societies. 
In 1810, another attempt was made by the le- 

islature, similar to those which had twice failed. 
By this, religious teachers were required to apply 
at the assize courts, and the Judges were empow- 
ered to examine them as to their fitness for the 
work ; and also to withhold their licence, if they 
thought proper so to do. This act was only to 

continue in force for one year; and as it was not 

recewed in the session of 1811, Mr. Wiggins 
(who was then the only Missionary in the island) 
concluded that, as there was no legal impediment 

in his way, be might preach. Accordingly, in 

1812, he opened the chapel and preached twice; 
but for this he was brought before the Common 
Council of Kingston, and sentenced to imprison- 
ment for a calendar month. 
On May Ist, 1814, Mr. Davies arrived on the 

island, and some hopes were entertained that he 

might be permitted to preach, on applying to the 
Court of Quarter Session. A few gentlemen of 
influence had engaged to support him, and the so- 
cieties gave themselves to prayer on his bebalf. 
The majority of the Magistrates proved favoura- 
ble, and he obtained a license for the performance 
of public duties, but only between sunrise and 
sunset. The chapel was therefore opened on July 
3d; and the members of society once more were 

enabled to say to each other, ‘¢ Let us go up to 

the House of the Lord.” But how mysterious 
are the ways of Providence! This promising 
Minister had scarcely entered upon his labours, 
when he was called to his reward. He expired 
October 13th, after a fever of five days’ continu- 
ance; and the societies, by this afflictive stroke, 
were once more deprived of the means of grace, 

and saw the house of prayer closed against them. 

Shortly after the death of Mr. Davies, Mr. 
Shipman arrived in the island, and applied for a 
license; but was refused. Mr. Burgar was also 
appointed in 1815, and went to Morant Bay. Hie 
first application in that place was rejected with 
scorn; but a second was successful: since which

<Q Lord Ged!” The Jurors appeared ashamed 

of the proceedings, and verdicts of acquittal were 

returned in all the cases. By these acts; however, 

the hostility of the Magistrates was made appa- 

rent.
