Those ships,
on an average, cost £2000, and ove is built on
an average of time in three months, which xngxkcs
a trade in this port of £400,000 a year. Now,
this trade will be lost; for no one can suppose
that our ships can he wanted, when so many will
be laid by the walls to rot.—(Hear, hear.) The
immense number of people employed in the build-
ing of these ships—the ship-carpeoter, joiver,
smith, sailmaker, and ropemaker, a.nd all the dif-
ferent artisans, will be thrown out of employment.
Fhoee of our Colonies, which were protected with
such fostering care by our ancestors, seem now to
be little thought of; for, if the lumber trade 1s lost
to North America, that country is lost with it.—
(Loud cheers.) There are many millions of
capital laid out in that country in the erection
and construetion of extensive saw-mills, wharfs,
and canals, all of which will be lost—( Cheers.)
Many, many thousands of emigrants from this
country, that are now obtaining an honest living
in the cutting, preparing, and transporting lum-
ber to the shipping ports, will become destitute,
and be compelled to emigrate to the U. States,
who, no doubt, will receive them with open arms,
and give them that protection and assistance
which the mother country refuses. (Hear, hear.)
I prophesy—and I fear my words will prove too
true—that if this destructive measure is carried
into effect, and those that live a few years longer
will witness it—our North American Colonies
will become a part of the United States. From
the deep distress that is already felt by the ship-
ping interest, we cannot find that the general
trade of the country has been benefited ; for, to
judge of the proceedings of the Prussian Court—
which is driving its tariffs into all the small
states of Germany, evidently to prevent British
manufactures finding their way thither—the eon-
cessions made to them by the sacrifice of the Bri-
tish shipowner have had any thing but the effect
of conciliating. If we, as shipowners, are to be
gacrificed, in the name of all that is sacred, let us
have a commercial treaty, and let us see that va-
lue is received for value given—( Cheers.) If we
are to be sacrificed, let us see that the sacrifice is
for the general gootl of the country, and not for
expedients to please the fancy of visionary free
traders—( Reiterated cheers.)

Mr. Stanley, relating
thereto.—That the House had hoped that they
might have arrived at some definite conclusion on
these points, as they were anxiously desirous of
doing; bat that after long and serious discussion
the House had seen the period arrive, at which
their Legislative deliberations must necessarily
terminate for the present, without their having
been enabled to adopt any measures for the dis-
posal and final settlement of these important ques-
tions; and that they, therefore, are n?r:vsmrily
comnpelied to postpone their further consideration
to the next session, when they pledge themselves
1o make them the subject of their early attention,
with a hope that their deliberations may be atten-
ded with happier results, and arrangements satis
factory alike to Hiz Majesty’s Government, and
to his.h‘_\‘;\l subjeets in this Province.

Rippon moved f(or leave to bring in a bill ¢¢ for
relieving the Archbishops and Bishops of the Es-
tablished Church from their legislative and judi-
cial duties in the House of Peers.”” After some
discussion, the motion was negatived—124 to 58.
Mr. Buckingham gave notice that on the 26th
of May he would move for leave to bring in a bill
for the prevention of Duelling; and also for the
appointment of a select committee to inquire re-
specting the vice of drunkenness.
Lord Althorp stated that he intended to propose
that the House should adjourn for the Easter re-
cess from Wednesday the 26th of March, to
Mouday the 14th Apuil.
A report prevailed at Constantinople on the 11th
of February, that England had peremptorily re-
quired the Sultan to renounce the engagements
into which he had entered with Russia. This
requisition is said to have visibly embarrassed the
Porte, and its correctness is confidentially stated.

Uxitep StaTES.—The Deposite Question,
which has agitated our Western neighbours for
some months past, was decided in the House of
of Representatives, on the 4th inst.—We subjoin
the resolutions on the subject:

‘¢ Resolved, That the Bank of the U. States
ought not ta be re-chartered.”’—The question
was decided by yeas and nays as follows—Yeas,
135; Nays, 82,

2. Resolved, That the public deposits ought
not to be restored to the Bank of. the U. States.”
—And decided by yeas and nays as follows—
Yeas, 119; Nays, 104.

The third resolution was agreed to as follows,
by yeas and nays—Yeas, 117; Nays, 105.

¢ 3. Resolved, That the State Banks ought
to be continued as the places of deposite of the
public money, and that it 1s expedient for Con-
gress to make further provision by law, prescri-
bing the mode of selection, the securities to be
taken, and the manner aud terms on which they
are to be employed. >’

‘“ 4. Resolved, That, for the purpose of ascers
taining, as far as practicable, the cause of the
commercial embarrassment and distress complain-
ed of by numerous citizens of the United States,
in sundry memorials which have been presented
to Congress at the present session, and of enqui-
ring whether the Charter of the Bank of the U.
States bas been violated, and also what corrup-
tions and abuses have existed in its management;
whether it has used its corporate power, or mo-
ney to controul the press, to interfere in politics,
or influence elections, and whether it has had any
agency through its management or money, in pro-
ducing the existing pressure, a select Committee
be appointed to inspect the books and examine
into the proceedings of the said Bank, who shall
report whether the provisions of the charter have
been violated or not, and also what abuses, cor-
ruptions, or malpractices may have existed in the
management of said Bank, and that the said com-
mittee be authorised to send for persons and pa-
pers, and to summon and examine witnesses on
oath, and to examine into the affairs of the Bank
and Branches; and they are further authorised to
visit the principal Bank or any of its Branches,
for the purpose of inspecting the books, corres-
pondence, accounts and other papers, connected
with its management or business; and that the
said Committee be required to report the result
of such investigation, together with the evidence
they may take, at as early a day as possible.”—
And decided by yeas and nays as follows—Yeas,
174; Nays, 41.

The Representatives of the people, it will be
seen, have turned a deaf ear to the cries of the
people for relief—the House has declared by a
vote of 119 to 104, against restoring the deposits.
To themselves alone must the people now turn for
relief—¢¢ there is no longer hope for them unless
they come to their own salvation.”

Our readers must not, from the state of the
vote in the House of Representatives, on Friday
last, take up the impression that there is the ma-
jority of fifty votes, as would appear from the face
of the record, against a Bank of the U. States.
No such thing. There are a number of friends
of the President who are ready at a moment to
vote fur a new Bank, if they do not in fact them-
selves intend to propose one. 'There are others,
friendly to the renewal of the Charter of the pre-
sent Bank, with certain modifications of its char-
ter.—But the Previous Question prevented all
modifications or amendment of propositions, and
obliged members to swallow the dose just as the
Doctors had compounded it, or reject it altogeth-
er. The bill, which passed the last Congress,
for renewing the Charter of the Bank, contained
modifications of its present Charter. Had the
question been modified in the same manner in the
proposition voted upon on Friday, the vote would
certainly have been different from what it was,
though the result might not have been changed.
