While search was going on for the bodies
well as the raging of ihe desiractive e'ement
would permit, the attention of the crowd wasat-
tracted by the cries of a man named Thos, Mills,
who, when the floors fell in, was standing neara
door which led to an adjoining range of ware-
houses. T'he fleors had fallen so as to enclt
this unforfunate being in a kind of cell, and af
two hours of extraordinary exertion, he wa
covered by the persons at-work, seated on the re-
mains of a partition wall which bad given way
along with the floors.  The [eelings of the fellow,
in such a situation of dccumulated horror, it is ot-
terly impossible to describe; but some faint idea
may be formei of them when we state that his
i(‘,,;;, were literally erushed 1o piecesby the weight
of the beams and machinery which had fallen up-
on them, and which held them so fast that the
united ex of hall a dozen men pulling at a
rope which had led in fastening
vound his body were unable to remove him., It
was contemplated as the only chance of saving
the unfortunate fellow that his body could be torn
from his mutilated legs, but this could not be of-
fected; and in agony, he prayed in the most
piteous accents, that the men would (etch a saw,
and cut oft his legs! During the whole of this
time tho flames were raging fearfully around the
unfortunate man, and the lant fellows who =0
generously risked their lives in attempting to res-
cue him; and such was the intensity of ihe heat,
that a considerable mass of fused cast ivon was
afterwards found near the spot where he sat.—
But horrible as this may appear, it is far exceed-
ed by the melanchaly events which afterwards
occurred.  While the men were thus employed in
endeavouring to release Mills, a large portion of
the factory wall, having lost all its support by the
falling of the floors, gave way, and three or four
of the intrepid fellows were buried in the ruins,
and they must have been instantly crushed to
death by the weight of the falling materials.
The falling of this wall also terminated the suf-
fer: of poor Mille, who was crushed beneath
it, after remaining nearly three hours in the dread-
ful sitvation we have described. As a climax to
this scene of horror, we way state that Mills’
wife, in an advanced state of pregnancy, was an
eye=-witness of the exertions made for his release,
and of his melancholy end ! Y

Amongst the men who were in the building
when the floors fell in, was the engineer, Ralph
Kershaw. He was near one of the windows
when he perceived the awful fate that awaited
him, and the only prospect he had of escape was
to reize hold of a’shaft of iren which still refain-
ed its hold in the wall, and ‘which the flames had
rendered almost red hot. 'Without hesitation he
seized (his shaft with his hands, and retained his
hold for a considerable length of time; - the alter-
native being instant destruction m the flames
which were roaring with tl ry of a furnace be-
veath him.  His cries drew several persons to
his assistance, and after sume exetions on their

In this way
the fragments of thirteen bodies were due out by

by their friends, while two others were so muti-
lated that up to last night they had not been re-
cognised, and the names of twelve only had been
returned to the authorities as having been missed.
When we were on the spot yesterday evening,
men were still employed in removing the rubbish,
and it was expected that two or three other be-
dies ‘would be found.

Mr. Ferrand, the Coroner, held an inquest over
lh_e bodies on Monday afternoon, when verdicts
of Aecidental Death were returned.
