The following are the Resolations introduced

The whole proceeding, the President declares, by Mr. Poindexter—

in very plain terms, 1o have been an assumption,
by the Seuate, of powers not conferved upon it
by the Constitution, and utterly incompatible
with that instrument, and with the plainest dic-
tates of equity and justice.

T'he President then goes on to object to the
vagueness of the Resolution censuring the con-
duct of the Executive. Though comprehensive
enough, he says it contains no certainty of time,
place, or circumstance, which induced any one
senator to vote for it. Although the Resolution,
as originally moved, specified certain particular
acts, alleged to be contrary to the Couvstitution
and the Laws, yet, at the close of the debate, it
was so modified as to particularize notbing; a
proceeding which the General very pointedly
condemns: for, he adds, if the resolution had
been put to the vote in its original form, it is
presumed it would bave received the sanction of
but few votes, since the acts specified in it were
clearly not contrary to the Constitution, &ec.

The message then enters into an elaborate ex-
position of the views which the President enter-
tains of the extent of his own power, reviewing
the provisions of the Constitution respceting the
power of appointing officers of Government, and
the construction which they bave received in prac-
tice. There is nosuch thing as officers under the
controul of Congress, it isargued, but thuse which
spring from the power conlerred upon each House
by the Constitution to choovse its own officers.
All the other officers, except Judges and the offi-
cers of Courts, are appointed by the President,
with or without the consent of the Senate, and
subject to his will and pleasure, through the pow-
er of removal, he being responsible for their good
conduct, and for the due execution of the laws.
The Treasnry Department, like others, is wholly
Executive in its character, and likewise in its ve-
sponsibility. The custody of the public money is
one of the functions of that Department. For
the discharge of that function, it is responsible,

not to the Congress, but to the President. The
law establishing the Bank of the United States
did not, the Message argues, change the relations
of the President and Secretary of the Treasury
to the public money: it did not release the form-
er from the duty of directing where the money
should be kept, nor the latter from the Executive
supervision in relation to the discharge of his da-
ties ; it merely superadded a requisition, that,
when the President should think fit to remove it
from the Bank of the United Siates, the reasons
for so doing should be laid before Congress. So
glaring had been the abuses of the Bank, o de-
termined it appeared to be to interfere in elec-
tions, and to corrupt the Press, &c. the Message
=says that the President bad felt it to be his duty
to interpose, to check the Bank in its career, les-
sen its power to do mischief, &c. and in doing so,
remove the disobedient Secretary who refused to |
act in the case. In sucha case as this the Senate
had no right upon the general argument of the

Message, to interfere. If the Senate had a right

to interfere in such a case, says the President, it

bad a right to make its interference effectoal. In
such a case some fufure Senate might, in order
to make such interference effective, omit to per-
form their owa eonstitutional functions; refuse to
pass the necessary appropriation laws, or o con-
firm proper nominations by the President—thus
shadowing out the consequences which might re-
sult from such an usurping disposition on the part

of the Senate, &c. &c.

A great money transaction, in the way of dis-
count, which has just taken place here, is the sub-
ject of much conversation in the circles wherein
the facts have transpived. A bill has been recent-
ly drawn, it seews, by the United States Bank,
six months after sight, on the house of Baring,
Brothers, for the sum of £300,000, and being of
ed to an eminent capitalist by the party into
whose possession it came, was discontinued at
the rate of 4 per cent. By the same capitalist,
however, as the current statements alledge, the
same Bill was offered at the Bank of England,
and there discounted at the rate of 3 per cent.
only.  Now, tlie established custom at the Bank
is, that the rate of discount shall be 4 per cent.
I furiher, that no bills having no more than 90
days to run shall be disceunted atall. Hence there
appears 1 the transaction above described, to be
a double deviation from the rule, for the sake of!|
the profit of a good and safe transaction on a large
scale, and carrying with it a preference of an in-
dividual over the rest of the moneyed interest.
