French Chambers. Such a measure ought not to 
be considered by France as a menace, Her pride 
and power are too well known to expect any 
thing from her fears, and preclude the necessity 
of a declaration that nothing partaking of the 

character of intimidation is intended by us. She 
ought to look upon it as the evidence only of an 
inflexible determination on the part of the United 
States to insist on their rights. That Govern- 
went, by doing only what it has itself’ acknow- 
ledged to be just, will be able to spare the United 
States the necessity of taking redress in their own 
hands, and save the property of French citizens 
from that seizure and sequestration which Ame. 
rican citizens so long endured without retaliation 
of redress. If she should continue to refuse 
that act of acknowledged justice, and in viola- 
tion of the law of nations, make reprisals on our
