lage and a crumb of bread, observing that when
an attack or paryexsm ensues, which will not,
for some time in the first instance, be suspended,
that then, the most immediate relief is to take
FIVE grains of blue vilriol, with a quarter of
a grain of tartar emetic made into a dose of
pills as before, which dose shakes off the attack
10 a few hours. So soon as the constitution be-
gins to be acted upon, these annoying periodical
shocks will terminate, bearing in mind that to
eradicate the disease, this treatment must be pur-
sued fully twelve months, during which time, let
the dose be gradually encreased as the stomach
will bear it, of the blue vitriol, so as to reach
the maximum of two grains morning and night,
the tartar emetic remaining the same (1-8 grain.)
When there is a swelling, and the glands indi-
cate a fixture of it, as is seen in the elephantiasis
leg, then in addition to the use of the pills as
above, let a warm bath regularly every night be
used of sea-water and lime, patting to every gal-
lon of sea-water a quarter of a pound of unslaked
lime, and as the purifying principle of the lime is
such as to preserve it some time, the same bath
will be found goed for a month. The immersion
of such swelled parts enly to be made, and to
remain in not less than a quarter of an hour eve-
ry night, keeping the lime or part in motion by
stirring up and about the lime in depositien at the
bottom, and afterwards without any towelling,
suffering the skin to dry of itself, leaving on it
such fine portions of the lime as may be found ad-
berent. It is proper to remark, that this bath is
only necessary in those cases where swelling, &c.
prevails, and which, in conjunction with the pills,
is sure in a given time to destroy the morbid ef-
fects that characterize the worst stage of the dis-
ease, leaving the patient with a constitution re-
novated, and health restered in the most perfect
manner.”’

Mr. Tromas DoNOVAN, superintendant of]
the Commercial Rooms, thus described the effi-
caey of the foregoing mode of treatment in his
own case :—

e

¢ The attack of this disease generally commen-
ced about 4 o’clock in the morning, with cold-
ness of the extremities, an anguish feel, checked
perspiration, and a determination of blood to the
head; after that the fever followed, and obliged
me to remain within doors for some time, until
relieved by small doses of laudanum and turpen-
tine, which did not arrest the progress of the dis-
ease very long; after that I would expose mysel(
to the heat of the sun, and remain some time in
it, (say two or three hours,) to endeavour to re-|
store reanimation, but of little use. I had taken|
pills in the year 1831, for 12 months certain, and
not deriving any benefit from them, 1 thought
that yours would not have had the desired effect,

In conclusion,
whether here or elsewhere, with God’s blessing,
I hope my strenuous exertions will always be
made to be useful indiscriminately to all my suf-
fering fellow-creatures, whether they be poor and
needy, or of birth and station around.”

City CourT.—It is now upwards of two
months since the collision ook place between
our City Magistrates and the Commoen Clerk,
relative to their respective rights, in issuing At-
tachments and other papers, returpable for trial
in the City Court, established by Charter; du-
ring all which time no Court has been held, and
the consequence is, that there has been no tribu-
nal within the City, before which actions for the
recovery of I'ive Pounds and under, could be de-
termined.

The Aldermen, we understand, contend, that the
Charter gives them an equal right with the Com-
mon Clerk to issue Processes™ for trial in that
Court, and that the Common Clerk is bound to
sit in judgment as an associate Justice with one
of them, to try such Processes; while the Com-
mon Clerk insists, that he alone possesses the
power, and that, consequently, he will not, in his
capacily of Clerk of the Court and Puisne Judge,
take cognizance of the Processes thus issued,
nor record any proceedings which may be
thereupon.

We are not ourselves sufficiently informed, to
say, which party is right in this dispute, nor do
we presume to give an opinion upon a question
which must soon be decided by the highest Legal
authorities of the Country; but this much we can
say, that, we think, a manifest benefit to the pub-
lic will result from these conflicting claims being
agitated.

We have long been of opinion, that the City
Court, as it is constituted, is one of the greatest
nuisances with which our City is infested; and
when we reflect upon it, we cannot but wonder
that the inhabitants have not, before this, brought
its defects under the notice of the Legislature,
for a remedy. Rather than to attempt to recover
a debt of 5s. in that Court, or even 20s. the par-
ty to whom the amount is owing, had better give
the debtor a receipt in full—for, in the first
place, the glorious privilege of being a City re-
sident, entitles the debtor te be summoned only:
the day comes, the plaintiff and his witness or
wilnesses must bg in attendance, waiting anxious-
ly for the cause to come on, (perhaps two or
three hundred before it,) and on the defendant’s
name being called, no answer is made. Then,
instead of Judgment being taken by default, the
debtor has on¢ fortnight longer, by giving secu-
rity, on attachment, for his appearance. The
day again arrives, when, perhaps, he puts in an
affidavit, that he cannot proceed to trial, for the
want of a maferial witness; and it may be, that
the cause is postponed for a fortnight longer.
Then come Judgment and Execution, with 14s.
or thereabonts, costs—the least, we believe, 12s.
11d.—of which, however, only 1s. 3d. goes into
the pocket of the presiding Magistrate.

We know that many cases of the grossest in-
justice have heeu practised, in consequence of the
City Court being thus constituted. We would
name the numerous instances of Masters of Ves-
sels being arrested immediately before going to
sea, by Crimps, Labourers, Sailors, &c. for al-
leged demands, when no real debt existed, and
when they have been obliged to leave the amounts
sued for with their Consignees, or compromise
with the villainy thus practised vpon them. We
bave also known of Country people, perhaps li-
ving fifty or sixty miles off, abandoning the price
of produce obtained from them under a pretence
of immediate payment, -not performed—rather
than to seek for rediess in this Court, from the
vexation and delay to which they would be sub-
ject in doing se.

We think this, of all other subjects, calls for
the interposition of the Legislature. Let, we
say, a Tribunal be established in the City, to try
causes demanding immediate investigation and
decision—such, for example, as the cases we
have cited above—so that, if a man buys a load
of Hay from a Farmer, or a quarter of Beef, the
Farmer may bring him up, get his payment im-
mediately, and return home with the money in
his pocket; or if a Master of a Vessel is sued,
as above, let his case be gone into, and let him
know the result before he goes to sea. AND,
ABOVE ALL—Let the enormous costs be re-

duced to suit such trivial actions.
