« Every where the barricades were carried
 

as soon as formed ; still there were many killed 

and many wounded. It was not on the side of 

tho troops that the greatest loss took place. 

« The action which was the most serious was 

on the Place de la Prefecture. In thy new pro-| 

visional salle, the anarchists were entrenched in 

great numbers and with great strength, and 

were favoured by the new constructions. It 

was necessary to force the pallisades by cannon 

balls; they wera soon destroyed, and those who 

defended them put to flight. The place was 

then occupied. A long firing then ensued be- 

tween the troops and the insurgents, placed in 

what is called the ¢ galarie de Porgue,’—can- 

non were again employed. The troops forced 

the gallery and penetrated. A house full of 

riflemen who kept on firing was opened by 
means of mortars; a great number of prisoners 
were then made. 
< Every where, however, the troops had the 

best of it—many encounters tock place on the 
bridges, on the place ¢ des Terraux’ and at the 
Croix Roussee. The cannon and the musquetry 
resounded for several hours, in the midst of this 

industrious city, and where no sound would 
ever have been heard but that ef the looms, if 
the factious had not endeavoured to overthrow 
the Government. 

“ The troops showed during a contest of five 
hours, a firmness which ought to undeceive the 

criminal hopes of those, who, it is said, relied 
upon them. The Civiland Military authorities 
have rivalled each other in zeal and devotion. 

«¢ At four o’clock on Wednesday, the action 

was terminated.—Some guns were still firing 
in the small streets in the centre of the city, 
but the troops were taking repose.”

LATER FROM EUROPE. 

By the ship Napoleon, at New-York, the Edi- 
tor of the New-York American has received Lon- 
don files to April 23, inclusive. 

By this arrival we have received intelligence 
that the Queen Regent of Spain has caused to be 
issued a proclamation for the convocation of the 
Ancient Cortez of the Realm, which was follow- |, 
ed by a decree consisting of 50 articles, specifying 
the qualifications requisite to becoming members | 
of that body, which was to consist of a Cham- 
ber of Peers and a Chamber of Deputies. The 
Queen had formerly recognised the Government | 
of Donna Maria da Gloriaras Queen of Portugal, | 
and sanctioned it by the appointment of an Am- 
bassador to Lisbon. The prospect of the convo- 
cation of the Cortez, had given general satisfac. 
tion to the people. 
A ridiculous report was current in London, 

that the Gosernments of France and England, to 
which Spain and Portngal were parties, had en- 
tered into an alliance for the settlement of the af- 
fairs of Portugal.  ¢¢ There is no doubt,” (says 
the London Times,) ¢ that England and France, 
in conjunction with Spain and Portugal, have 
come to the determination of disincumbering (he 
Peninsula beth of Don Pedro and of Don M izuel, 
as the preliminary steps to the tranquil arrange- 
ment of the Government of Portugal. But what 
ever measures may be deemed necessary to the ac- 
complishment of this desirable object, armed in- 
terference will not be resorted 10.”

tal is scarce, and when in a single sea-port town, 
as is the case with St. John, upwards of 30,000 

tons of shipping (worth nearly £280,000) is own- 
ed by resident merchants, and in a province, the 
annual imports of which amount to between eight 
and nine hundred thousand pounds, with nearly 
the same amount of experts; I say when we view 
the enormous amount of business transacted in 
this province, we are quite safe in asserting that 
not more than one sixth part of it is met by the 
present Bank.—You shall hear from me again, 
next week.

From Boston papers of Saturday last, we have 
extracted a few items of European intelligence to 
the 23d of April. The accounts from England 
are not of much importance. 

