ry Society, the report stated the izceme of the 
past year at £52,922 1s. 9d. being an increase 
of £3,672 0 4d. over that of the preceding year. 
The expenditure amounted to £48,624 12s. 1d. 
and from the balance £2000 had been granted 
to the disabled Missionaries’ fund.—At the anni- 
versary meeting of the Wesleyan Missionary So- 
ciety, in Excter Hall, on Monday, the Society’s 
income was reported to have increased £110 du- 
ring the last year, exclusive of £700 given ex- 
pressly for the West India Mission. It amounts 
to £48,000 for the year... Twenty-nine more 
missionaries are to be sent to the West Indies to 
make up the number there 100; this report also 
alluded to the great want of suitable persons to 
fill the office of missionary. 

About £90,000 in silver and copper coin has 
already been sent out to the British West India 
Islands, and about £300,000 more is to bo eent 
out as opportunities occur. This money will be 
distributed in payment to the troops, the seamen, 
and in other ways that require a coin circulation; 
the ebject being to supersede the Spanish dollar, 
and its machinery of calculation, in the Colonies 
exclusively English. This has been already done 
with success at Halifax, Bermuda, and New- 
foandland. 
Ten thousand stand of arms have been shipped 

from the ‘Tower, for the use of the Queen of Spain. 
There are forty-two ships of war, of various 

sizes, now building at the several docks in Eng- 
land and Wales. 

Trades’ Union Meeling at Dianchester.— 
On Monday week a meeting of persons belong- 
ing to the Trades’ Unions was held in Granby- 
row-fields, Manchester, “to consider the pre- 
sent critical sitaation in which the trades’ unions 
and associations are involved, in consequence of 
the uncalled for and severe interference of the 
executive power; and to devise the best and 
most successful means of securing themselves 
irom © the dreadful and lamentable slaughter’ in. 
sinvated by the noble lord, (Howick,) should the 
higher classes obtain a victory; and also to peti- 
tion the House of Commous to repeal the laws 
which gave an undue preference or protection to 
capital over that which is the most valuable of all, 
because it gives value to all capital—Ilabogr.”’ 
The whole number of persons, including the wo- 
men and children, who attended the meeting, was 
about 5,000. The authorities of the town felt 
some alarm, and had a large force of military 
and police ready to act at a moment’s notice, but 
no disturbance took ‘place. The meeting was 
addressed by about twenty speakers of various 
trades. Their speeches was on the whole mode. rate, but they loudly condemned the conduct of 
Government in reff ing to listen to their petition 
for a remission of the sentence of the Dorchester unionists, The resolutions declared that labour was the only capital of the working classes, and 
as they were not protected in the employment of 
that capital as their employers were, they had a 
right to protect themselves by the formation of 
unions; they also denounced” the sentence upon 
the Dorchester men as unjust, and deprecated 
any attempt by the Government to interfere with 
the unions. A petition to the House of Com- 
mons was adopted. At the close of the busine 
the several trades marched off the ground to their 
respective club-rooms. The tailors appeared to 
be the most numerous body on the ground.

FOREIGN AFFAIRS. 

The Liverpool Journal of Blay 10th, says— 
We have great pleasure inannouncing the proba- 
ble cessation of hostilities in the Peninsula. The 

Lord Nelson, in five days from Lisbon, has arri- 

ved at Dartmouth, with the news that the Pedro- 

ites had taken Figuera,—that Coimbra bad de- 
clared for Donna Blaria,—that tha whole of the 

road from Oporto to Lisbon was open to the Pe- 
droites,—and that Don Pedro and Don Miguel 
had come to a settlement, an armistica having 

been agreed to. Nor ig this all—a telegraphic 
despatch was received at Paris on the 6th inst. 
stating that Don Carlos had embarked for Eng 
land; it also corroborates what we have above 
mentioned respecting Portugal, for the despatch 
says, “The affairs of Portugal have been ar- 
ranged between Don Miguel and Dou Pedro.” 
These letters by the Lord Nelson corroborate the 
statement respecting Don Carlos, and say that 
hie has placed himself under the protection of the 
English. 

