On his return, he found
Mr. L. A. WiLaor concluding a speech in sup
port of the views advanced by him yesterday, al-
ter which, some further discussion touk place be-
tween Messrs. Chandler, End, Partelow, and Mr
Speaker, after which, Mr. CRANE again enter-
ed at great length into the question, examining
the arguments of yesterday and to-day, on both
sides, and concluding by stating his intention to
vole against commutacion; the hon. member be-
ing disposed to suggest to the Governwment, by pe-
tition, that there was no necessity for the money,
to refer to the proceedings in Nova Scotia, shew-
ing the difference in the circumstances of the two
provinees, and to call on the government to state
whether it was their intention to apply a difler-
ent principle to this province than had beenacted
on in Nova Scotia, the principle of actual neces-
sity only having been acted on there. .

Mr. SpeaKER replied to Mr. Swreet; after
which,

Mr. ALrLEN said, that he felt bound to vote
for the original resolution, to commute and extin-
guish the quit rents, and he should do so on con-
scientious motives alone. He thought it would
Le for the good of the country that they should be
commuted ; but if the House should afterwards de-
termine to address His Majesty again on the sub-

ject, he would go so far, but he thought it would
have very little effect. There appeared little rea-
son (o believe, under all present circumstances,
that the collection would not be proceeded with;
but was of opinion, that, at Midsummer next, it
would certainly be resumed. He could notagree
with his hon. and learned colleague (Mr. L. A.
Wilmot,) in the sentiments he had advanced. —
Troe it was, that this commutation would fix a
large sam permanently on the ordinary revenues
of the Province; but he (Mr. A.) would ask,
whether it would not otherwise come out of the
people, in a more burdensome manner ? Because,
il the commutation would draw L1200 per an-
nuin out of the revenues immediately, double that
sum would be collected from the people, if the
House did not commute. It was said, there were
very various conditions in grants, and that some
wilderness lands could not be come apon at all;
but he thought there would be courts of escheat
called in all such cases, aud that the land would
be made liable. ITe was quite certain the Com-
mittee were by this time quite tired of the sub-
ject; it had been argued very fully and learnedly
on both sides, and there appeared to Le litile
doubt now of the result; but be was of vpinion,
that if the Committee had been inclined to come
to the conclusion to commute the quit rents at
£1200 per annum, it would have tended very
much o the peace and content of the province.—
It would be very hard on many poor people to
pay those rents; and under all the circumstances,
therefore, he would have been very glad to see the
commutation resolved npon o the sawme terms as
it bad been done in Nova Scotia.  But as a dif-
ferent opinion appeared to prevail among ilie ma-
jority, the collection would now go on.  There
could be no question as to the legality of the claim;
it appeared, however, that very heavy expenscs
fiad attended the collection; thismight have been
in consequence of poor defaultershaving had their
costs remitled to them hitherto, and then, again,

Mr. CHUBB,

Sir,—Various efforts bave been made, since
the prorogation of the Legislature, to shift the
censure incurred by the loss of the Appropriation
Bill from the Legislative Council to the House of
Assembly, or at least to induce the public to be-
lieve that the two branches were equally censur-
able. A reference, however, to the proceedings
of the House will be quite sufficient to satisfy eve-
ry candid and unprejudiced mind, that the Assem-
bly eould have adopted no other course than that
whieb they did adopt, without sacrificing their
own rights and those of their constituents, and
quietly subntitting to a most glaring perversion of
a constitutional principle. The [ollowing extract
from the Council Journals of the 1Gth February,
will show most clearly that the decision of that

Trustees of the Savings’ Bank at Saint John, to
reimburse them tor an embezzlement made by the
late Cashier from its funds, which loss arose
solely from the neglect of the Trustees, in not re-
quicing that security fromn the Cashier which the
law authorised, and by their neglecting to exa-
mine his accounts as they should have done. It
may be urged, that as the Trustees performed
their duty gratuitously, it would be hard to oblige
them to sustain any loss. They, however, re-
ceived the appointment from the late Lieutenant-
Governor of the Province, knowing that they
were to receive no other remuneration for theiw
services save the honor of the situation. The
Dirvectors of other Banks receive no remunera-
tion for their services, still they are accountable
to the pablic for losses which way be sustained
by their neglect or mismanagement; and those
T'vustees, having cousented to become the guar-
dians of the property of the public, they were just
as accountable for any loss occasioned by their
own neglect as if they were paid for their servi-
ces: besides, this institution was a local one, for
the accommodation of the inhabitants of Saint
Johp alone,— why then should the loss sustained
by the mismanagement of a local institution, be
supplied from the funds raised by the Province at
large 7 Bui this appropriation happened to be a
favourite one with Members of the Legislative
Conneil.

Anotlier appropriation passed by the Council
was for £150 to the Attorney General, for ser-
vices said to have never been performed; indeed
some have been so uncharitable as to call it a re-
tainer {rom the Assembly, which may have been
the cause of a change on the second division in
the Council on the Members® Pay question.

