Pusric DocumeNnTs.—We are glad to learn, 

that the delay attending the publication of the Daily 

Journals of the House of Assembly, and the Re- 
vised Journals and Appendix does not arise in the 
Department of the Queen's Printer. —As the mat- 

ter is of some consequence to the public, we hope 

it will be enquired inte by those who have the 
power to do so, with a view tothe publication and 
circulation at an early period during the recess, of 
the important documents contained in the Appen- 
dix; otherwise a large amount of money must 
continue to be expended for that purpose, with lit- 
tle or no general advantage. 

Coxcress.—The speeches in the Senate, on 
Oregon affairs, have been important of late, Mr. 
Webster spoke in favour of adopting the line of 49 
degrees. With this he thought the majority of 
the people of the United States would be satisfied ; 
and he thought too that England would meet them 
on that basis. [This distinguished Senator’s 
speech will be found at length on our first page.] 
On Tuesday, 31st March, Gen. Cass once more ad- 
dressed the Senate in a war-speech, that out-He- 
roded all his former efforts. He seemed to dwell 
with delight on the prospects of war—declared that 
peace was impossible, and contended that it would 
not require the half of ten years, nor the half of 
200,000 men to bring England to terms, and dictate 
peace in ber own capital! On Wednesday, 1st 
April, Mr. Benton spoke, and on some technical 
points, in relation to the treaty of Utrecht, and the 
parallel of 49 deg. Gen. Cass was completely over- 
thrown. We perhaps cannot do better than ex- 
plain this matter in the words of the National Ia- 
telligencer : —*“ It will be recollected that in the de- 
bate on Monday, Mr. Webster suggested that the 
United States had acknowledged the fact that the 
forty-ninth parallel of latitude had Leen establish- 
ed by the treaty of Utrecht as a boundary, at least 
on this side of the Rocky Mountains. Mr. Cass. 
on Tuesday, argued, on the contrary, that no line 
had ever been determined under the treaty of 
Utrecnt, and was understood to say that, if it could 
be established that such line of demarkation be 
tween the English and French Colonies had been 
determined under the treaty of Utrecht, he would 
never say another word in favour of 54deg. 40min. 
The honorable Senator from Missouri yesterday 
took up the gage, and with what success, the pub- 
lic will judge from a perusal of the speech itself. 
Its effect upon those who heard it was deep and 
striking. Mr. Hanoezan, on behalf of Mr. Cass, 
(who was absent) made a very animated improptu 
reply. But the position in which the distinguish- 
ed and worthy Senator from Michigan stands will 
undoubtedly lead him to attempt an extrication as 
well for himself as for the fifty-four forty party, 
which, according to Mr. Benton, is becoming 
‘small by degrees and beautifully less.!**— Albion. 

Ou Monday, Mareh 30, General Houston took 
his seat in the Senate as one of the Senators from 
Texas. The Credentials were presented by Mr. 
Rusk. Ballots were drawn for the relative term 
of service. Mr. Rusk serves until 1851, and Gen. 
Houston until 1847. No. 3., for the longest term, 
was not drawn. 
The Sub Treasury Bill was reported to the Se- 

nate on the morning of the 3d, from the House of 
Representatives, where it was passed the previous 
evening by & vote of 124 to 67 —thirty-one members 
being absent. 

The following is the 19th section of the bill :— 

Sec. 19. And be it further enacted, That from 
and after the thirtieth day of June, which will be 
in the year one thousand eight hundred and for ty- 
six, all duties, taxes, sales of public lands, debts, 
and sums of money accruing or becoming due to 
the United States, and also all sums due for posta- 
ges, or otherwise to the General Post Office De- 
partment, shall be paid in gold and silver coin 
only. 

This is a bold step of the dominant party in 
Congress, afler the emphatic manner in which the 
scheme was denounced and repudiated hy the voice 
of the country in 1840. One currency for the go 
vernment and another for the people is a system 
obnoxious to our free institutions, repugnant to pub- 
lic sentiment, and will never be tolerated in a free 
country. If we are permitted to augur the future 
from the past, public icdignation will pronounce 
upon itand its authors a final doom in 1848.—[ Va- 
tional Intelligencer. ]

ling is very much impeded. The Supervisor, Jas. 
Ketchum, Esq., who, immediately on the receipt 
of the intelligence of such losses, repaired to the 
scenes of destruction, has; we understand, made 
arrangements for the speedy repair of the Bridge 
over the Big Presqu’Isle. Thisis a very judicious 
measure, as from the acclivity of both banks of that 
river, it would be almost impossible to travel in 
that direction with carriages, and in the summer 
season the stream is generally too low for ferrying. 
T he ice made several halts on its way down with- 
out doing any serious injury until Friday week last, 
when it jamed on the Little Presqu’Isle Island, and 
dammed up the water so that il rose twenty-feet 
in a short time, submerging houses, and obliging 
the inhabitants to escape for their lives. A family 
by the name of Sewell were obliged to flee in the 
same manner; after having left, Mr. Sewell, it ap- 
pears, recollecting that he had some valuable pa- 
pers that he was afraid might be lost, started with 
four others in a canoe, for the purpose of securing 
them. Getting nto the canoe from a window, the 
only means of admission, it overturned, and melan- 
choly to say, Mr. Sewell and a young man by the 
name of Campbell were drowned—the other three 
having a narrow escape for their lives. It is said 
that had the party remained at the house but ten 
minutes longer t'sy could have walked out, such 
was the rapid mauner in which the water fell when 
the ice gave away. This is the only loss of human 
life that we have yet heard of. There was no 
dwelling house removed that we know of. ‘Three 
small barns were seen floating down the stream ; 
who they Lelong to has not been ascertained. The 
ice came in contact with a wharf belonging to Mr. 
John Beardsley of Woodstock, knocked outa num- 
ber of the logs, and a building occupied as a store 
was only. prevented from being precipitated into 
the river by the falling of the water. 
Below Woodstock five important Bridges are 

gone, namely, those over Bull's, Kelly’s, Miles’s, 
Garden's and Long’s Creek. Cibson's saw mill 
is destroyed ; the same gentleman had a barn over- 
turned, and another moved from its foundation. —
