Address, is one of vital importance to the present 
and future interests of this Province ; and confi- 
dent in the justice of the claims now to be pre- 
ferred for Your Majesty's Royal consideration, we 
carnotfor a moment doubt the decision which your 
Majesty will be graciously pleased to pronounce 
in the premises. ; 3 ; 
From the first erection of this province into a se- 

parate Government, in the year 1785, down to the 
year 1842, the Territoriel Rights, as well as the 
Legal Jurisdiction of this Province, have been 
undisputed on the Upper St. John and its Tributa- 
ries, save by the American Government. 
During the whole of that period, the Government 

of this Province exercised jurisdiction over the said 
Territory, and the inhabitants residing 1hereon, in 
like manner as in other parts of 1he Province, (viz.) 
by granting Lands, organizing Militia, appointing 
Magistrates and Parish Officers, making Roads and 
Building Bridges, relieving the Poor, serving Writs 
and Processes of every description, and granting 
Licences to cut Logs and Timber; and even pend- 
ing the dispute with the American Government, the 
accustomed Jurisdiction was retained by this Pro- 
vince, exeept in the disposal of Lands and Tim- 
ber, which was suspended by agreement between 
the two nations. 
Upon the Treaty of Washington being concluded, 

we reasonably supposed that our accustomed Juris- 
diction would be continued without interruption 
over the residue of the Territory ; but to our as- 
tonishment we learned in 1843 that the Canadian 
Government for the first tine had asserted a right 
hy selling Logs and Timber from the Lands on the 
River St. Francis, and other Rivers and Streams in 
that vicinity.

In our paper of the 14th February we had the 
pleasure of inserting a Despatch from the Right 

| Hon. Lord Stanley, on the subject of King’s Col- 
herein His Lordship asserts the paramount 

linfluence of Acts of the Local Legislature within 

[the Colony, and adds a suggestion or two with 
{regard to the nnprovement of our Provincial Uni- 
versity, notunworthy of consideration. His Lord- 

|ship concurs in the almost universal opinion, that 

|*“the Charter of King's College, in its present 
form, has failed to produce any advantage com- 
mensurate with the expenditure incurred for its 
support. 1t has not, indeed,” says his Lordship, 
“heen merely unsuccessful; it has been productive 
of much positive evil. It has formed a monument 
but too impressive of the futility of a great project 
which had aimed ai the highest public good,—a 
monument dissuading and discouraging similar 
undertakings.” His Lordship does not hesitate to 
acknowledge his inability to suggest the necessary 
amendmente, and hopes that the Assembly will 
provide for a Commission, composed of men pos- 
sessing an intimate acquaintance both with the 
theory and the practice of educating in Religion, 
in Literature, and in Science, by the aid of whose 
Report, a law may be framed either for altering the 
constitution of the College in accordance with it, 
or for enabling the Crown to issue a Charter for 
that purpose, thus drawing the question from de- 
bate in a popular Assembly, in'the main unacquairt- 
ed with the peculiarities of the subject, (we beg 
their Honors’ pardon) to a more tranquil and more 
competent tribunal. This proposition of His 
Lordship is one which must meet the approval of 
every person who feels interested in the success of 
King's College, and if acted upon with a proper 
regard to the various religious denominations whose 
support and assistance might be expected under a 
more liberal charter, and with a management not 
less efficient than that of any of the Sister Uni- 
versities in the neighbouring Provinces, would tend 
very much to disrobe the College of its exelusive 
character, and prevent the emigration of numbers 
of our Provincial youth to other scenes of study, 
doubtless more congenial to the enlightened spirit 
of the age in which we live. 
This is a subject on which, in times not long 

