The Econo-
inist, an ably conducted weekly paper in London,
opposed to the Corn Laws, gives the following ver-
sion of the affair, which we translate from the Havre
Journal of Dec. 11ih. We think it is not far from
the truth.

“Sir Robert Peel went to the Cabinet Council on

his office, unless the Cabinet would consentto the
adoption of his measures in regard to the Corn
Laws. The Duke of Wellington, it appeared, was
still opposed to all concession, but without the as-
sent of the Duke it was clearthatall other support
whieh the Ministry could command, would not
avail to ensure the success of a measure which even
under the most favorable circumstances would be a
matter of difficulty in the House of Lords. If the
Duke of Wellington should leave the Cahinet, this
difficulty would become an impossibility. luis easy
to see, then, that the only conditions upon which
Sir Robert Peel could consent to continue in office,
were, that the Cabinet shouldadhere to his policy,
and that the noble Duke should also remain, and
sustain that policy in the House of Lords.

“ After a discussion of three hoars, it is said that
the Duke concluded to withdraw his objections. It
was agreed that Parliament should assemble about
the 61h of January, and that the Premier should he
sustained in any measure which he might deem it
necessary to introduce for the repeal or modification
of the present laws. [tis known, however, that
some comparatively unimportant changes took place
in the Cabinet in consequence ofthat detsrmination.
It is said that Lord Stanley, Lora Ripon, and Lord
Wharncliffe, will retire, but more on accouat of
personal considerations, than from any hostility to
the government and its new policy. Suoch (as we
helieve,) has been the course of affairs, and such 1s
their present posture. The concession now made
by the Duke of Wellington, is only a fair return for
those made to him by Sir Robert Peel, when the
latter counsented to the aduption of the Catholic
Emancipation Bill, at a perind when his resignation
would have threatened the dissolution of the noble
Duke’s Ministry.”’

The Globe, after quoting the ahave, adds :

“Jt is to be noted that this statement does not
inply that there has yet heen submitted to the Cabi-
net any definitive measure. We think that nothing
is yet known, in detail, of the precise measure which
Sir Robert Peel will think proper to present. We
helieve that he has received a carle blanche, and that
he has obtzined from those of his colleagues who

unhmited confidence in his wisdom for the reforma-
tion of the Corn Laws.”

Elsewhere the Globe says, ¢ We do not doubt
that the news given by the Timos, ofa great change
in the enunsels of the Cabinet on the subject of the
Corn Laws, is substantially correct.”

The wound, which was upon her
neck, it was assumed, might have heen occasioned
by a fall on the edge of a hoard, or the like. The
only witness who saw the fatal affray, was a
daughter of the parties. ahout nine vears ol age
|and after heing examined by His Honor the Judge
as o her ideas ol the nature of an oath, she was
declared to he an incompetent witness, and her tes-
timony was not taken The evidence of other
parties, livinz in the house, aflord»d strong circum-
stantial proof of Ferguson having caused the dearh
of his wife, and the jury, therefore, found . him
gui'ty of Manslaughter.

[St-wart’s evidence, struck Hawkes a hack handed
‘\Mo\v on the breast, whereupon Hawkes tripped
{up Toole, and kicked him when down, and took
’Ins bundle from the cart and ran away some dis-
{tance. Having arrived at his dwelling, another
son of Toole’s (a lad alout sixteen years of age,)
took partin the affray, and, with his {ather, follow-
ed Stewart and Hawkes on tie road, — stones were
thrown by the young man, one of which siruck
Stewart, and the lad finally took some stakes from
the fence,—and it was with one of these, caught
up hy Hawkes, that the fatal hlow was given.—
The testimony of the wife and sons of the deceas-
ed conflicting somewhat with that of Siewart, the
Jury found the prisoner guilty of Wanslaughter.

Oun Wedoesday, Catharine Walsh was (ried on
a charze of larceny, for finding and concealing a
Pocket Book, containing £30 in money, the pro-
perty of William M’Cullough. Guilty. J. G.
Campbell, Esq. Counsel for prisoner.

On Thursday, John M'Dermolt, carman, was
hrought to the har, charged with the crime of Per-
jury, having sworn falsely hefore the Coroner of
the City and County of Saint John, on an exami-
nation held on the body of Charles Yerza.

