|Sacred Scriptures; —I thank God this has not 
been so with fundamentals; but still there are 
[unhappy differences, while on the cover of every 

Iyolume that is sent from the depositories of the 
Bible Society may almost be found written, *‘God 
lis his own iuterpreter, and will make all things 
[plain.? Let us look for a moment at the gran- 
deur of its object. The very name of the Society 
proclaims it, *“ The British and Foreign Bible 
Society.” It has no confined, I had almost said 
illiberal views. It is as large as the wants of a 
bleeding world. That late pious and excellent 
Prince, King George the Third, was known to 
have expressed a wish that no family in bis 
|dominions should be destitute of a Bible. Such a 
wish was kingly indeed. But the desire of this 
Society is imperial,—that all the families of man 
may have the Bible. Wherever the immortal 
mind can be discovered, there should a copy of 
this Book be found; and on unfolding its sacred 
pages, there might be read these consoling words, 
*¢ Life and immortality are brought to light by the 
Gospel.”’—I said it was great, [rom the country 
whence it sprung. That country is England— 
our father land. “What patriotic bosom beats not 
while the name is pronounced ! Pre-eminent in 
arts—in arms—in science-~in that chastened and 
enlightened (reedom, which gives 10 others what 
it asks for itself, —pre-eminent in all tllose noble 
and philanthropic institutions which advance the 
glory of God and relieve the wants of man. A 
country, among the last because the most distant 
islands of the West to receive the Gospel, now 
destined by the Most High to roll back the tide 
of divine light through countries dark with a 
merely nominal and corrupted Christianity, till it 
reach the shores of that very land where those 
mirscles were performed, and those doctrines and 
precepts delivered by the Son of God himself; 
and thence to all parts of the worla. This coun- 
try, so favoured of God, sheds lustre on this 
noble Institution, while that again reflects lustre 
upon England. Let it be our pride and our hap- 
piness to cherish our connection with both —I 
have observed that it is also an exhibition of the 
wisdom and beneficence of God. - There are 
times, and places, and circumstances where the 

voice of the Missionary cannot be heard—the 
living man is spurned, is neglected, or is driven 
away; but the quiet and unobtrusive volume steals 
ito places and under circumstances the most un- 
favourable, and, when accompanied by the ¢¢ still 

small voice of the Spirit,”’ into hearts the most 

obdurate. Doubtless there are numerous instances 
of this to be found in that interesting Report, and 
the circumstances I am about to relate are strik- 
ing illustrations of this branch of my argument. 
shall proceed to mention them. On looking 

I discovered a letter written by a Mr. Butly, 

to an interesting period of his own life in connec: 
tion with the Bible Society. He observes that in 
1811 or 1812, about seven or eight years after its 
formation, & number of its Bibles were sent on 
board different fleets of the British Navy, and 
among the rest some came on board his vessel, a 
man-of-war, in which he held an office. The 
kind-hearted Captain besought the men fo read 
their Bibles, instead of their tmmoral books, and 
distributed them among the crew. The writer 
got one, and as he had heard it read by his 
paren.s in early life, although ever since he had 
been a wild and wicked young man, a sensation 
of pleasure stole over his mind. He read it with 
diligence—with prayer,—he came to the 11th of 
Hebrews, and was perfectly astonished to find, es 
he said, ¢“ it was by faith this—by faith that—and 
by faith the other’ —until, entirely overcome and 
changed by its sacred truths, he became a new 
man. It was his consolation through subsequent 
dangers on board hia vessel, and when he honora- 
bly could, he sought a peaceful repose on land, 
and is now an active though humble distributor of| 
those sacred Truths which were thua the means, 
through this inestimable Society, of enlightening 
and rescuing him.—Again : 
You know, sir, the extraordinary history. of 

