Now, witha view to ascer-
tain how this Emigraot Fund should stand ut the
present time, we will tnke the last three years for
an example or a rule to work ty,—dunng which
three years I find 7882 passengers arrived in the
Province, and paid into the emizraut fund through
the tax imposed on them, £2112 5s. 10d, and during
\he same three years the whole amouat expendcd
in the City and County of Saint John for the relief
of emigraunts did not fully amount to £350,8nd in the
other parts of the Province, did not (with the same
prudent management as in Saint John) exceed
£250, which would make the whole expenditure
for the relief of passengers througbout the Pro-
viuce, during the three years mentioned, not more
than £600, and which, deducted from the sum paid
into the fund, would leave a balance for the three
years io favour of the fund, amounting to £1512 5s.
10d.—and it is acknowledged by all who are ac-
quainteyl with the manner in which passengers on
their arrival here have always been provided for,
that at no time since the Emigrant Bill passed into
a Law, were emigrants hetter provided and done
for, than duriog the three years taken as an exam-
ple. And eounting the expenditure on passengers
since the Bill first passed into a Law to have been
in the same proportion as during the three years
\aken as an example, there should be this day a
balance in favour of the emigrant fund of not less
than £11,450. But, Mr. Editor, in place of a ba-
lance being in favour of the emigrant fund, (as in all
hooesty there should be,from the poor way emigrants
have always heen treated,) we are told that the
emigrant fund last winter was some £2600 in debt.
This is certainly a lamentable state of things —that
British subjects, in the first place, should be taxed
for landing or emigrating into a British Province;
and that the fund originating from such taxation
<hould vot have heen applied to the comfort of the
Fmigrants, as was intended, but should be shame-
fully misspent and put in debt.

Now the way this evil (or, rather, robbery of the
einigrant,) originated, and must continue till the
law is amended, 1s just because the emigrant fund
cannat be upplied by the Governor and Council to
the eomfort and relief of the passengers the year
they arrive in the Province, and the year they most
require assistance or help. The clause already
quoted from the Emigrant Law will iilustrate this,
where you will observe it says, * which sums,”
speaking of the emigrant funds, ' so received shall
ba applied from time to time by grants of the Le-
gislature, towards relieving destitute and diseased
passengers,” &c.  Now il is well known the Le-
gislature does not sit for several months afier the
passengers arrive in the Province, and of course
the money cannot be granted according to the pre-
senl law, when the emigrants land and most re-
quire help. This is where all the evils attending
the emigrant fund originated ; as in the first place
there were no funds on hand when the emigrants
arrived, and at whatever place they became desti-
tute, they had to he supplied from the Parish, or
some one in the Parish, at outrageous charges—
