SECTION V1.—¢ And be it enacted, That at
every such Election, the resident Electors of
such County or City, voling at such Election,
shall poll their votes for such Election at the Poll
which sball be opened for the District, T'own,
Parish, or IWard in which they reside, und at
no other, under a penalty of five pounds curreucy,
to be recovered before any Court of competent
Jurisdiction, with costs of suit, at the suit of the

Our Shipping, in my opinion, are entitled to the
privilege of receiving their stores out of bond, free
of duty, to enable them to compete with the ships
of other cuuntries.
I would oppose the Export Duty on sawed Lum-
ber, as a tax upon the industry of te people, un-
Just in principle, and injurious in eflect.
L would advocate free intercourse with our sister
Colonies, and would oppose restrictions that would
interfore with a mutual and beneficial interchauge
of commodities; al the same time I would stren-
uousiy oppese thal one-sided system of free-trade,
which would admit the produce and manufactures
of the United States, and other countries, iulo our
markets, almost free of duty, while they placed
prehibitory duties upon our articles, thus draining
the Province of its specie, deranging the currency,
injuring our farmers and mechanics, encouraging
foreigners in preference to our own people, and 4n
reality giving to the manufacturers of a foreign
state that bounty which should be graunted to our
own. Experience has proved, in this Province,
that judicious protection to domestic manufactures
has not had the effect of increasing prices to the
consuwmer, while at the same time it has encourag-
ed home industry, created a home markel, which
is at all imes the surest, and prevented a drain of
money out of the coantry. It is by the employ-
ment of farmers and mechanics, and the other pro-
ducing classes in our country, that the traders and
shopkeepers are to find their eustomers —not by our
employing them in other countries. No country
can be in a healthy or prosperous state, while the
imports from abroad cost more than the exports
are able to pay ;—this state of things facts prove
to be the case in this Province.
I would use my utmost endeavours so to act, as
to extend our home trade, snd to promote our fo-
reign commerce, and instead of placing one inter-
est in opposition to the other, which unfortunate-
lv has too much prevailed, endeavor so to Legis-
late as to benefit all.
