Gen. Taylor left Point Isabel on ihe 7th instant,
with 2000 men and 230 wagons loaded with stores
for the fort opposite Matamoras, Ou the Sth,
while marching, came in sight of the Mexican
army, and whenquite near, both armies commenced
firing with their artillery. The Mexicaos. from
7,000 to 10,000 strong, surrounded General Taylor,
tut those on the rear were soon forced to retreat.
The battle commenced at noon, and a constant
roar of cannon was kept up until dark, whea all
was quiet. OQur army slept on the field, in ballle
array, ready for and especting another bard day’s
work ; but'in the morning, seeing nothing of the
Mexicans, Gen. Tagylor sent out Captaln Duancan’s
company, and found they had all left the hattle|
field, save their dead and badly wounded, together|
with three field pieces, which they lelt on the
ground. About 200 were left dead. 2

General Taylor kept his post, and sent in his
wounded 1o Point Isabel. Our kiiled and wounded
were 62 —three officers were wounded, viz.: Major
Ringgold, shot through both legs ; Captain Page,
lower jaw badly shot ; the other name not known.

In the second engagement, 45 Americans were
reported as killed. ~ On the Mexican side the loss
was very considerable, but we were unable 10
ascertain the number.
