When the light on St. John's 
Point was first observed, it was thought to be the 
light of a ship ; but as the Great Britain proceeded, 
it was found to be an intermitiing light. St John's 
Point was referred 10 in the ship's chart, and no 
light being there marked, it was possibly then mis- 
taken for one of the Isle of Man lhighis.— Willmer
