would follow. Al present there was no treasury
order, except in the ecase of Indian corn, and all
operations in the grain trade were in a state of great
uncertainty. Under these circumsiances, he ap-
pealed to Irish members to withdraw their opposi-
tion to the first reading of the bill for the Protection
of Life and Praperty in lreland, and allow i1, on
theirre-assembling, to pass that state, with a reserve
as o its future progress.

A discussion arose, shuared in by Mr. Hawes,
Mr. Smith O'Brien, Mr. Caleb Powell, and Sir
James Graham. and during which Mr. Thomas I)ur)-
combe severely censured the government for their
pertinacity in forcing on the Coercion Bill, thus
placing a stumbling-block 1 the way of the Corn
Bill. “Their conduct had raised doubis in the
minds of the public as to the sincerity of ministers
in their commercial measures. The subject ulti-
mately dropped, and the House adjourned for the
Easter recess.

House or Comaons, April 17 —Mr. D. Browne
wished to know whether the government had re-
ceived any official 1ntelligence respacting the ‘ear-
ful state of parts of the south of Ireland. He al-
luded to the fact more particularly of wagons and
other conveyances loaded with wheat snd flour be-
ing seized by the people in several parts of Ireland.

Sir R. Peel assured the hon. gentleman that
boih his hon. friend (SirJ.Graham) and himself had
received information from time to time, from the
proper authorities, with respect to the oulrages
which had been recently perpetrated in Ireland,
and with respect to the sufferings of the people
from the want of food, caused by the failure of the
potatoe crop.  He must say that these accounts
testified to the strength aad forhearance with which
the peopie bad borne their sufferings (hear). Out-
rages had " been commitied, the perpetrators of
which must be punished —(hear)—and steps had
accordingly been taken by the executive to punish
those concerned in them ; and the hon. gentleman
and the house might rest assured that every means
had been takea to diminish and aliogether suppress
these outrages. With respect to the sufferings of
the people, the government had taken steps, by the
introduction of maize and other food into Ireland,
to alleviate them ; but he could certainly assure him
that the exertions of the government toaccomplish
this would be greatly facilitated, and the people of
Ireiand consequently benefited, by the house pos
sing the corn bili without any unuecessary delay.

THE CORN BILL AND THE CANADAS.—

Well, the time required
hes beeo gained. The news of the intended ea-
croachments on its corn and timbar monopolies
has reached Canada, and Canadu has returned its
answer.

Besides his office of Queen’s Printer,
and having one of the largest printing establish-
ments,in the Metropolis, he was also proprietor
of the United Service Gazette, Chairman of several
Railway Boards, and held shares in an immense
number of gas, water and other public Companies.
He has a splendid Mansion in Carlton Terrace, and
o beautiful country seat, Broom Hall, in Surrey.—
No man was more popular—more business-like in
his habits, or more generally esteemed—and no
one had heretofore heen so fortunate in his ventures
and speculations, until the Railway panic set in.

THE SeAsoN ABRoAD.—The Paris papers speak
of the extraordinary precocity of the present sea-
son, as noticed in Holland. On the 8th of March
the (rees were covered with leaves, the peaches
and apricols in flower, the strawberry vines in the
open air were not only n blossom, but in some
cases had the fruit as Jarge as peas. Green peas
were planted for the second time at Zorlen, heans
sowed 1n January were nine inches high and already
in flower. At Moordrecht, a farmer had sent his
cows to pasture on the 19th of January, when the
grass was sufficiently grown for their nourishment,
and butter had been made from their milk. The
Groningen Gazelte states that the potatoes planted
in the auiumn were in some cases ripe, and at the
market of Hasselt, a large quantity of new potatoes
bad been offered for sale.

