Steam Navication.—There is a Government
bill in the House of Commons for the regulution
of steam navigation, and for requiring sea-going
vessels to carry boats. It coutains thirty-one pro-
visions, founded on the preamble, which declares it
lating the construction of sea-going steam-vessels,‘
and for preventing the occurrence of accidents (as

From the 1st of January, sea-going vessels are to
carry boats, the tonnage being 200 tons or more,
and from that day sea-going vessels, the building
of which was commenced after the passing of the
present measure, are to be divided by transverse
water-tight partitions so that the fore part of the ves-
sel, as weil as the after part, may be separated from
the engine room. The Board of Trade is to grant
certificates of the sufficiency and good condition of
steam-vessels, and all accidents are to be reported
to the Board, and the department may appoinl
inspectors to report thereon. It is provided by one
of the provisions, that offences on the high seas are
to be deemed to have been committed at the place
where the offender is found, or into which he may
be brought. The bill is not to extend to Her Ma-
jesty’s ships of war nor to any vessel not being a
British registered vessdl.

Lavsci oF A FLoaTing CHarer, —On Wednes-
day week a floating chapel was launched from the
building-yard of Messrs. John Reid & Co., Port
Glasgow. The hull is constructed of iron, the
church itself being of wood ; and the whole draws
sbout 12 or 13 inches water. The dimensions of
the hull are as follow :—Length, 76 feet; breadth,
23 feet; height, 17 feet. There are two galleries
placed on either side of the building, and the whole
is capable of containing 700 sitters. It is lighted
by three cupolas on the top; and two sleeping
apartments and a vestry are fitted vp on board.—
It will cost, we understand, about £1400.

A MaN Suspenpep sy THE THuMB.—A cor-
respondent at Kingston furnishes us wih the fol-
lowing ;—Mr. Gray, of Providence, one of the
painters on the Congregational Meeting House in
this place, week before last ascended 1o the steeple
1o lake off the vaue for gilding. The ladders
reached the foot of the iron spire on which the
vane turned, 12 to 15 feet above. Mr. Gray as-
cended the iron spire by grasping with his hands
and twisting his legs around the bar of iron, which
did not exceed two and a half inches in diameter,
relying upon the ball, half-way up the spire, to rest
his feet oo, and from which position he could take
the vane off with his right hand.  While he was
in the very act, the ball on which his feet rested
gave way and run down the spire. At this mo-
ment, Mr. Gray was raising the vane over the end
of the spire, as he did so, the spire growing small-
er, made a convenient place for his thumb to keep
the balancer in the gudgeon-bore, when the ball
gave under his feet and he sunk. The vane fall-
10g back with his thumb in the gudgeon-bore, held
him fast, with his feet three or four feet above any-
thing to rest upon. He mnade two or three eflorts
to extricate his thumb but without success, and
alter his sirength was nearly exhausted he called
for help. Hislifenow depended upon the strengih
of his left hand. ‘T'he constermation of the behold-
ers wos greal—some running one way and some
the other to oblain something to release the man
from his perilous situalion, while others turned
away unwilling to witness the catastrophe, which
they apprehended in a few mioutes.

CrARITY.—~The New-York City Tract Society
tecently beld a meeting, at which it was reported
that, wuhn) the last eix months, there had been
distributed in the city, 410,624 Tracts, designed o
counteract the flood of dissipating trash. Seven-
teen city Missionaries had been steadiiy employed
by the Society, aided by 1112 volunteer monthly
visitors ; 671 Bibles and 455 Testaments bad been
given to the destitute; 2850 volumes had been
loaned from the Ward Libraries; 1317 had been
persuaded regularly to atiend church ; and 1206
had been added to the Sabbath Schools.
