Tue Corx Birr.—The third reading of the Corn
3111 has at length passed the House of Commons
by the largest majority which it has yet command-
ed-—ninety-eight.

Before the close of the debate on the Corn Bill.
in the House of Commons on Friday night, Sir Ro-
bert Peel went over the reasons which have led to
the change in his views and policy with respect to
corn and trade. Though ou the subject of protec-
tion to native agriculture he had changed, he gave
a peremptory contradiction (o the allegation that
his present principles of commaercial policy were
at variance with the opinions of his whole political
lifs, and offered an emphatic vindication of the
motives which have actuaied him as a minister.

These are fuvorable views—peaceful inferences
whieh we draw from the recent intelligence. Yet
others are disposed to look more gloomily upon the
position of our foreign relations, both with Eng-
land and Mexico, and to think that that very com-
plication will lead to a general war, either at the
termination of a year, or following it. It is very
evident that if Mr. Polk wishes a war with Eng
land, be can have it ; and bring it on just as easily
as he did with Mexico. We hope for the best.

From THE SEAT oF WaARr.—The New Orleans
papers of the 22d and 23d ult. contain news from
Brazos St. Jago 1o the 19th, . M., received by the
Steamships New-York and Alabama. From this it
appears that nothing of moment had occurred
since our previous advices. Troops continued to
arrive almost daily at Point Isabel. Colonel
Wilson, with four companies of regulars and three
of Alabama volunteers, had crossed to the Mexi-
can side of the river, and marched to Barita, a
small town on the right baok of the Rio Grande, 8
miles from its mouth, of which they had taken
possession without opposition. = It was believed
that some fortifications were to be erected there.
A detachment from the Squadron had gone up the
river to co-operate with the land forces. It was un-
derstood at Poiut Isabel that Gen. Taylor intend-
ed crossing over to attack Matamoras on the (3th.
Early in the morning of that day a few cannon
were heard at Point Isabel, but nothing like a can-
nonading, and 1t was generally believed that our
troops had taken Marlamoras without opposition.
There was a rumor that the Mexican army had re-
tired to San Fernando, some thirty leaguesinterior.
The Mexicans are reported to have lost 100 men
in crossing the river, after the battle of the ninth,
and many of their wounded ure said to have died
through neglect. T'he reports from our own
wounded men are not altogether favorable. The
hospital at Point Isabel contained 53 wounded offi-
cers and soldiers. Some of these are terribly mu-
tilated. Col. Mclntosh, 5th Infantry, was pierced
through the 1nouth with a bayonet, aud shot in
three places. Col. Payue, Inspector General, shot
in the bip. Capt. Page, 4th Infantry, lower jaw,
part of 1he tongue and upper teeth entirely shot
away—he is suffering dreadfully. Capt. Hooe,5th
[nfantry, night arm shot ofl’ ahove the elbow. Lt.
Gates, 8th Infantry, right arm broken, and shot in
the left hand. Lieat. Jordan, Sth Infantry,shot and
bayoneted in several places. Lieut.Luther, 2d Ar-
tillery, lower hip shot off.  These sufferers are ex-
pected to recover, though it must be as the reward
of great care. Of the common soldiers, it is report-
ed that many who were most severely wounded are
dying. This is attributed partly 1o the heat and
partly to the poisenous nature of the copper shot
used by the Mexicans. :
