of Laws of that character, for it is a part of this
‘Constitution that no Law can be passed without
the concurrence of the Governor, or become perma-
nent witheut the confirmation of the Crown, and
neither the Crown nor the Governor can be expec-
ted to co-operate in the enactment of Laws ineon-
sistent with the principles by which the whole Em-
pire is regulated. : ;
The Acts of the Imperial Legislature of late
ears, affecting this in common with the other Co-
onies, have arisen almost wholly from the convic-
tion that the great measure of Emancipation and
Freedom, granted to hundreds of thousands, and
eventually to countless millions of our fellow orea-
tures, was a work that could only be effectually,
speedily, and uniformly accomplished by the inter-
osition of the Imperial Legislature. ~ Henee there
ﬁas been a greater degree of direct legislation for
the Colonies, and of urgency on the local Legisla-
tares by their respective Governors, than could pro-
bably, under ary other circumstances, bave taken
place; but that great measure having been accom-

lished, there is no reason to expect further inter-
erence, unless our local legislation should tend to
eounteract or retard the full accomplishment of the
benefits of emancipation and freedom.

You must be senaible, from the conduct of the
Imperial Legislature on that great question for a
long series of years, that our proceedings in legis-
lating for this Island, with reference to the change
that has been produced in the relations between
the landed proprietors and the agricultural labour-
ers, will be watched with attention and anxiety,
and will bring down on us that interference to which
we object, if our measures be not in manifest confor-
mity with the principles which have worked out
that change in our internal Constitution. Isee no
reason to suppose that you will give cause for such
interference, and none therefore to anticipate its oc-
currence. I cannot promise that the Imperal Par-
liament will not exercise its paramount authority,
whenever it sees fit to do so; but I can assure you,
that it has no desire without necessity, and is anxi-
ous to avoid interference, and to limit its exercise,
when unavoidable, within the narrowest bounds
compatible with the due protection of all classes of
the community in this Island. It isin your power,
I trust, to prevent any emergency that would re-
quire or justify such interposition. We have only
to legislate for the Island according to the spirit of
the age, and on the prineiple of the perfect and
equal freedom of every class of its inhabitants.

Nat only the eyes of our own couniry, but those
of all the world are upon us; and the 1nterests of
humanity, as well as the reputation of Jamaica are
involved in onr proceedings. The entire abolition
of slavery—the perfect establishment of freedom,
which was regarded by our country as an indispen-
sable duty to be performed at any cost, is watched
in its operations, as an interesting experiment, and
by its result in this the most wealthy and most
populous country in which it has been effected by
the voluntary act of the state, their future conduct
with regard to the same question will grobably be
regarded.

The
Residert, supported by the 8th Regt. of Native In-
antry, one company of Her Majesty’s 41st Koot,
and the flank companies of the 21stand 25th Regi-
ments of Native &nfamry, proceeded about day-
break to the palace of the Rajah and arrested his
highness, who surrendered himself at once, and
was sent under an escort to a village, about seven
miles from Sattara, and ubout eight o’clock the
same morning, Appa Sahib, the ex- Rajah’s brother,
was proclaimed his successor.

The town of Ghizney, a place said to be one of
the strongest in Asia, “defended by a garrison of
3500 of the bravest Affghans, and commanded by a
son of the ex-King of "Cabul, had fallen into the
hands of the English, on the 23d July, after three
hours’ severe fighting. Five hundred Affehans
were killed,—the remaining 3600, with their Com-
mander, were made prisoners. The English loss
was 191 men hors de combat.

Dost Mahomed, who, upon hearing of the fate of|
Ghizney, had sallied out with 13,000 men, had like-
wise met with defeat, and was obliged to fly with
only 300 men, abandoning his artillery, ammuni-
tion, &c. The English army immediately advanc-
ed on Cabul, and on the 4th of August took posses-
sion of that City, into which the Sehah Suja made
his solemn eutry on the 7th, accompanied, by the
British Minister, the General commanding the ar-
my, and a numerous staff.

T'wo new expeditions were contemplated and in
preparation,—the one against Saudpore, the other
against Kurnaul. The success of the British army
in Affghanistan, the preparations for attacking the
two cities just mentioned, and the recent deposi-
tion of the Rajah of Sattara, will render more ma-
nageable and mild the most untractable enemies.

Yarmouih, Nov. 22.— Less of the schooner Yar-
mouth Packet.—We regret to announce the wreck
of this fine packet. She sailed from St. John on
Saturday morning last, and at four o’clock in the
afternoon, about three miles from Long Island, the
wind blowing fresh on shore, the head of her fore-
mast was carried away, which rendered her unma-
nageable. She was driven near the shore, when
both anchors were let go.

with great difficulty and peril succeeded in effect-
ing a landing at a small ereek upwards of a mile
off, to which they were urged by the humane inha-
bitants of the Island, who walked along the shore
to direct the way. At low water the schooner
struck the rocks and filled. By the assistance of
some of the inhabitants, ef whom Captain Tooker
speaks in the mghest termns of gratitude, the ves-
sel was got into the Passage, and the greater part
of her cargo and materials saved. The letter bag
was lost.—There was no insurance on the vessel.
