We have seen times when 2and 3
per cent. a month has been paid, but now 4 and 5
per cent has been given. 'Theman who is in debt,
and obliged to meet his engagements and his notes
not matured, is forced to make the most ruinous
sacrifices, such as must prove most destructivelto
his property. Our City Banks have taken a stand
lo pay specie,—every nole therefore must be paid
in that which is equivalent to specie. ~ All points
South of Philadelphia have suspended. The mil-
lions theretore due from thence must be melted
into gold and silver,a process most appalling. Our
Banks to sustain themselves, can afford no relief.
As yet the merchants have stood very well. They
are now meeting to see if some plan caunot be en-
tered into for relief. The prospect is faint, and it
is impossible to predict the fate of things even for
ten days te come—appearances are so threatening.
It would not be surprising if a most unfortunate
state of things should occur within that period.

Seecre.—The export by the Liverpool Steamer
was about half a million. The week previous it
was a full million. A larger amount would have
been shipped, had it not been for the difficulty of
getting insurance, Our offices, combined, can only
take short of three hundred thousand dollars by
any steamer—consequently the shipper has to re-
sort to other cities for insurance, where the premi-
um is higher. There is a decided preference to
send specie to bills, from the anticipation that the
Bank of England may suspend, in which case
there would be a considerable gain.  Besides the
call for export, there is a constant drain on our
hanks from all directions ; and besides this, there
is also a demand by the industrious classes, who,
losing confidence in all Banks, hoard specie. ~ All
silver bears a premiumn of 1 to 2 per cent. and
even higher, while gold bears only a trifling pre-
mium of 3 per cent.
