If the ahove measure should
be adopted by the Corporate Body, the petitioners
were of opinion, that the Company could not only
carry out to the full thejr operations, but would
much prefer such an arrangement, to any positive
sale of their stock at this time. It would require
no outlay of funds by the Corporation; it would
give them the same controul over the Water Com-
pany’s arrangements, which the Act intended;
while, at the same time, it would shelter them
from much labour. That the Petitioners and their
compeers, claiming no thanks for having been the
humble means of saving the City from destruction,
in Angust last, (a duty which (szolved on  them,
from the City baving declined to introduce water.)
they had only required, for the surzender of their
Charter, the money they had expended and its in-
terest. That, in making such an offer, the petition-
ors were perfectly saligfed, that the Company
would be yielding up W fature source of great
wealth to the City; wlyle, at the same time,
means would be nlfordc:’ of speedily conveying
health and safety to every corner of it.” They con-
sequently hoped ‘the Corporate Body would recon-
sider their offer, and either comply with the
suggestion above stated, or give the interest on the
outlay; so that there might be no doubt, when the
Stockholders next met. That the sums received
by the Water Company, on forfeited stock,—as in-
terest on instalments due by individuals,—as a
gift,—and for water supply, would pay half the in-
terest required ; and all those sums would, of]
course, be conveyed to the City, on any transfer of]
the interests thus yielded. "For these reasons,
they hoped for a re-consideration of the premises ;
and as in duty bound, &c. &c.”’

The second paper was a copy of an official let-
ter, from the Garrison Board of Respective Officers,
stating their intention to recommend to the Board
of Ordnance, the acceptance, for aterm of five
years, of the proposals of the Water Company, to
afford to the troops in garrison in St. John, an un-
limited supply of water, for £250 per annum ; and
a further charge of 10s. currency per annum for

The Board then adjourned. to 2, ». 1. on Mon-
day next.
