Flires in Germany.—The town of Baja. one of
the most flourishing of the Barnat, situate upon the
Danube, was almost totally destroyed by fire on the
Ist of May. Baja was one of those places whose
rapid growth testified the ra pidly increasing pros-
perity of Lower Hungary. il counted 16,000 inha-
bitants, and 2000 houses, of which 1700 are con-
sumed. The number of fires is very remarkable,
and it is probably occasioned by the dryness of the.
shingle roofs, which are so common in Germany,
and which, warping in the sun’s heat, catch the
flying sparks with ease. Thus the town of Inden-
burgh in Styria, Pforzheim in the Grand Duchy of]
Baden, Kremman, near Berlin and Sondheim, on
the Rhon Mountains, have within a few days been
destroyed by fire.

Alderman Vanhorne replied, that it was not a
thing for the Corporation to do at all; it was a
state question altogether ; it was all nonsense.

Mr. Coram was decidedly of the same opinion.
It was not in the power of the Corporation to coin
money of any kin(‘ ; not even shin-plasters ; it was
all illegal. " These petitioners were iuterfering in
a matter that they had no business with ; they had
issued the most  extraordinary hand-bill he had
ever seen, which they had no right to issue at all.
But these very parties took good care of them-
selves; they had taken care to pay off their men
on Saturday night, with these bad coppers ; and
then, on Monday morning, they issued their hand-
bil], and refused to take back the same coppers at
their stores, in payment for goods. They would
not let the poor people purchase their groceries,
with the same coppers they had paid them, unless
they passed themat half-price. A poor man want.
ed to buy a barrel of Rye Flour of one of them,
and he found he must pay twice the gmount of the
price, in bad coppers, or else he could not get it.—
(Alderman Porler an several others— Name the
parties ; name them, name them.”] He should
name nobody; but that was the way they acted ;

for it; and in case of disagreement as to the terms,
could demand its setilement by arbitration. On
the whole, the inadequacy of” the present agree-
ment between the Company and Mr. Gilbert was
not snch, as would tend 10 prevent the Corpora-
tion from completing so highly important a public
benefit, as the arrangement for the purchase of the
Company’s property ; and at any rate, even should
the agreement with Mr. Gilbert fail, the supply of
water might be obtained from other sources ; and
the expenses thereof be assessed on the public.
