The singular fortunes of the family of Saxe Co-
burg are the extraordinary and wonderful incidents
of this age.—The domnain of Coburg, the patrimo-
nial estate of the present dulke, the eldest of the
family and brother of Leopold, was a very small
principality. %he net revenue did not exceed
£700 per anrum. Of course, upon such an income
the family pride was difficult to support, and the
means of education for the younger branches ex-
tremely restricted. On account of the smallness
of the means, none of the family could venture an
appearance at the Conrt, at Vienna, save the duke,
und he rarely. 'The portion of the inheritance of
Gotha-Altenburg, which came to him, greatly im-
proved his standing, and extended his possessions,
an inheritance, which, perhaps, would not so readi-
ly have heen conceded to him but from the power-
ful alliance and countenance of this country through
Leopold. The territory of Coburg and Gotha may
be estimated to contain together 160,000 souls.—
The revenue is stated at £100,000 per annum ;
from which bhas to be deducted the intezest of the
debt or mortgage upon the property, amounting to
£464,000, which, taking the rate at six per cent.,
not a high rate for Germany, will be an annual
charge of £27,840.—The duchy is rated to furnish
a contingent of 800 men to the Germanic Confed-
eration.

Meanwhile,
the Russian Government contended that none had
been kept in confinement excepting a few persons
who had been justly condemned by the tribunals
for crimes.

1840.

Sir,—According to the conversation between us
of yesterday, I beg leave to state that, from my ex-
perience 1n navigating the Bay of Fundy, I should
not cousider it safe to run forany harbour between
Digby and Blomidon in the winter months, either
in a steamboat or sailing vessel, with the wind on
shore. That the ice in this Bay, after the middle
of January, frequently drifts from off the shore of
this Province, and lodges on the Nova Scotia coast,
from Dighy entrance upwards, so as to impede, or
indeed in many cases totally to obstruct the navi-
gation for various periods, and thatno constant
carrying of mazl assengers could be depended
upon by thatline. Also, Iam well acquainted with
the navigation of the Annapolis River, from Digby
Gut upwards to Annapolis Royal, and assure you,
that on many occasions no en(rance could be had
into Bear River, on account of the ice made at and
around its entrance, and that such obstruction is
apt to continue even for weeks; besides the fact
that at low water, there is no chance for a sea-going
steamer entering Bear River, as there is no depth
to enable her to do so. I remnain, Sir, your most
obedient servant, (Signed) Tiuosas ReED.

It will be pereeived that
two companies of British troops have actually been
marched into the disputed territory, and stationed
at the Temiscouata Lake, where it is well known
extensive barracks had been previously erected.—
This is clearly a violation of the spirit of the ar-
rangement entered into between the Lieut. Gover-
nor of New-Brunswick and myself, in March last,
though the orders have been issued by the Gover-
nor of Lower Canada. I submitalso, whether the
contingency, contemplated by the Act of Congress
of March 3, 1839, has not occurred—whether the
facts do not clearly show an invasion of the State
of Maine, which the Executive Government of the
United States, under the directions of the Act afore-
said, as well as under the obligations of the Con-
stitution, 1s bound to repel. ;
I may add, that I am well informed that the Bri-
tish government is also erecting barracks upon hoth
sides of the St. John, near the mouth of the Mada-
waslca river, and that troops are concentrating at
Grand Falls.—Under all these circumstances, I
deem it to be my duty to call-upon the government
of the United States for that protection of this State
from invasion, guaranteed to her in the Constitution.
