Col. Herring and one of the native officers
were killed —the two sepoys escaped—and the oth-
er officer, Captain Rbind, was severely wounded.
Many similar murders are said to have been com-
mitted.

The Clerl then commenced reading the despatch-
es, the most important of which was one addressed
to the Lieut.-Governor of Nova-Secotia by the Mar-
quis of Normanby, which
contained in the last Session’s Address of the House
of Assembly to the Throne. It stated that the ex-
pression of regret in that Address that the Colonial
Secretary (then Lord Glenelg) had abandoned the
position he had taken in his despatchof the previous
year must have proceeded from a misunderstanding
of the wording of the despatch of 1833 ; and it gave
the Marquis’s opinien that instead of having aban-
doned his views, Lord Glenelg had intimated his
determination to carry them most effectually into
operation. Thedespatch conceded nothing respect-
ing the Civil List, but insisted that until the House
of Assembly should appropriate the sum previous-
ly required for that service, Her Majesty would
continue to apply to the payment of the public offi-
cers the Casual and Territorial Revenues raised in
the Colony.
Respecting the question of the Councils, the de-
spatch stated that the Marquis of Normanby had
adopted the views of Lord Glenelg as expressed in
his despatches of the 30th April and the 31st Octo-
ber, 1837. He declined acceding to the wishes of
{the Assembly to re-construet the Councils ; but re-
‘commerided the Lieutenant Grovernor to offer seats
in the Executive Council to the leading membhers
‘of the House of Assembly when fitting oppor-
tunities offered.

Tue Queen’s Huseaxp.-—“ What is the
Queen’s husband ?—his rank—his power—his re-
venue 7 These inquiries are easily answered : —
he has no rank except what his wife may give
him—no constitutional power whatever—and his
revenue depends on the liberality of Parhament.
