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DEBATE ON MR. PICKENS’ REPORT.

After the Clerk had finished reading the report,
Mr. Pickens moved that it be laid on the table and
printed. Whether this was intended by the mover
to stifle debate or not, is not known. _But there
could have heen no discussion, according to the
rules of the House, if a division of the motion had
not been called for—the motion lo print being a
debhateable one. 3 .

Mr. Granger of New-York, (one of the Commit-
tee on Foreizn Relations, and who is reported to
have been selected for Postmaster General under
President Harrison,) said he considered the report,
if adopted and acted upon by the House, as ap-

roaching very near to a declaration of war, if the
Y’rilish Government should choose so to consider
it. It had only been adopted by the casting vote
of the chairman of the committtee, (Mr. Pickens,)
and it had travelled unnecessarily and unjustifiably
out of its way to speak of matiers that the com-
mittee had no right to consider. What right, said
he, has the report to take inlo consideration the
subject of seizures by Great Britain on the high
seas, or its claims to a right of search? Then,
too, what could the committee expect to gain by
makiog out, as it endeavoured to do, Great Britain
the greatest nation on the 1:1Fc of the c'.\rlh., or dis-
paraging our own nation? The report, he insisted,
was calculated to do no good. It wasa war re-
port. It was calculated to inflame and excite bad
passions and [eelings in both nations, by throwing
abroad the impression that the Government was
disposed to press an issue, and bring things pre-
maturely to a cr The report was neither re-
qaired Ly the honour nor by the dignity of the na-
tion. It was unwise, uncailed for, premature and
ill-timed. McLeod was in the hands of the sove-
reizn state of New-York. He would have a fair
and impartial teial. If found guilty, then let the
laws be executed. New York, in that case, would
stand prepared to abide the consequences of his
execulion ; and the country, if need le, _\\'ould then
be bound to sustain her in her quarrel, ifany thing
should occur to render it necessary. Then it would
be time enough to bring up in her behalf all these
fine, patriotic feelings, and to enlist in her support
her sister states. But he now protested most
strongly against exciting and inflaming the public
mind upon a matter relative to which it was already
so much excited that there was reason to apprehend
thiat the unfortunate man who was about to have
his trial for his supposed agency in the outrage,
might not have that impartiality so indispensalle
to the cause of justice, as well as so necegsary (o a
prevention of difficulties arising from his punish-
ment.—Mr. Granger, in conclusion, said, that
nothing, in reference to MeLeod, bad been submit-
ted to the committee. That was a matter which
did not concern either the House or the Commit-
tee. It Lelonged to the Executive Department

Mr. Pickens replied with much warmth. He
zaid that he attached peculiar importance to the
remarks of the gentleman from New-York, because
he undoubtedly spoke by authority. He then went
on ta try to prove that his report was nota war
report, liecause he seemeil to think war less likely
to be the consequence, if we only assumed a bold
tone on the subject ; and that if we only bragged
pretty loud, we should frighten Great Britain into
acquiescence. He was horror-struck at the idea
of the McTLeod affair being Executive business.—
He said he repelled the idea. He said he was
particularly sorprised at the quarter from which
these remarks {\)acl come, when he remembered
how different had been the tone of the gentleman
from New-York, on the same subject, not many
months ago.

Mr. Adams (ex-President,) followed at consider-
able length. We wished the report to be re-com-
mitted, that it might be amended. As toiits heing
a conciliatory report, he (Mr. A.) thought the peo-
ple would form a different opinion of it. What
was the meaning of the dissertation on the ambi-
tion and the grasping spirit of Great Britain 7—
Were such charges generally received by nations
as Leing of a friendly character 2 Supposing the
charges to be true, was it conciliatory or courte-
ous to array them here ?

