The effect of the news upon the manufacturing
interests in this eountry, will be so far favourable, |
as it must tend to alleviate their apprehensions of
a hostile interruption of commercial relations be-
tween this country and the United States; but in
the disturbed state of the American finances, and
the general derangement of their currency, it is
not to be expected that orders for the American
markets will be exccuted largely or with great
alacrity.—Morning Herald.
