ﬁlc steamboat Caroline, in the month of December,
1837 ; in respect to which you state that you feel
it your duty to call upon the Government of the
United States to take prompt and effectual steps
for the liberation of Mr. M’Leod, and to prevent
others of the subjects of Her Majesty, the Queen
of Great Britain, from being persecuted or molest-
ed in a similar manner, for the future.

This demand, with the grounds upon which it is
made, has been duly considercd by the President,
with a sincere desire to give it such areply as will
not only maunifest a proper regard for the character
and rights of the United States, but, at the same
time, tend to preserve the amicable relations which,
so advantageously for both, subsist between this
country and Eagland.  Of the reality of this dis-
position, and of the uniformity with which it has
been evinced in the many delicate and difficult
questions which have arisen between the two coun-
tries in the last few years, no one can be more con-|
vinced than yourself. Itis, then, with unfeigned
regret that the President finds himself unahle to]
recoguise the validity of a demand, a compliance
with which you deem so material to the preserva-
tion of the good understanding which has been
hitherto manifested between the two countries.

The jurisdiction of the several states which con-
stitute the Union is, within its appropriate sphere, |
perfectly independent of the Federal Government. |
The offence with which Mr. M’Leod is charged,
was committed within the territory, and against
the laws and citizens of the State of New-Yorl,
und is one that comes clearly within the competen-
cy of ker tribunals. Tt doesnot, therefore, present
an occasion where, under the constitution and laws
of the Union, the interposition called for would be
proper, or for which a warract can be found in the
powers with which the Federal Executive is in-
vested. Ner would the circumstances to which
you have referred, or the reasons you have urged,
Justify the exertion of such a power, il it existed.
‘The transaction out of which the question arises
presents the case of a most unjustifiable invasion,
1n time of peace, ofa portion of the territory of the
United States, by a band of armed men from the
adjacent territory of Canada, the forcible capture
by them within our own waters, and the subse-

lified, through an unfortunate misapprehension, as
I believe, of the facts, with the appellation of out-
rage or of murder.

burnt.  Full evidence of that outrage has been pre-
sented to Her Majesty’s Government with a de-
mand for redress, and of course no discussion of’
the circumstances here can be either useful or pro-
per,nor can I suppose it to be your desire toinvite
it. I take leave of the subject with this single re-
mark, that the opinion so strongly expressed by you
on the facts and principles involved in the demand
for reparation on Her Majesty’s Government by the
United States would hardly have been hazarded,
had you been possessed of the carefully collected
testimony which has been presented to your Go-
vernment in support of that der
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On the communication of tha first part of this
correspoudence soitl¢ excitement was displayed in
the TYouse of Representatives. Mr. Alford, of
Georgia, assailed the Administration with much
spirit, “for its pusillanimous policy in relation to
Great DBritain, and commended the Seeretary of
State for the able and dignified manner in which
he has defended the rights of the Empire State of
New-York.

Mr. Holmes, of South Carolina, expressed his
gratification that the gentleman from Georgia
should find anything to approve in the conduct of;
the present administration. He wished to koow,
however, if his remarls were to le received as in-
dicating the policy of the new administration ;
