Tae Bouxnanry Question.—Sir R. Peel wish-
ed 1o ask the noble lord (Lord Palmerston) what
the precise state of our relations with the Govern-
ment of the United States of America were in re-
gard to the dispute relative to the north-castern
boundary. He did not wish, of course, to pro-
voke discassion, or to ask prematurely for inforina-
tion. A report had recently been published by
two commissioners who had been appointed by
ghe Government of this country to inquire into the
subject relative to the boundary line between the
State of Maine and the Province of New-Bruns-
wicek, and he wished to know whether, since that
time, any steps had been taken in concert by the
Government of the United States and the British
(iovernment to put an end 1o that long litizated
question. :

Viscount Palmerston said the British Govern-
ment had last year proposed to the Gavernment of
the United States a draught of a convention for
the setlement of the boundary question, anuther
dmught having been proposed the year previous.
That draught was not accepted by the Government
of the United States, but a coanter-draught was
returned.. The Briuish Government could nat
agree to tha counter-dranght, but they last year

made a proposal to the Government of the United [

Stafes upon the subject of the houndary, which
the United States Government refused to agree to.
The United Statés Government, however, sent a
counter-proposal, but to that proposal the British
Government could not consent. Fle was not pre-
pared to enter further upon the subject. The sur-
vey to which the right Eon. gentleman had allud-
ed was totally independent of the negotintions.—
In order to save time and to gain all the informa-
tion possible on the geographical part of the ques-
tion, the Brilish Government seut out a commis-
sion for exploring the disputed territory. It was
not a joint commission between the two Govern-
1nents, and the statements in the report were to be
considered, although they were made with care and
consideration, as only ex parte, the Government of
the United States being in no way hound hy them.
The United States Government had also sent a
commission with a view to obtain information, hut
he balicved no material progress had yet been made
by the ecammissioners.

Sic R. Peel was, then, to understand that the
commission which had been sent from this coun-
iry was sent without any concert with the Govern-
ment of the United States, nnd that that Goyern-
ment was in no way bound by the report which
had been made. He was to understand that there
had been no joint proceedings between the two
‘Grovernments—no concert—and, in point of fact,
that all the measures which had been proposed by
either Government had been reciprocally rejected ?

Viscount Palmerston.—Not exactly rejected.—
The two' Governments had agreed to” a form of a
commission, hut not to all the details by which it
was to becarried out.  When Mr. Mudge and Mr.
Featherstonhaugh were appointed commissioners,
the American Government was informed -of the
fact, and those gentlemen had reseived from that
Government every facility for obtaining irforma-
tion which could be given by a friendly state.

Sir R. Peel wished to know whether the United
States Giovernment had agreed to the commission
to which the noble lord alluded. Would the com-
mission proposed have power to decide the ques-
tion at issue, and if it would, had the Government
of the United States agreed to that principle?

Awrue Cavaniry—One Hundred and Twenty-
two Lives Lost!—Liverrpoor, Sunday cvening,
Feb. 22.—Intelligence has been received here to-
day of one of the most appalling calamities that
eveg oceurred on the shores of Great Britain—a
calamity as sudden and unexpected as it is as-
tounding and awful. The facts are briefly these:
—An emigrant ship, the Governoer Fenner, bound
to New York, sailed from this port on Friday last,
with a crew of 18, including the captain, and 106
passengers, all of whom, with the exception of the
captain and the chief mate, have perished within
twelve hours after their departure. About two
o'clock on the morning of Saturday, the vessel,
being then about twenty miles north of Holyhead,
came in contact with the Nottingham steamer,
from Dublin, and so fearful was the collision, so
sudden its effects, that in less than a minute nﬂqr,
so says the captain, the ill-fated emigrant ship
disappeared, carrying down with het every soul ou
hoard except the two individuals previously named.
T'he night was excessively dark, so dark that, al-
though the captain of the Governor Fenner was
enabled to see the lights ol the steamer, the steers-
man of the latter was unable to distinguish those
of the Governor Fenner. The captain was on deck
at the time, and seeing the steamer on his weather
bow, put his helm aport, the wind at the time
blowing fresh S. S. W., with a heavy head sea.—
The steersman of the Nottingham, from the cause
assigned, kept his helm starhoard, which produced
the melancholy calamity. The vessel struck the
steamer amidships, abaft the wheel, carried away
her funnel and wheel-house, knocked. her bulwarks
to pieces, and so completely shattered her machine-
ry that she was immediately crippled and rendered
useless; but no lives were lost. What follows
will be best described in the words of the captain
of the ill-fated Governor Fenner. J

‘“ I repaired forward, and found the ship going
down head first.

At 10 the mails for England
and the United States were despatched. At mid-
night the town delivery commenced, and was con-
tinued until half-past one. And at11 o'clock yes-
terday the mailboats for Bermuda and Newfound-
land started. We mention these particulars to
show the unreasonableness of complaining against
the movements of our Post Office.