France, it will be seen, has again been the 
theatre of violent tumults, which, for a time, 
threatened to overthrow the Government of Louis 
Philippe. At Lyons and Paris, the insurreetion- 
ary spirit appears to have taken deep root. The 
suppression of the liberal presses by the Minis- 
try, while it shows how anxious the Govern- 
ment were to mislead the people by the publica- 
tion of such statements only as would suit their 
views, is also strong evidence that the disaffected 
party is so numerous and influential as to be 
greatly dreaded. Private accounts state that the 
military in many instances had recourse to a sys- 
tem of butchery alike disgraceful and heart-rend- 
ing: if fired upon from a house, they entered it 
and proceeded, without restraint from their offi- 
cers, to wreak their vengeance on its inmates, 
unmindful of age, sex ov condition. It is related 
that in one dwelling, which the troops entered in 
this manner, forty-seven persons were put to the 
sword! A letter to a gentleman in New-York, 
estimates the number of persons killed at Lyons 
at 1200; 560 in one church, 360 in another, and 
the remainder believed to amount to 400.

JOIIN SAUNDERS, Chief Justice of this Pro- 
vince, and President of His Majesty’s Legislative 
Council, in the 80th year of hisage. He was de- 
scended from an ancient and respectable family 
in England, distinguished for their adherence 
to the Royal cause in the reign of Charles the 1st. 
He was a native of Virginia, where his Grand- 
father, on his emigration from the Mother Coun- 

try, originally settled and obtained great posses- 

sions. Destined for the profession of the law, he 

Dunmore, then Governor of Virginia, appealed to 
the loyalty of His Majesty’s subjects in the year 
775. With the zeal and attachment to the cause 

of his King, which remained unshaken and una- 
bated during the whole course of his long life, he, 
at that very early age, raised a troop of Horse by 
his own interest, and at his own expence, and 

joined the Royal Standard. During the whole of 
that unhappy conflict he was engaged in the ar- 

duous and dangerous service of a partizan Officer 
— was present at most of the general engagments, 
and, under the command of the gallant Colonel 
Tarleton, bore an active part in many of the bril- 
liant achievements of that distinguished officer. 
His active habit#and: decision of character, com- 
bined with his sound judgment and knowledge of 
the country, rendered his services eminently va- 
luable. He immediately became a favourite and 
most useful officer,—was constantly assigned to 
duties of peculiar trust, toil, and danger—was 
twice severely wounded, and shared in the laurels 
won in many a hard fought field. At the close of 
the war, (the unfortunate termination of which 
deprived him of two valuable estates, which he 
inherited from his father,) he repaired to England, 
became a Member of ihe Middle Temple, and was 
called to the Bar. 

In 1790 he was appointed a Judge of the Su- 
preme Court of this Province, succeeding the late 
Judge Putnam, and was soon after called to the 

ouncil. In these highly important situations 
his immediate usefulness to this Province com- 
menced, and in the discharge of his varied and 
arduous duties he soon gained (he entire confidence 
of the Government, as well as of the whole coun- 

try. He was elevated to theseat of Chief Justice 
onthe death of the late Chief Justice Bliss in 1822. 
As a Judge on the Circuits in this extensive 

Province he was unwearied in his exertions until 
a late period of his life. 

Possessing an excellent education, a discrimi- 
nating mind, and a sound judgment, with the 
highest integrity of purpese, he heard with pa- 
tience, weighed with deliberation, and decided 
with firmness : nor were his firmness and deci- 
sion of character, on the Bench, less conspicuous 
than his urbanity of manners and placidity of tem- 
per. His ever kind demeanour towards the young- 
er members of the Bar has always been felt most 
sensibly, and the grateful remembrance of it can 
never depart from their minds. 
A disciple of the old school, he was unwavering 

in his political principles—a firm supporter of the 
prerogative of the Crown, and not less regardful 
of the just rights of the Subject. 

In social life, every individual of his acquain- 

deportment to every one, and they cannot soon 
forget the'vivacity and wit which always enlivened 
his conversation, without ever wounding the feei- 
ings of the most seuvsitive. 
Remarkable for his humanity, benevolence and 

charity, in him the poor have lost a friend indeed. 
His enduring patience, his unvarying equani- 

mity of mind, and his steady resolution in the dis- 
charge of his duty, distinguished him to the very 
last.”