An opinion has been for some days prevalent 
in Paris, that serious disturbances had arisen be- 
tween the great European Powers. That the 
lata treaty of France, England, Spain and Por- 

tugal, and the tone taken by Switzerland in re- 
ply to the representations of the ‘Holy Alliance, 
had determined the northern Sovereigns to hold 

out in return menaces and hostility, which nei- 
ther France nor England would be found unpre- 
pared to resist. The opinion of the best inform- 
ed political circles in Paris, was, that war would 
actually take place. 

AstA.—Late accounts of an authentic nature, 
received from Cochin China, state that kingdom 

to be in a very disturbed state at present. An ex 
tensive insurrection now prevails at Saegon, the 
capital of the southern and most fertile district. 
and the Tanguenese are said to be in open revolt 
against the King, who is reported to be a great 
tyrant, 

TURKEY.—A conspiracy had broken out at 
Aleppo against the Grand Seignor, but it was 
discovered, and prowptly put down, twenty per- 

sons implicated in it being immediately executed. 

Loxpox, May 12.—An express bas arrived 
in the city from Plymouth, with the news that 
the African (steam-boat) has come from Lisbon 
with government despatches, announcing that 
Don Miguel has accepted terms, and is coming 
to England in the Stag frigate. All, therefore, 

is settled in Portugal. The Portuguese Bonds 
have improved one per cent. 

May 17. 
The private letters from Lisbon of the 8d inst. 

contain no additional news of the least importance. 
Letters from Oporto, also dated the 3d instant, 
mention that the Duke of Terceira had left Lawme- 
go and marched on Nizeu, which, according to 
other accounts, had fallen into his hands. Pom: 
bal had also been taken by the Queen’s troops. 

The whole ¢f Minho and Tras-os-Montes wa 
free from Miguelite troops, but guerillas infested 
the country and impeded the communications be- 
tween Oporto and the interior, so that the wine 
could not yet be safely brought down the Douro. 

The Government of the Queen of Spain has at 
length determined on an energetic course in res- 
pect of the northern powers. A notification has 
been made by M. Martinez de la Rosa to the 
Russian, Prussian and Austrian Ministers, that 
they must withdraw from Spain unless the pow- 
ers they respectively represent acknowledge with- 
in a given time Isabella the Second as Queen of 
Spain. ‘Those ministers have replied, that they 
have forwarded to their several courts the Esta- 
tu Real, and that jt was probable the desired re- 
cognition weuld not be withheld. 

The French Government contemplate establish- 
ing a cam) of 80,000 men at Lyons, and another 
in the environs of Parie.—The events of Lyons 
and Paris, and the proceedings adopted by the 
French Government in respect of the factions 
elsewhere throughout Irance, together with the 
late tumults at Frankfort, have induced the Cou- 
gress of Vienna to resume its sittings, with a 
view to take cognizance of what was passing 
without and within the ‘Germanic States. It 
was further rumoured that the armies of the Ger- 
manic ~ Confederation, were to be increased 
forthwith. 

Liverroor, May 17.—The intelligence of| 
the flight of Don Carles, and the armistice be- 
tween Don Miguel and Don Pedro, which we 
announced lust week, turns out to be one of the 

lies of the day.” The news came from Bay- 
onne to Paris, by telegraph, and ne explana- 
tion has appeared to satisfy the public respecting 
this—great mistake. In England we should 
call it a Stock Exchange trick; but as ‘the tele- 
graph is exclusively under the command of the 
French government, we cannot see how such a 
bundle of falsehoods could have been published 
through that channel— unless Louis Philippe aul 
his ministers dabble a little in the funds on their 
own account. 