These are a few specimens of the appropria-
tions sanctioned by the Legislative Council. 1
will now refer to two or three of the appropria

tions which were rejected by that body, while
wishing to wmect the views and represent the
general interests of the people. Passing over a
number of appropriations made by the House to
persons who had tanght Parish Schools, but (ail-
ed to obtain the Provincial allowange, on account
of some omission of the Magistrates, the Trus-
tees, or their own, which were rejected by the
Council, we wili notice, in thae first place, a grant
of £50 in aid of individual subscriptions to sup-
port a Catholic School at Saint John, where
some hundreds of poor children had no other
means whatever of obtaining education, but who
were, for want of suitable instruction, subjected
to vice and immorality of almost every deserip-
tion. This small pittance, although it might
have saved hundreds from vice and ruin, and
made them useful members of society, was gene-
rously withheld by the Legislative Council,
while representing the general interests of the
people.— Another appropriation, which unfortu-
nately wasnot a favourite one with the Members
of the Council, was a grant of £500 to the Com-
mittee of the New-Brunswick Baptist Education
Society, to assist them in the erection of a Se-
minary for the education of youth in this Pro-
vince. The loss of this grant, as well as others,
shews plainly that the Legislative Council had
but little respect to either the views or interests
of the people in their Legislative proceedings.
Petitions were presented to the several branches
of the Legislature, from five different Counties,
signed by about six hundred of the respectable
inhabitants of the Province of various denomina-
tions, praying for aid in the erection of the said
building. The grant passed the Assembly almost
unanimously, with the exception of a few, the
opposition of some of whom may be considered
wuch more creditable to any ineasure than their
support. What good reason can be assigned for
the rejection of this appropriation by the Coun-
cil? Was it rejected because the revenues were
not sufficiest to allow of such a grant 2 Certainly
not: the lavish and improvident grants before re-
ferred to, negative this supposition. Was it be-
cause King’s College aflords sufficient encourage-
ment for the education of the youth of the whole

New INVENTION.—Captain E. LARKIN, of
this port, has invented machinery, simple in its
construction and that can at a very small expense
be attached to the rudder of any vessel, that will
on a dial at the Rudder head show the distance
the ship has sailed, and only the actual'distance,
for if the ship should at any time go astern, the
distance so gone astern is taken off the dial, and
the true distance gone ahead only is shown.—
Should it answer the purpose anticipated, it will
be a great benefit gained in Navigation, as at
times it is of the greatest importance to know the
distance sailed; for instance having a given dis-
tanca to run in a fog or at night, it may be done
with safety—this machinery giving the true and
absolute distance, which has net yet been ascer-
tained with certainty by any method, with the
simplicity and accuracy of this invention: as much
depends in the usual method on judgment, the
steadiness of the wind, and the state of the at-
mosphere acting on canvas having in ordinary ca-
ses great effect on the rate of sailing, in both of
which cases the judgment is very liable to error :
this machinery inverted and exposed to the action
of the wind, instead of the water, would at any
time with equal accuracy give the velocity of the
wind: the neatness and compact state of the in-
vention does much credit to Capt. Larkin’s in-
genuity and mechanical talent.—City Gazelte.

The Charleston papers announce the arrival
there of the brig Enterprize, which sailed froum
Alexandria, D. C. on the 27th January, for that
port, with a cargo of slaves, and which baving
Leen driven off the coast by a succession of bad
weather, was compelled to put into Bermuda for
provisions. We have already reecived aceounts|
of the liberation, by order of the Court at Ber-
muda, of all the slaves on board of her, with the
exception of one woman and five children, who
refused to quit the vessel. It appears in the fur-
ther details, given in the Charleston papers, that
the writ of habeas corpus was issued by the Chief
Justice at Hamilton, en the application of a so-
ciely composed of coloured persons; and the edi-
tor observes, ‘¢ This unwarrantable conduct of
the officers of the British Government, in intetfe-
ving with and forcibly taking possession of the
property of American citizens—this piracy, u-
der cover of law—this high handed iosult to the
Flag of the United States, calls for the action of
our Government, and we confidently trust that
prompt measures may be taken to redress the
wrongs, and avenge the insult which has been
thus a second time offered to this country.”—N-
York Courier and Enquirer.

We find by the Windward Island papers that
Emigration is going on to the West Indies fron
Great Britain to a considerable extent. At St
Kitts, a gentleman has sent out from England se-
veral Hampshire farmers who ave found to bear
the climate remarkably well. They have intro-
duced the plough extensively, as well as other
agricultural implements, and thereby abridge &
good deal of human Inbour. They work from si<
to ten in the morning, and from three to siXilt
the evening, the middle of the day being devoted
to in-door eccupations and repose. In this way
six families of Hampshire Farmers have cultivat:
ed 100 acres of sugar land and performed the du-
ty of one hundred negroes.  Surely this isa
important result, and one that must arrest theal-
tention of the holders of West India property ge*
nerally. None but good settlers are allowed (0
emigrate. The gentleman before referred to glvﬂ
£25 per annum to men, and £16 to boys, afford:
ing them a free passage and a cottage, and a8
acre of garden, rent free. [Ilis wife and children
raise fruits and vegetables in (he garden—als?
pigs and poultry, which thrive well in warm cli
mates. he settlers are indented for five years