departed, our columns have heen honoured with 
the sentiments of many able writers, who, laying 
aside the selfish motive of denominational su- 
premacy, bave laboured for the amelioration of 
King’s College, and for the corresponding public 
advantage. Much indebted as the country is al- 
ready to these gentlemen and to the praiseworthy 
exertions of the Hon. Mr. Wilmot in the Assembly, 
the debt must be enlarged to him as well as to 
them, ere this well-endowed Educational establish 
ment be brought within the pale of public favour 
and encouragement. We invite our correspondents 
to a renewal of their labours forthwith, in order 
that every thing may he accomplished for the Col- 
lege which the best friends of a broad aud enlight- 
ened system of education could desire. and that 
the present Session of the Legislature be not per- 
mitted to pass, without provision heing made for 
a Commission, composed of gentlemen of various 
denominations, whose collegiate acquirements, 
practical knowledge, and ardent desire for the 
promotion of education, point them out as the 
persons from whose Report a settlement of the 
question might be expected, in the words of Lord 
Stanley, “ on such a basis as to conciliate the feel- 
ings, satisly the judgment, and promote the iu- 
terests of all classes.”

The great topic of the Oregon is still the leading 
subject of conversation. The point of ** honor,” so 
far us Great Britain is concerned, appears to have 
heen removed fron the controversy, and the question 
degenerates into one of expediency, or of mere acres, 
as to which it is impossible, notwithstandiog the 
efforts of the [Washington] *‘ Times,” to keep up 
much excitement. 
The assertion of an exclusive right to Oregon, in 

the Inaugural, wounded British pride; but the 
amende honorable was made by the offer to divide the 
|territory between G. Britain and the U. States.— 
‘Making the Premier's views, instead of these of the 
“Times,” as the basia of our speculations, we find 
that the point of * honer” is out of the question, and 
that it belongs to Great Britain to make an offer 
which will be, in some degree, consistent with our 
former offer, made through Mr. Buchanan. The 
disapprobation of Mr. Pakenham’s absolute and 
hasty rejection of that offer, confirms the expecia- 
tion that the British government is about to make 
an overture, and the belief that there is no point of] 
honor at issue, which can prevent an exercise of 
British magnanimity aud forbearance, on this sub- 
ject. 
! IL has been supposed that Mr. Crompton has 
brought out with him new instructions to Mr. Pa- 
kenham; and that the new offer is to be made 
through Mr. Crompton, as Charge of Affairs. But 
the British government does not act sv precipitate- 
ly. Sir Rovert Peel did not know the result of the 
renewed offer of arbitration, when the Cambria sail - 
ed ; and 1t is possible, therefore, that the final in- 
structions have not been sent to the British legation 
here.

Second: As to the great 
hugbear of the free navigation of the Columbia ri- 
ver, it is well ascertained that the right, if conceded 
to British subjects, is nugatory ; for the Northern 
branches are not, and never can be, navigable. 
Third, and chiefly : The Western men are more inte- 
rested in getting a foreign market for their products, 
and in getting British zoods at a reasonable price, 
than they are in all the glories and advantages ofa 
war, which, after all, are to enure 10 a few indivi- 
duals. 

In the Senate, on Thursday, 26th Feb., the Ore- 
gon Question came up as the Special Order. The 
Joint Resolution of the Committee on Foreign 
Relations, proposing to give Notice to Great Bri- 
tain of the intention of this Government to annul 
the Treaty for the Joint Occupation of the Oregon 
Territory, and the Resolutions of Messrs. Hanne- 
gan, Calhoun, and Crittenden, having relation to 
the same subject, were alluded to in the course of 
the debate. Mr. Crittenden, to whom an appeal 
had been made to accept the Resolutions of Mr. 
Colquitt instead of his own, declined doing so, 
though not without evident reluctance. After some 
time had been spent in considering which of the 
various propositions should have precedence, a 
debate sprung up en the main question, the report 
of which occupies more than a page of the Intelli- 
gencer. The following is the joint resolution :— 

That notice be given, in terns of the treaty, for 
abrogating the convention made beiween Great 
Britain and the United States on the 20th of Oc¢- 
tober, 1818, and continued by the convention of 
1827, immediately after the close of the present 
session of Congress, unless the President in his 
discretion, shall consider it expedient to defer it to 
a later period. ; 

Sec. 2. And be it further resolved, That it is 
earnestly desired that the long standing controversy 
respecting limits in the Oregon territory be speedily 
settled by negotiation and compromise, in order to 
tranquilize the public mind, and to preserve the 
friendly relations of the two countries. 