Yesterday, Richard Johnston was brought to
the Bar, charged with having fired a loaded gun
inwo a crowd standing at the corner of a streel
near the upper Barrack-gate, Lower Cove, and
wounding a sailor boy, Peter Kennedy, in the
heel, and after trial was found guilly.—W. H.
Neefihnm and Charles Doherty, Esquires, Coun
sel for x‘he prisoner; Attorney General for the
prosecution.

Johnston was again tried on another indictment
for committing an assault and battery on Bom-
bardier Gallagher, of the Royal Artillery. 1t ap-
peared in evidence that Bombardier Gallagher
having ascertained the direction which Johnston
had taken after firing the gun, followed him into a
house for the purpose of arresting him, where he
found Johnston re loading tke gun. The bom-
bardier seized hold of the gun and desired John-
ston to give it up to him, telling him that he had
done damage enough wiih it already. Johnston
refused, and the bombardier succeeded in taking it
from him. Johnston called to a bull-terrier dog,
which was standing near him, to seize hold of the
bombardier, which he did. Johnston then picked
up a hatchet and made several blows at the head
of the bombardier, which were warded off by the
gun which he held in his hand. There were a
man and a woman in the room with Johaston,—
The bombardier finding himself overpowered, re-
treated to the door, for the purpose of making his
escape.  As he was passing through the door,
he received several blows on the head with a
bludgeon, which knocked him insensible. He
was then taken to the Military Hospital. The
guilt of the defendant was so apparent from the
testimony given against him, that the Juryfound
him guilty without requiring a charge from His
Honor the Judge, and ia delivering their verdict,
expressed their high apprubation of the conduct of|
bombardier Gallagher, for bis praise worthy exer-
tions in endeavouring to arrest the defendant It
appeared (rom the evidence of the Assistant Sur-
geon of the 33d Regiment, that the leg of the
bombardier was severely bitten by the dog, and
the scalp of his scull was fractured in two places,
which confined him to Hospital for twenty days.

The Atorney General conducted the criminal
prosecutions. Ferguson was defended by the Hon.
R. L. Hazen, and W. J. Riichie, and W. H.
Needham, Esquires ; Hawkes by the Hon. R. L.
Hazen aond R. Bayard, Esxq.

The Sentences will be passed next week —pro-
bably on Wednesday.

A difficulty has bheen pending for seme time
hetween Canada and New Brunswick, relative 1o
the settlement of the houndary between the two
Provinces. [t would appear that our authoriivs
do not press the matter as they should. and have 1t
amieably settled. Not so with the Canadians.
If they are not well watched —and there is reason
to think they are not — New-Brunswick will lose a
a larze portion of 1s limits.

The Commissioner of Crown Lands for that
Province has made a Report to the Governor
Geueral in which he suggests *“tnat prompt mea-
sures be adopled for the survey and immediate
settlement of the lands situated on the Cunada
side of the River St. Francis, down to its outlet in
the Si. John and western shore of the Madawaska,
up to the seigniory of that name.”. He further
urges,— “ Let this Government extend a fostering
haud to its subjects in all parts of this Province,
in that corner in particular; let Magistrates he
appomted there enjoying the confidence of the
people, an active Crown Laund Agent to reside
among them.”

We presume that part of that suggestion has
been scted upon, for we heard a few days ago that
Francis Rice, Esq. of Madawaska, had received
an appointment from the Canadian Government,
of Crown Land Agent for the District of Mada-
waska. What will our authorities say 1o thai 3—

FROM THE UNITED STATES.

In the Senate, on Monday, Jan. 12th, Mr. Fair-
field, Chairman of the Commitiee on Coinmerce,
reported 3 hill making appropriations of Ten Mil-
lions One Hundred and Ninety Thousand Dollars,
for increasing the naval establishment of the United
Siates. The following are the items of the bill—
For huilding ten Steamers, 85 525 000 ; to complete
vessels on the stocks, $2,920,000; for repairs of
fortifications, &ec. $1,520,000; for stores and ord-
nance, $1,125 000.