Tahiti, one of the fair islands of the Pacific 
Ocean. You are aware that, after sixteen years 
of toil, the faithfulness and patience of the Mis- 
sionaries were crowned with the most wonderful 
succest. The whole island became Christian— 
became civilized—many of them real converts to 
the Tiuth. Everything went on proeperously and 
happily, till io an evil hour a French fleet sailed 
to that distant Ocean, with Missionaries of an- 
other character on board, and there Governor 
Bruat managed to entrap their Queen, Pomare, 
nto an acknowledgment of French protectien, 
from which, deeming it to be a cruel fraud, both 
the Queen and people afterwards revolted. She 
fled on board a British vessel, and the voble and 
manly, and Protestant people to their mountain 
fastnesses, determined there to struggle for their 
religion, their freedom, and their country. But 
before going, they said to the Missionaries— 
« Hore are our Bibles, keep them till we have 
conquered our enemies, then we will return and 
keep them.”” They had not been long gone, 
however, before they returned and begged for 
their Bibles again.  ¢- Oh!” said they, ** We 
cannot tell how long we may be detained in the 
mountains—you cannot come to us—let us have 
our Bibles again, they are now our only consela- 
tion and support.” 
Your Repert, Sir, contains many animating 

details, and :akes a survey of the Society’s ope- 
rations throughout the world. I have time to no- 
tice but two or three prominent objects.—Here 
the Honorable Gentleman, after remarking on the 
interesting state of France at present, and com- 
paring it with what France was before and after 
the Revolution, and glancing at the mysterious 

Providence which, in China, out of evil educed 
good —referriog to the Opium question—the war 
—the defeat and subjection of the Chinese Empe- 
ror, and the present favourable political state of 
the country for the reception of the Gospel, con- 
cluded by observing,—** When, Sir, we view this 

last great opening for Bible circulation in a coun- 
try of 300,000,000 of people—when we behold the 
rapid advance of science, in the application of 
Steam, both by water and by land—when we per- 
ceive that what at no very distant period took 
months to accomplish, is now done by weeks, and 
what now takes weeks may speedily be performed 
in as many days—when we look at the amazing 
rapidity of railway communication :—have we 
not reason to anticipate the time as near at hand, 
when distant nations shall be to each other as no 
further separated than remote parts of the same 
country—when Bibles, and missionaries and reli 
gious intelligence shall pass into every part of 
the world with equal ease and rapidity—when 
men of differentclimes and languages shall become, 
from convenience and necessity, as well as from 
the wide spread of Gospel principles, willing to 
live on terms of amity, and ** shall learn the art 
of war no more’’—and when the time shall arrive 
so beautifully described by the Christian poet— 

¢ All creatures worship man, and all mankind 
One Lord, one Father; Error has no place, 
The breath of Heaven has chased it. In the 

heart, 
No passion touches a discordant string, 
But all is harmeny and love. 
One song employs all nations ; and all cry 
Worthy the Lamb, for he was slain for us. 
The dwellers in the vales and on the rocks 
Shout to each other, and the mountaia tops, 
From distant mountains catch the flying joy ; 
Till, nation after nation taught the strain, 
Earth rolls the rapturous Hosanna round.”

ty of spiritual life. 
Samuel also recognized the hand of Israel's God 

in all his victories ; his language was not— hitherto 
have our own hands gotten us the victory : hitherto 
have we, by our own valour and military prowess, 
discomfited eur foes ; but his language was—" hi- 
therio hath the Lord helped us ”—in His name 
have we gone forth against the enemy, in His

In moving the third Resolution, the Rev. Mr. 
Rosixsox said— 

We live in an age in which God is accomplish- 
ing his designs of mercy in the translation and cir- 
culation of his Word. We have been informed in 
tl:e opening address of the President that the So- 
ciety of which we are an auxiliary, has, since its 
formation, circulated sixteen million copies of the 
Holy Scriptures. 
The Saviour compares the world to a field, and 