Repeal of the Imperial Duty on Flour imported
into the Colonies.—Inreply to a memorial from the
Board of Trade at Montreal, praying that, in con-
sideration of the injury which the’ Memorialists ap-
prehend from the anticipated change in the Corn
Law of'the Mother Country, Her Majesty's Govern-
ment would recommend the repeal of the Provin-
cial Act imposing a local duty of 3s. per quarter on
Foreign Wheat imported into Canada,—that the
Imperial duty of 2s. per barrel on Foreign Flour
brought into the Province may he repealed, and that
Grain, Flour and Meal, of whatever origin, may he
introduced from Canada into the United Kingdom
(ree of duty ; a despatch from Mr. Gladstone, Co-
lonial Minister, addressed to the Earl of Catheart,
under date of the 18t of April, has been laid hefore
the Parliament of Canada, from which the follow-
ing are extracts ;—

“ I have to instruct Your Lordship, to acquaint
the Memorialists that, if Parliament shall adopt the
changes in the Corn Laws of this Country which
have been suhmitted to theirdeliberation, Her Ma-
jesty's Government will regard the local duty of 3s.
on Corn as an exclusively Provincial Questien,and
if the Legislature of Canada shali think it expedi-
ent 1o pass an Act for the repeal of that duty, Her
Mzjesty will not be uadvised 10 disallow the mea-
sure.

“2. You will state to the Memorialists that, ac-
cording 1o the view of Her Majesty’s Governmeut,
any proposal to alter the Imperial duty on Flour im-
poried into Canada should follow and be dependent
gn,but should not precede the abrogation of the 3s.

uty.

©3. That, with respect to their application for
the free iniroduction into this Country of Grain,
Flour and Meal, of whatever origin, Her Majesty's
Government regret that they do no think it entire-
ly compatible with the spirit of the Commerc:al
Trealies between this Country and other Powers,
to revive the system which once prevailed, of al.
lowing the introduction of Goods from Colonies.
at Colonial duties, with reference, not to their
origin, but solely to their place of Export.

MoxTrEAL RArLroap.—We are happy to an-
nounce to our readers that a Convention has been
entered into by the St. Lawrence and Atlantic
Railroad Companies, by which it is agreed that
the St. Lawrence terminus of the road shall be on
a wharf extending to the navigable waters of the
St. Lawrence opposile Montreal, and the Atlantic
terminus shall be on a wharf exteuding to the na-
vigable waters of Portland harbour. The work is
lo be commenced without delay, and to be com-
pleted within a stipulated time.—Port. Adv.

Wasnineron, May 1.—The expectation that
Great Britain will make an offer is now entertain-
ed, from the reason that Congress has given the
Notice the form of an invitation to an amicable ad-
Justment, and hecause the Senate has suspended
action on the Oregon Jurisdiction Bill, after receiv-
ing the Notice, with an assurance from the Presi-
dent of his own wish that the negotiation be re-
sumed in such a manner as to lead to a speedy ad-
ustment; and having knowledge, at the same
time, that no aclts that can be construed into an
aggression or menace will pass Congress. The
British Government will then, it is believed, make
an overture, and a very fair and reasonable one —
one that two-thirds of the Senate will gladly acepi.
That offer will not probably reach this government
till the 20th of June. The British Government
jwell knows that she can expect nothing South of
{Forty-Nine, and that whatever offer she makes,
'must be based on that parallel, or line of division.
[Lam not prepared to say that the Senate will not
[yield the common navigation of the Columbia
River, without limit as to time, but I am certain
the President will not. A treaty may be defeated
on that point, if Greal Britain insist upon it.

In the Senate, on Wednesday, April 29th, Mr.
Jaruagin introduced a joint resolution, setting forth
the Mexican delinquencies, and authorizing the Pre-
sident to appoint Commissioners to sit upon and
determine the ciaims of our citizens upon Mexico.
The preamble to this resolution sets forth the re
peated outrages, permitied by Mexico, upon the
persons and properly of our citizens, through »
long series of years; the repealed endeavors we
had made, in a friendly manner, 1o obitain redress ;
the refusal of Mexico to pay her acknowledged ob-
ligations ; the recent rejection of our Minister, and
of every Iriendly overture, which leaves to our Go-
vernment NOALTERNATIVE BUT TO MAKE A PER-
EMPTORY DEMAND FOR SETTLEMENT.