He trusted that reither in France
nor in this country would it be thought that the
people for one instant felt indifferent to ihe evil of]
a war. On the contrary, but one feeling prevailed
among the middle and lower classes upon the sub-
ject, and it was only the confidence the country
entertained that the present ministers were the
friends of peace, which had prevented a general
demonstration of its opinion. Krance bad, inceed,
had reason to complain of want of courtesy, at
least, upon the occasion of the treaty of London ;
but he trusted that, in spite of those who wished
to excite her to war, the natural good sense of the
['rench people, their high spirit, and their con-
sciousness of power, met as it had been with an
amicable spirit on this side the Channel, would
prevent any measure which would endanger the
alliance between the two countries.

Lord Melbourne had never expected that the po-
y which this government had pursned, bold and
rdous as it had been, would meet at once with
their lordships’ approbation. He trusted, however,
that when the whole of the negotiations were laid
before the house, they would arrive at the conclu-
sion, that the case had been one for the exercise
of a great and prudent policy, and that the course
which had been adopted was the best for the pre-
servation of the peace of Europe. He felt, more-
over, perfectly satisfied that the documents he
mentioned would prove that there had been no
want of courtesy which could wound the sensibili-
Ly of the most irntable nation. His lovdship then
proceeded to answer the several points in Lord
Brougham’s speech, and concluded by expressing
1is satisfaction at the apparesit unanimity of both
parties on this important question.

The Duke of Wellington, after complimenting
the noble mover 2:ud seconder of the address upon
the talent for debate which they had displayed, ex-
pressed his approval of the course of foreign policy
which had been adopted. He had long viewed
with anxiety the dangers that were Jikely to result
fromn the state of affairs in the Levant, and he re-
joiced to think that those dangers would now be
averted, and that France would join with the other
powers in carrying out measures to secure the con-
tinuance of peace. He had heard a great deal of
the alliance between England and France, but he
kuew of nothing more than a professed understand-
ing when consulting on points of general interest
to Burope. The two countries had [requently acted
in concert, but they had also frequently acted
otherwise, and without either taking offence at the
course the other might think proper to pursue.—
As to the late negotiations, he bad attended care-
fully to the whole course of proceceding, but he
could disccver nothing which France could con-
strue into a cause of offence—he saw nothing upon
which a difference with France could be grounded,
nor could he discover any fault which had been
committed on our part. He did not think that the
charges which a noble lord (Brougham) bad
brought against Russia were sufficiently made
out, nor could he assent to the motives which had
jeen ascribed to that power. With respect to
what had been said as regarded the exeitement
which was stated to prevail in this country for the
preservation of the peace of Europe, he would say,
for the satisfaction of the noble lords near him,
who, perhaps, had not the same opportunities for
information which he had, that neither his noble
and learned friend, (Lord Brougham,) nor any other
man living, had done half so much as the individu-
al who addressed themn for the maintenance of
peace, and, ahove all, for the adjustment of any
|question in which the honour of Krance, and her
position amongst the powers of Europe, were more
immediately connected.  He had acted with that
view under the instruction of the government with
which he had been connected since 1814, up to the
last moment m which he had the honour to be
employed in the service of his king. He had done
everything in his power, not only to preserve the
peace of Europe, and cement a good understanding
between this country and France, but also to place
France, where she ought to be, in the couneils of
Europe, for he felt convinced, that if France were
not so placed, there could be no well-founded hope
for the peace of Europe, or for a just and sound
decision upon any subject of general Europeun_?ov
licy. He trusted that France would be reconciled
to the arrangements that had been made in the
Eastern question, and nothing would give him
greater satisfaction, than to see her, as a conse-
quence, restored to the place she ought to hold
among the nations of Europe.

After a few observations from Lord Brougham,
expressive of the satisfaction he felt in having eli-
cited from the noble duke a speech which had ren

dered the greatest possible service to the cause of
peace, the address was agreed to, and their lord
ships adjourned.

(Weekly ave-
rage, 1833-9-40, males, 475 ; females, 451.) 540
persons died of small-pox, in the eight weeks end-
ing January 15th ; six had previously had an at-
tack of natural small-pox ; four had been inoculat-
ed for small-pox ; eighty had been vaccinated ;
and 448 had not been vaccinated.