The peninsula affairs, however, are getting on 
very well. The Queen’s troops are beating the 
Carlists in all directions, and the Spanish Go- 
vernment, (strengthened by the new alliance with 
England, France and Portagal,) has informed the 
ministers of Russia, Prussia, and Austria, at Ma- 
drid, that they must quit Spain, if the young 
Queen be not immediately recognised. 
The treaty had arrived at Lisbon, was receiv- 

ed with great joy, and only waited some formali- 
ties previous to its being sent to England on the 
Sth. It seems also that Napier had taken Figuei- 
ras on 8th, (which will cut off Miguel’s commu- 
nication with the sea,) and that Coimbra was ex- 
pected to declare for Donna Maria. Miguel’s 
case seems nearly hopeless. It was expected 
that, on the arrival of the ratifications of the trea- 
ty, a proclamation would appear, commanding all 
Englishmen to withdraw from the army of “ the 
rebel.” ns the treaty calls him.— Journal.

but when I see a dense population starving in 
each other’s way, or going to prison, and being fi- 
nally ruined and made into convicts by a most ex- 
pensive and extravagant process; then myself and 
friends interpose—the ¢¢ Children’s Friend Soci- 
ety” rushes to the rescue of helpless innocence, 
of incipient guili,—then we say ¢ Come to us, 
we will give you all the instruction—all the assist- 
ance in our power, aud having dona that, if we 
can no longer keep you at home, we will trust you 
among thé friends whom we have made for you in 
the Colonics, where your industry will be reward- 
ed: you will be transplanted into a new and fruit- 
ful soil, nnd have a fair prospect of becoming at 
once both useful to yourself and to society.” 

It never was my wish nor that of my valuable 
and highly principled colleagues to fill your Co- 
lony ¢¢ with the most depraved and vicious of the 
human race:”” for my own part, I am too well ac- 
quainted with the interests and the wants of our 
Colonies ever to advocate n measure so ruinous. 
But I am sure, Sir, you will agree with me, that 
if by establishing a home and kind treatiuent, and 
by training unhappy and friendless children to re- 
ligious moral and laborious habits, to convince 
them that their best interests are indissolubly uni- 
ted with their duty to God and their neighbour, 
and when we have, ag far as our humble efforts will 
go, established the empire of virtue in their hearts, 
then Sir, T am sure you will say that such child- 
ren are welcome to come and settle in your Co- 
lonies, but with all these considerations in their 

favour, we shall never attempt to force them upon 
you; ask for them and we will send them, and we 
trust you will find their passage and outfit worth 
raying for: be assured, Sir, tha Children’s 
Friend Society, of which I have the honor to be 
the Chairman, would no more compromise your 
interests (han it would its ewn. 

If, as some of your worthy settlers have suggest- 
ed, you should think proper to form a training 
school of yeur own at Fredericton, that would be 
taking your share of the labour: you might have 
the raw material, thats, the poor, ignorant, and 
vicious children in their primitive state; but you 
you must take them by families—parents and all, 
drunken and profligate, and do your best with 
them. We have no capital to send abroad for 
such purpeses, nor could we in any way join in 
such a speculation, ~ 
You may make your mind perfectly easy as to 

the emigrative propensities of our Society; we 
shall only send you children when you ask for them: 
we will then send you the best we have, the first 
on the list for Colonial labour. We have no wish 
to part with them, but having done our duty, we 

trust that you will do yours—treat them kindly— 
instruct them in any good thing, and leave the ra- 
sult to Providence.

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QUEBEC, JUNE 4—With the complaints of 
a tardy season, there are many other complaints, 
which are often easily engendered, when some 
expectations are blasted; of these, the limited 
general business done by merchants and traders 
is the truest. It is certain, that both the whole- 
sale and retail trade of the country that will be 
done this spring, will scarcely exceed the half of 
what was done in 1831 and 1832. The cholera 
of 1832, certainly shook the whole fabric of the 
trade of this continent. In the parts north of 
New-York and Montreal, two very indifferent 
harvests have followed upon that evil; and to 
these, in a great measure, is to be attributed, in 
this Province, the very extraordinary diminution 
of consumption of imported werchandize and 
West-india produce, which is observable. The 
very numerous failures in business within the 
last twelve months, and the losses following the 
greatly overdone condition of our trade gene- 
rally, have combined to create more economy 
and more caution. The reduced tariff of the 
United States is also felt, A good harvest, and 
the lapse of two or three seasons, will probably 
improve things; but it cannot be concealed that 
the whole trade of the country still rests upon an 

artificial basis, that of the protection duties in 
the English markets.—Neilson’s Gazelle.