Mr. Webster made some remarks upon the state 
of the question ; he enlarged upon tbe necessity of 
early action of the Senate, if it was intended to 
adopt any measures; and upon the necessity of 
having some knowledge of the intended course of 
the Executive. He entertained the same opinion 
now which he expressed at the beginning of this 
debate, that the President did not apprehend war, 
and no recommendation had been made for military 
preparation. He could not understand the posi- 
tion of the President, for if he did not intend to 
treat on any basis but the whole of Oregon, what 
would be the use of negotiation? We might en- 
deavour to persuade Great Britain to relinquish to 
us the whole of Oregon, and he wished success to 
the attempt. If we would neither offer any thing 
nor accept any offer, there could be neither nego- 
tiation nor compromise. Did any one here believe 
that England would concede the whole of our claim 
up to 54 40? He would put the question to his 
friend from Michigan, who had concluded all his 
remarks upon this subject with the declaration that 
war was inevitable.

Mr. Colquitt’s amendment. He could not Lelieve 
that the President would refuse to compromise, for 
in Mr. Buchanan’s last letter, the hope of an ami- 
cable settlement was repeated. He believed that 
if an honoralile compromise should be offered, the 
President would acceptit. The adoption of the 
Resolution would only express the same senti- 
ments which he believed the President to enter- 
tain.

‘The British government knew that the Se- 
nate was powerless. 
Mr. Calhoun said he was firmly convinced that 

the British Government never would make a defi- 
nitive offer, till they knew what would be the ac- 
tioa of Congress. If we acted now, we should gain 
a month by it. 
Mr. Cass saw no good, he said, that would arise 

from this proposition, (Mr. Colquitt's) either in a 
commercial or political point of view. It would 
have no effect on the British Government, and it 
appeared to him to be in bad taste. It was intend- 
ed as an invitation to an overture, it should come 
from the President, for the British Government 
knew well that the Senate had no power to settle 
the question ;. it might as well come from the City 
Council of Washington, for any good that it would 
do. Mr. C. said that he had heretofore expressed 
the opinion that no minister, in the present state 
of diplomacy, would take upon himself to reject an 
offer of compromise without tostructions from his 
Government. But 1t would seem from Sir Robert 
Peel's remarks, that this phenomenon had happen- 
ed. If Sir Rebert Peel was sincere, then Mr. Pa* 
kenham must be recalled ; hut he has not Leen re- 
called. When he (Mr. C) first read the Message, 
he was apprehensive of difficulty, and his fears had 
since increased. He saw no reason to believe that 
Great Britain would accept the 49th, and he was 
yet to hear the first American say that he would 
concede an 1nch South of the 49th. He (Mr. C) 
would say for ene, that as the fifty-fourth part of 
the Senate, he would stand between the President 
and any proposition less favorable. 
The Senate, then, after some hesitaticn,adjourn- 

ed over to Monday. 
The impression is, that Mr. Colquitt’s proposi- 

tion will pass. 

Later AND ImporTaNT From MEexico.—We 
learn from Washington, that accounts have been 
received by our government, of a later date than 
any which yet have appeared ; and the intelligence 
is of the most important character, as to the nego- 
tiation of our relations with Mexico. 
By this news, it appears that the government of 

Paredes has refused to acknowledge or receive Mr. 
Slidell, our Minister to Mexico. On this refusal 
being known, Mr. Slidell asked for his passports. 
This was refused. He then insisted on being 
allowed an escort to Vera Cruz, which, it appears, 
was granted. In a short time, it may be expected 
that the United States having failed entirely in its 
mission to Mexico, will have to resort to some 
other alternative. * 

It is also stated, but upon less competent autho- 
rity that the Mexican government have organised 
an army of considerable force, to proceed to the 
Rio Grande. The rumours hitherto relative to a 
counter-revolution, by Arista, are now contradicted 
altogether. It seems doubtful, however, whether 
this new expedition upon Texas is merely a paper 
expedition or not.