FavoraBLE INpicATIONS. — Most of our readers,
we think, wiil he gratified to Jearn that the Senate
of the United States have virtually refused to re
ceive s resolution offered by Mr. Allen of Ohio
(Chairman of the Committee on Foreign Rela-
tions) in his individual capacity, relating to the io-
terference of European powers in the affairs of
this continent. On the motion to lay on the ta-
hle the question of permitting the resolution to be
introduced, the vote stood, yeas 28, noes 23.--
Amongz the yeas were Messrs. Cathoun and
M'Duffie of S. G., Chalmers of Mississippi, Hay-
wood of N. C.. and Westcott of Florida, Demo-
crats. Mr. Calhoun took a firm stand sgzainst ha-
ving this new firebrand thrown into Congress, un-
der present circumstances,—at the same time de-
claring that he considered the recent interference
of the English and French governmnents in the af-
Qirs of the river Plate, a gross outrage. Before
the vote was taken, Mr. Allen said it was to he ' a
test vote, —1f laid on the table, it was final.” We
trust he will take himsell at bis word.

The above vote, and the recent vote of the same
body postponing the further consideration of the
Oregon question ull the 10th of Febirnary, clearly in-
dicale that the Senate intend to do nothing rashly.
The [ollowing is a copy of Mr. Allen's proposed
Joint resolution, declaratory of the principles by
which the Government of the United Siates will
be gove:ned. in regard 1o the interposition of the
powers of Enrope in the political affairs of America:

Resolved by the Senate and Heuse of Represen-
latives of the United Slates of America, in Con-
gress assembled, That recent manilestations of a
disposition, by certain powers of Europe, to infer-
fere 1n the political arrangements of this continent,
with a view to the enforcement of the European
" halance of power” upon the independent nations
of America, having made it in his jodgment, the
duty ol the President of the United States to call
the attention of Congress to this subject in his an
nual message, and announce, on.he part of the
United Siates, the connter principle of non-mter-
veniion, it 1s the judgment of Congress that the
announcement thus made by the President was de-
manded by the manifest hazardto which such ioter-
ference wonld inevitably expose the relations of
peace now subsisting between the old world and
the new.

Resolved, That Congress thus concurring, with
the President, and sensible that this suhject has
neen forced upon the atiention of the United States
hy recent events so significant as to make it im-
possible for this government longer to remain si-
lent, without being ready to submit 1o, and even to
invite, the enforcement of this dangerous doctrine,
do herehy solemnly declare to the civilizéd worlc
the unalierable resolution of the United States: to
adhere o and enforce the principle, that any effort
ol the powers of Europe to intermeddle in the so-
cial organization or political arrangements of the
independent nations of America, or further to ex-
tend the European system of goverament upon this
continent, by the establishment of new colonies,
would be incompatihle with the independent exist
ence of the nations, and dangerous to the liberties
of the people of America; and ‘lher.efmg would
incur, as by the right of self preservation it would
justify, the prompt resistence of the United States.
Mr. Calhoun said the subject called for the so-
lemn consideration of the Senate under the critical
circumstances in which the country was now pla-
ced. Ne man had astronger sense than himself of
the impropriety of the interference of Great Britain
and France in the affairs ol the Argentine govern:
ment, &c.; but, yet, the question was whether we
shoulc take under our guardianship the affairs of
all the South American States. If we did, how
were we going 1o protect them? Had we arrived
at that maturily at which we could do this? We
must begin and put the whole energies of the
country into request. He was afraid that the Re-
solution would have an injurious effect on our in-
stitutions in the eyes of the world.

The debate on the Oregon question in the House
will continue until the minds of the members shall
be put at rest upon the subject some way or other
—hy a resumption of the negotiation, or by passing
the Resolution. Notwithstanding all the opposi-

They declare thal the government has given
unequivocal proof that it does not wish to make a
campaign against Texas, thus ppposing itself to
the wishes of the nation;.and that with the ut-
most effrontery. in the face of the entire world, it
is treating with the United States forthe sale of
the ternitory of Texas, and perhaps that of the Ca-
lifornias. They then adopt as their own in every
{respect, the action 'of the Army of Reserve, and,
direct their proceeding to Ié communicated 1o Gen.
|Arista, and urgently intreat him to unite his forces to-
the army of Paredes, 1o secure the well-heing of
the republic. They invite the local and superior
authorities of the department to join them, and or-
der their action to be communicated 10 General
Paredes, with the intimatien that that plaes is-
henceforth entirély subject to his orders. :