his Word to seed sown in that field—* The field 
is the world, the seed is the Word of God.”” The 
reflection, that in so short a portion of time so 
much of the incomparable seed has been sown, is 
comforting to every Christian mind. We may 
be led to inquire, may not that seed perish, and not 
bring forth fruit to the honour and glory of God ? 
No! Tt is said, “Cast thy bread on the waters, 
and it shall be found after many days.” The au- 
thor of this Holy Book has promised —* For as 
the rain cometh down and the snow from heaven, 
and returneth not thither, but watereth the earth, 
and maketh it bring forth and bud, that it may give 
seed to the sower and bread to the eater, so shall 
my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth, it 
shall net return unto me void, but it shall accom- 
plish that which I please, and it shall prosper in 
the thing whereunto I gent it.”” The Prophet was 
commanded to ery, and he said, what shall I ery? 
—*“ Cry, all flesh 1s as grass, and all the glory of 
man as the flower of grass : the grass withereth and 
the flower thereof falleth away, but the word of the 
Lord endureth forever.” Yes, the proudest mo- 
nument of human grandeur may moulder to the 
dust, and men may perish and die; but God's 
word is incorruptible—it will live and endure for 
ever. 
The strongest opposition this Society has had to 

encounter, was an opposition from a large body 
bearing the Christian name, who assert that it is 
wrong to give the Word of God to the common 
people, without giving with it an authoritative 
comment of their Church; which comment, they 
affirm, should be received as the truth as much as 
the text itself. The Saviour has denounced all 
who take from or add to his word. 

Shall we stop circulating the Scriptures, or shall 
we go on in giving God's word to the world? If 
it was proposed to withhold from men, bread —the 
staff of life—and leave them to perish for waat of 
food, would not every humane mind treat with 
contempt such a proposal? But let such an at- 
tempt he made rather than aitempt to keep from 
men the bread of life. If there was a design to 
stop the fountain of water which is supplying to 
such an extent our city, and to cut off every other 
way of supplying our city with water—would not 
all men unite in condemning such an act of cruel- 
ty? But rather keep from the people that water 
than to keep from them the waters of life. 
The arrogance of any class of men in saying that 

they are the only persons whom God has designed 
to have his Word, is as absurd as if a body of 
men should assert that the sun was only designed 
or them, and not for the ignorant and the rude. 
The savage may look up to the sun and call it his 
own, with as much propriety as the refined philo- 
sopher—the abject slave, as the potenl prince. 
So with God’s Word, which is as a sun, to be as a 
light to our feet and a lamp to our path. 

Let us give the Bible to all men, for it is their] 
privilege to have it; and it is our duty to give it to 
them. Giveit, for it 1s God's Book—every other 
book is man’s book, but this is God’s—O let us 
ive it to all! With these remarks I would move 

the Resolution [ have read, 
In moving the fourth Resolution, the Rey. 

Mr. Gray spoke as follows :— 
Mr. President, Ladies and Gentlemen,—The 

evening is too far advanced to admit of my enlarg- 
ing upon topics extraneous to the Resolution that 
has heen entrusted to me. I may, however, be 
permitted to express a hope, that the year we have 
so lately entered upon may prove a happy one for 
this useful society, a happy one for 1s interests ‘in 
this community and ‘every other where its claims 
are known. In your opening remarks, Sir, in the 
Report and the speeches thst have followed, 
enough has been said to justify such a hope. We 
have heard some statements this evening, which 
it is truly cheering to listen to, and I am beartily 
glad, that notwithstanding the inclemency of the 
weather, so many are present, to hear the power- 
ful testimonies that have been given us, to the per- 
manent and expanding usefulness of this Society. 

Ladies and Gentlemen!—I have it in charge, 
this evening, to call your attention to one of the 
fundamental laws of the Parent Institution, and to 
point out to you the principle upon which itis car- 
ried into effect. 