FacrMouTH, Jan. 8.—DREADFUL SHIPWRECK.—
Loss of the Steamer Thames.— Intelligence has
just been received of the melancholy loss, on Mon-
day morning, during a violent snow-storm, of the
London and Dublin Company’s steamer Thames.
on her voyage from Dublin to London, on the south
west rocks of the Scilly Islands, and all on board,
consisting of from sixty to seventy persons, drown-
ed, with the exception” of a lady passenger, two
stewardesses, and one man.  When the vessel was
discovered in her perilous situation by the island-
ers, their boats were aground, but with great efforts
they succeeded in launching a whgle-boat through
the breakers, and getting under the stern of the
Thames. The commarder, Capt. Gray, insisted
on the females being first hoisted therein, and, un-
fortunately, as soon as a lady and two stewardess-
es had heen placed there, the boat broke adrift, and
drove off the land. This ‘as perceived by a sail-
ing-boat, which took her in tow, and succeeded,
with great risk, in towing her to the shore in safety.
By this time the wind increased almost 10 a hurri-
cane, which rendered it impossible for any other
boat to approach the vessel. Captain Gray then
formied a raft, on which a great many of the crew
got, but it was almost immediately dashed against
the rocks, and all the poor fellows thereon met a
watery grave, with the exception of one man, who
was miraculously thrown on a perpendicular rock,
where he remained till the following day, when he
was rescued in an exhausted state. The vessel
became a complere wreck, and the remainder of the
crew perished. Very little of the cargo is saved.

ArR1vaL oF THE FEBRUARY MATL.—The Royal
Mail Steamer Britannia, arrived at Halifax on
Saturday morning last, in fifteen days and a half
from Liverpool—being the longest passage that
lias yet been made by any of the Cunard steamers
—having encountered a prevalence of strong North-
west winds and squally, which retarded her pro-
gress so much that it was only on three occasions
she accomplished more than 200 miles per day.—
She brought out eighty passengers, seventy-five of
whom, with eighteen who joined at Halifax, pro-
ceeded in the steamer to Boston at one o'clock on
Saturday.

The Despatches for the Governor General and
His Excellency Sir Jobn Harvey, (which come in
separale bags,) were forwarded immediately on the
arrival of the steamer. The Mails for Canada,
Fredericton and Saint John, having to be sorted
and made up, were despatched on Sunday morn-
ing, and arrived at Amherst, (120 miles from Ha-
lifax,) on Monday evening at nine o'clock. The
Mail for this City reached the Post Office at half-
past eight o'clock on Tuesday evening.—Unless
the Mails are made up in Liverpool for St. John,
a delay must necessanly take place at Halifax.

We have received our usnal files of British jour-
nals to the 4th instant. The general intelligence,
although nearly a month Iater than our previous
advices, is not of much importance. The Parlia-
mentary session was opened by Het Majesty in
person on the 26th of January : the Speech deliver-
ed on the occasion, which will be found in another
column, contains even less than the usual amount
of information contained in similar documents.

Trade seemed to be quite brisk, considering the
season of the year.—Ships and Timber, the staple
commodities of New-Brunswick, we are glad to
learn, werg on the advance. Pine Timber, of
large average, was quoted at 21d. to 22d..per foot,
at Liverpool on the Ist February, with a fair pros-
pect that improved rates would be maintained.—
The late low rate of Deals and Planks appears
to have g-eatly increased the consumption, and
prices have accordingly rallied, in the Liverpool
market ; Planks, of common quality, were worth
24d. per foot ; best Spruce, 24d., and best yellow
Planks, 3d. per foot of 2 inches. Good quality
Birch Timber was also in demand, at fair prices.
Pitch Pine is quoted as being scarce, and the price
to have advanced to 2s. 8d. per foot. The de-
mand, however, at Liverpool, Was not large.