I have in my hands the last Report of the Parent 
Society. Under the head of Laws and Regulations 
the second is as follows—“ This Society shall add 
“ its endeavours to these employed by other socie- 
“ ties, for circulating the Scriptures through the 
“ British Dominions ; and shall also, according to 
‘its ability, extend its influence to other countries, 
“ whether Christian, Mahometan, or Pagan.” 
We have here defined for us, the sphere upon 

which this Society was designed to act. That 
sphere comprehends, in the first place, the British 
Lominions—and these alone, if its efforts extended 
no further, would be no contracted field. It has of 
late been made a subject of complaint, that “ a lit 
tle narrow Island oo the Western Coast of Europe, 
should exercise sovereignty over one-eighth of the 
Globe, and give laws to one-fifth part of its popu- 
lation.” There is, perhaps, a little amplification 
in this statement, but supposipg it even an approxi- 
mation to truth, it must be confessed that these 
Dominions comprise a sphere ty no means con- 
tracted or insignificant. It must demand the 
efforts of a great and powerful institution to cover 
with Bibles such a field as this. But the efforts of 
this Society are not limited to the British Do- 
minions. It “ extends its influence,” as you per- 
ceive from the Rule I have just read to you, “to 
other countries, whether Christian, Mahometan or 
Pagan’; in other words, to the whole human 
family. Tis field is the world. Its scope is man, 
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le| resolution, therefore, let us kg thankful for the zeal, 

u-| liberality and energy which (he American Bible 

he|Society has exhibited; and while we differ from 
our brethren in nation and in vame, let us cherish 
towards them the feelings of Christian sympathy 
and affection. As servants of the same Master, 
let us consider one another, to provoke unto love

their way without collision or ‘jealousy. I repeat 

it, you have here the origin of the British and Fo- 

reign Bible Society. It came forth not to impede, 

not to retard, not to supersede other Institutions, 

Ibut “10 add its endeavours” to theirs, in circulat- 
ing the Scriptures of God. 

It is of importance, my friends! that we should 

recognize distinctly the regulation to which I have 

referred and the principle upon which it proceeds. 

It is of importance, in the first place, in order 

that we may rightly estimate the value of this insti- 

tution. How, indeed, with its magnificent design 

before our eyes, can we estimate it too highly 7— 

What a noble object does it propose, viz. : of con- 

veying the Scriptures to the whole human family ! 
Possibly it may wear to us, at first sight, some 
appearance of presumption to expect the accom- 
plishment of such a project. But, in truth, it1s 

only an act of reliance upon God to bless an under- 

taking which we helieve to be in full accordance 
with his will. And have we not already before us 
the accumulated evidence of facts, to shiew that his 

blessing rests upon it? It has existed now for 

more than forty years. During all this time it has 

been gathering strength. The stream has been 

flowing onward to the remotest regions of the 

earth, and growing deeper and broader as it has 

flowed. And what has it done on its course ? 
Why it bas carried on its bosom nearly seventeen 
millions of Bibles and Testaments to the different 
nations of the world. Every year it adds another 

million to the number. Already by means of its 
translations it has rendered the Bible accessible to 
three-fifths of the human race. And who, at this 
point, shall arrest its course? Who sliall prevent 
the three-fifths from becoming five-fitths? =~ Who 
shall prevent the one million from becoming ten 
or fifty millions, or the seventeen from becoming 
six hundred or a thousand millions, as many, in 
short, as the inhabitants of the earth? Whatever 
may be its destiny, its design is nobie, its results 
are glorious, and; it is desirable that we should 
recognise them as such, that we may duly estimate 
the value of the institution. 

It is important that the principles of this Society, 
to which I have alluded, should be recognised, 
that we may see the propriety of adhering with 

unshaken attachment to it, notwithstanding we may 

feel it our duty to unite with other societies thal 
are formed for similar designs. We have seen 
that this institution is not opposed to other societies; 
therefore other societies, of a kindred nature, need 
not be opposed to it. It is by no means necessary 
hecause others are formed in our community for 
the benefit of our Province or any other place, that 
our interest in this should decline. On the con- 
trary, I think, it ought to increase. For, why do 

we form such other societies? Because we feel 
our Christian responsibility to extend to others the 
religious blessings we enjoy. Well, my friends, 
carry out this principle. “Act upon it fully. En- 
deavour to extend the blessings you enjoy, not 