The cold was very severe, throughout Europe,
during the month of December and the greater
part of January, and great quantities of snow had
fallen. Great destruction of property, with loss
of life, had taken place by the.sudden thaws and
breaking up of the ice ; the Shipping Gazelte says
the damage done to the shipping, at Hull, many
of which were sunk, was considered to be from
£100,000 to £120,000.

The John Bull states that the lending bet at the
Clubs was, that there would be two Royal chris-
tenings within the year.

It is said that some important modifications in
the Customs daties will be attempted in the pre-
sent session of Parliament. An assimilation of
the duties on similar products of the East and
West Indies, is contemplated.

There is nothing later from China than was pre-
viously known.

The Turco-Egyptian difficulties appear to have
been satisfactorily arranged. The Paris Monileur
of the 1st Feb. officially announces Mehemet Ali’s
unconditional surrender of the Turkish fleet to Ad-
miral Walker on the 14th ult. On the [2th a
steamer left Constantinople, having a Turkish of-
ficer on board, bearing the Imperial Firman con-
ferring upon Mehemet Ali the hereditary Pachalic
of Egypt. p

Despatches from Adnﬁl Stopford containing
similar information to the #bove, were said to have
been received by the British Government on the 3d.
The funds rnl?ied slightly in consequence, and
Consols almost touched 90.

The difference between Spain and Portugal was
considered as arranged, they having agreed to the
mediztion of England.

An insurrection had broken out in Switzerland,
which does not appear to have been entirely sub-
dued at the latest dates. Some political disputes
in the districts of Soleura and Argoria, are stated
to have been the cause.

Scott, the American diver, who has heen per-
forming his feats in London for some time past,
came to an untimely end on the 11th January.—
Prepuratory to the performance of a diving feat
from Waterloo Bridge, he had been amusing the
multiiude by the display of feats of agility, and
among others by a mock execution, in which he
played the part of the crimmal. He was in the
habit of passing the noose of the rope round his
chin, and swinging himself off, but happening to
slip it too low, the wretched man was hanged in
earnest before he could be cut down.

The steam ship Caledonia arnved at Liverpool
on Saturday the 18th ult. afier a passageof 11 days
and 18 hours. The Mail, 1t is said, was the larg-
est ever landed in tHat port, consisting of about 60
bags of letters and newspapers. She had fine wea-
ther until the 15th, when she reached the Channel
where she experienced a very severe gale. A sea-
man by the name of M’Leland was unfortunately
washed overboard during the diseharge of his duty.

CaNAL Torrs.—While the subject of a Canal
to connect the waters of the Bay of Fundy with
those of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, is under consi-
deration, and while there are but few who are not
convinced of the practicability as well as the value,
in a national point of view, of the proposed work,
there are many who are of opinion that the income
to be derived from the undertaking would be small
indeed. During the prevulence of similar views,
and with much opposition, we believe, the Welland
Caval in Upper Canada was undertaken some
years since ; yet it has not only been found highly
heneficial to trade and commerce, but the amount
received for tolls bas largely increased annually,
until the receipts of 1840 have more than trebled
those of 1837, as will be seen hy the subjoined ex-
tract, which we transcribe from the official report
of the Board of Directors:—

In 1837 the amonnt received for tolls was £6461
4s. 4d. ; in 1838, £8673 3s. 10d. ; in 1839, £12,835
0s. 9d.; and in 1840, £20,341 2s. 11d.— In 1837,
the number of schooners that passed through the
canal was 718, of 80,697 tons burthen; in 1838, 769
schooners, of 95,397 tons; in 1339, 1169 schooners,
of 147,327 tons ; and in 1840, 1971 schooners, of|
215,984 tons.

With such facts before us, we think no time
should be lost in setting about the Bay Verte Ca-
nal; as should Great Britain unfortunately be
forced into a war with the United States, its advan-
tages both commercially and nationally, would
then be incalculable.