merely to your own vicinity, but to the world. I 

to carry vou as faras:it will go, and it will conduct 
you, not one or two hundred miles, but round the 
circumference of the globe—not to the bounds of a 
Pravince, but “from sea to sea, and from the river 
unto the ends of the earth.” In urging this point, 
I only express what I feel myself and intend to act 
upon. I have lately become a member of another 
Society which has been formed for the purpose 
of extending the gospel more widely 1m our Pro- 
vince ; but this, instead of lessening my attach- 
ment to the Bible Society, ‘has only led me to 
appreciate more: highly its distinctive claims.— 
Sir! I value this Society, because it opens & way 
for me to comwunicale with the most distant, 
and most abject of the human family. I value it 
because it tends to union and not to divisions. 1 
value it because it recognises the great principle 
of Christian responsibility, a principle upon which 
Christians will have to act more fully and more 
unitedly, before the Gospel attains its final tri- 
umph. ~ I value ‘it, Sir. because the good have 
loved it and the Lord has blessed it; and, lastly, 
I value it, because, in perfect harmony with its 
spirit, I can join in other kindred Societies, and 
yet cling with undiminished affection to an insti- 
tution, which I do regard, and shall ever regard, 
as an honour to our nation and a blessing to the 
world. 

The Rev. Mr. HatkeT, in moving the fifth 
Resolution, spoke to the following effect :— 
The resolution, which I have the hunor to submit 

for the consideration and approval of the meeting 
is to the following effect : —“T'hat we cannot pass un- 
noticed the zeal, liberality, and energy, with which 
the American Bible Society has carried on its do- 
mestic labours, and co-operated with our parent So- 
ciety in the distribution of the Scriptures to foreign 
paris. We look forward with joy to the union of 
the two greatest commercial nations upon earth, 
in the great work of Bible circulation I" This re- 
solution, it will at ouce be observed, ig naturally 
divided into two parts. In connection with the 
American Bible Society, it refers with satisfaction 
to the results of the past, and it looks forward with 
delight to the proceedings of the future. It calls 
on us to notice the good which has already been 
effected by the agency of the kindred institution 
established and maintained among our neighbour- 
ing brethren ; and it carries forward our thoughts 
to the still greater good which may reasonably be 
anticipated from friendly co-operation'and united 
effort. As a resolution, therefore, breathing the 
very spirit of the blessed Book whieh it is our ob- 
ject and desire to disseminate through the world, 
it is certainly worthy of our cordial approbation. 
It implies and it proclaims, that in labouring for the 
accomplishment of the mighty work in which we 
are engaged, we are animated by no hostile feel- 
1gs of rivalship and jealousy ; that we are not sel- 
fishly aiming at honour for ourselves, but are 
earnestly seeking tle glory of God ; that while de- 
voted to the interests, and anxious for the success, 
and humbly rejoicing in the prosperity of our own 
parent Society, we are ready to extend the hand of 
brotherly kindness and fellowship to all who are 
occupied in striving for the advancement of the 
same glorious objects, in struggling for the attain- 
ment of the same blessed ends. IL proceeds upon 
the fact, that in the work of Bible circulation there 
is neither a boundary line to divide, nor disputed 
territory to irritate, nor national pride to exaspe- 
rate; but that, amidst the din of earthly politics 
and the strife of earthly passion, there is here at 
least one quiet sphere, in which Christians, hand 
in hand and heart with heart, may live and labour 
in unity and love. There is a boundary line, it is 
true,—but 1t is the line which separales between 
light and darkness, and it is our common object 
that it may be pierced and penetrated by the beams 
of truth ; there 1s a disputed territory, it is true— 
but it is the territory which is disputed between 
Christ and Satan, and it is our common aim that it 
may become the property of the Prince of Peace. 
And when we are told, that while we have been 
striving to cross that line, some breaches have been 
effected in it by the agency of others ; that while 
we have been labouring, in the name of our Master, 
to take possession of that territory, some parts of] 
it have been gained by the instrumentality of our 
brethren; O surely we should hail the announce- 
ment of the fact with mingled feelings of gratitude 
and joy. ~ It is by sympathy of interest and union 
of operation that the cause in which we are em- 
barked can best be promoted; and it is certain,

Late raom SeuTn AmericA.—-The Bueno 
Ayrean papers brought by recent arrivals are full 
of detailed accounts of the movements of the allied 
fleets of France and England, and the Montevi- 
deans, the latter commanded by the pirate Garri- 
baldi, on the interior waters of the Argentine Re- 
public. —Several numbers of the Diaro are filled 
with a correspondence between the Argentine Se- 
cretary of State, the English and French Ministers, 
and the United States Charge d’Affaires, Mr. Wm. 
Brent. The Anglo French proposed a peace, but 
not on terms honorable to the Argentines. Of 
course this was refused ; and in one of the Secre- 
tary’s letters to the French Minister we find the 
following :—“ The undersigned would also mani- 
fest to your excellency and to his excellency the 
micister plenipotentiary of her Britannic Majesty, 
that this government has already announced the 
dignified and friendly interposition of the gentle- 
man charge d'affaires of the United States: that 
the government had accepted it; and that, in such 
a case, it would not be able to take into consider- 
ation any incident or circumstance in connexion 
with subjects of pacification, without ihe concur- 
rence and participation of the said charge d'affaires; 
nor will this government fail 1 fulfil an obligation 
to which it is so strongly bound by considerations 
and exigencies of great weight ; for in no case would 
iti wish to untie the bonds of faithfulness with 
which 1t preserves the relations of a perfect under- 
standing wiih the government of the United States. 
— Washinglon Union.

Fron a letter received yesterday by a gentle- 
man in Charlottetown, from our late much es- 
teemed Lieutenant Governor Sik CuarLes Firz 
Rov, we rejoice to hear that his Excellency has 
been appointed Governor General of New South 
Wales. His Excellency and Lady Mary Fitz Roy, 
and suite, arrived at Bermuda in the Steamer Dee, 
on their way to England, on the 19th November. 
We gnote the following paragraphs from the Anti- 
gua Weekly Register, and Mirror, of October 21st, 
expressive of the high sense entertained in that 
Colony of His Excellency’s eminent services: 

“We last week gave an account indetail, of the 
laying of the Corner Sione of the Cathedral and 
Parish Church of St. John, by His Excellency the 
Governor in Chief—little imagining at the time, 
that it was likely to prove the last public ceremo- 
nial over which his Excellency would preside in 
this Island. It is now generally known that his 
Sovereign has called him to administer the Gover- 
nor Generalship of New South Wales ; and that his 
Excellency leaves us early next month. Whilst 
we cannot but congratulate His Excellency on his 
promotion, as forming a valuable proof of the high 
position which ha holds in the confidence of Her 
Majesty’s Government, vet it is impossible not to 
remember the harmony which has happily existed 
between the Governor and the other branches of the 
Legislature during His Excellency’s Government ; 
and the undoubted interest which he has ever taken 
in the welfare and prosperity of the Celony. Im 
these r-specis we despair of again seeing a Gover 
nor who will run a more felicitous course than Sir 
Charles Fitz Roy. Moderation and courtesy have 
tempered firmness in all His Excellency’s inter- 
course with the other bodies. The Colonists were 
not treated as persons who were distrusted — their 
good will was gained, and their confidence secured. 
A cataract of novel, distasteful, and impracticable 
proposals were not poured out all at once upon the 
Legislature—but such changes as were deemed 1m- 
provements have been gradually, reasonably, and 
considerately,—and, therefore successfully, urged 
and effected. "Phe majesty of the law has not been 
degraded in the eyes of the people. Whilst pro- 
tection has been extended 10 each who needed 1t, 
the decisions of the Magistrates on the authority 
of the laws which they were called to the anthank- 
ful task of administering, have not been frivolously 
set aside. Attribute all these things to whatever 
eople may— whether to tact or talent— the result 
as been good government, and we trace it, under 

God, to good sense and right feeling in the Gover= 
nor, and are thankful fur the blessings which the: 
community has enjoyed.”
