We are happy to 
find that our indefatigable and scientific Lecturer 
fully sustains lis well-earned reputation in the es- 
timation of that highly intelligent and truly re- 
spectable body. 
Although we cannot pretend to lay before our 

readers an account of the many beautiful experi- 
ments which the Doctor exhibits in proof of the va- 
ried phenomena with which these mysterious sci- 
ences abound, yet we may be excused for referring 
10 ona experiment which he made before his day 
class yesterday, in proof of the extraordinary influ- 
ence which Galvanism exercises upon the Animal 
System—even in death. The experiment was 
performed upon a Bullock’s head, which had been 
lilled about one hour previously ; it was still warm 
and of course possessed of muscular irritability. — 
Fhe galvanic wires were inserted into the cavity 
of each ear, and then connected with a small gal- 
vanje multiplier, which again was supplied by a 
small galvanic battery. The instant the power of 
the battery was applied to the multiplier, the mus- 
cularaction of the Bullock's head was so powerful 
as almost to throw it from the table; in fact the 
muscles about the lips, eyes and ears, through the 
influence of the galvanic fluid upon the nerves, 
were brought into strong action, and absolutely 
conveyed the impression to the mind of the behold- 
er that the phenomenon was in every respect per- 
fectly similar to the mysterious principle of Life 

If; in fact if the head had been replaced in the 
proper situation upon the body of the animal it- 
self, for the purpose of deception, we have no he- 
sitation in saying that, thousands unacquainted 
with the powers of Galvanism, might have readily 
been led to believe that the motions produced in 
the Bullock's head by the galvanic agent were po- 
sitively the result of Life ilself in the animal. 
As our limits will not admit of a more extended 

account of this interesting subject, we must bring 
our imperfect remarks to a close for the present.

ters the Reviewer is as silent as if no such Pro- 
vince as New-Brunswick existed. Yet when it 
is remembered how much dissatisfaction prevail- 
ed; and how near explosion this Province was 
(the effect of which, looking tothe period, is not 
to be calculated,) at the time when the remedies 
to which I have alluded were applied, the people 
of this Province, and especially those who were 
prominently concerned in eflecting this happy 
change in public affairs, feel that they have a right 
to receive justice at the hands of a writer, be he 
who he may, who professes fuithfully to record| 
the poliiial changes and reforms which have heen 
and are about being brought about in these Cole- 
nies. 

Upon the mecent visit of the Governor General 
to this Previace, Mr. Poulett Thomson believed, 
and believed correctly, that he owed the reception 
which he met with alinost entivoly to the feelings 
of respect and esteem entertained for our excellent 
Lieutenant Governor, and 10 the assurance given 
by Sir John Harvey, that Mr. Poulett Themson 
came to carry forward those enlightened views and 
principles which bad, under the auspices of Lord 
Glenelg, Tord Darham, and Lord John Russell, 
advanced New-Brunswiek to its enviable state of| 
public prosperity and general contentment—and of | 
which a more forcible illustration cannot, perhaps, 
be given, than by repeating the answer which one 
of the ablest of “the friends of Sir John Flarvey’s 
administration gave to the questions put to him by 
the Governar General at the Government House 
table, namely : © What! is there no oppositien to 
Sir John Harvey's government?’ ‘Yes, Sir,’ was 
the significant reply, “a bitter one, but it is anony- 
mous—no man dares to avow it, either in the Le- 
gislature or out of it, though the rancour of an 
fumbled and disappointed faction makes its grow!

there in anonymous articles.” Can a prouder 
proof than this be adduced of the happy state of 
this Province ? Yes, there can; and it is to be 
found in the language and acts, in a word, in the 
journals and proceedings in the eve al branches 
of the Provincial Legislature. Entertaining these 
opinions, in common, as I believe, with some of] 
the leading and ablest nen in New-Biuaswick, I 
am apprehensive that if justice bie not dove to this

We had no intention of passing by New-Bruns- 
wick without notice, being well aware that she 
gives a fen illustration of the advantages of our 
system in both its parts—liberality in the govern- 
ment—and moderation in the people ; but Canadian 
affairs pressed on our attention, and we deferred 
our glance at the Sister Province until another op- 
portunity. Wa are not sorry, therefore, that the 
subject is now brought under our notice, even in 
the shape of a complaint, for it proves that the 
people of that Province justly appreciate their ad- 
vantages, understand the causes of the content- 
ment and prosperity which they enjoy, and are 
jealous of any real or apparent nog cols New- 
Brunswick holds out a light to the other North 
American Colonies, ‘and she would not have that 
light put under a bushel, ae by without ob- 
servation. A state of great disquiet and contention 
has been succeeded by a state of great content 
ment and peace. The means by which this pleas- 
ing change was effected deserve consideration, es- 
pecially from: those who are suffering from evils 
similar to those that existed there, aud who 
may expect that the application of a similar reme- 
dy will produce a corresponding good effect. 
No new iheory has been put under experiment 

in New-Brunswick, nor has any organic change of 
the constitution been effected there. The compo- 
sition of the Legislative Council has been improv- 
ed by rendering it independent of the Ixecutive, 
and the administration of the Government is con- 
ducted in harmony with the people’s representa- 
lives; by a Lieutenant Governor of liberal consti- 
tutional principles. This system is met in a cor- 
responding spirit by the people, and the result is 
that the Province is’ peaceful and prosperous, unit- 
ed and strong. The same system is now tobe ap- 
plied in Canada, under a Governor also of liberal 
constitutional principles; and if the people pussess 
the same practical wisdom which has distinguish- 
ed their ‘ellow-Colonists of New-Branswick, a si- 
milar effect will follow. Instead ef being distract- 
ed and weakened by internal contentions, the Pro- 
vince will become strong and flourishing in the 
power of prosperous peace. 4 
For the benefit of this system is not merely the 

harmony that it produces between the people and 
the government, but the additional strength which 
it gives to both. When all unite their strength, 
and act together, they are almost irresistible ; but 
acling against each other they ruin themselves and 

the country. There can he no doubt that the Go- 
vernment is infinitely stronger in New-Brunswick 
at this time than it ever was before ; and yet there 
are persons so ignorant of constitutional principles, 
or so averse to their application liere, as to assert 
that this system must weaken, if not overturn the 
Government of Canada ; whereas the just inference, 
both from reason and experience, is, that it will es- 
tablish the Government on a firmer basis than it 
ever had. Ou this pointit has been remarked :— 
Where military power, or the brutal force of the 

multitude decides the fortune of a dynasty, it isnot 

to the precepts of the philosopher, or the examples 

of the historian, that those who attack or those 

who defend are wont to appeal. But far different 
is the case under a constitutional Government like 
ours. With us the base on which politicai power 

rests, is wide and strong. It includes the whole 
mass of the population, there being none who are 
debarred from the possibility of acquiring political 
rights ; and every right so acquired involves a duty 
to the State, which can only be effectually discharg- 

ed where a just estimate is formed of political par- 
ties and of public men. It is the diffusion of power 
among all classes which comstitutes the real 

strength of the State. From the Minister who ad- 
vises the Crown, to the humblest non-elector, who, 
through the medium of opinion and of influence 
acts on those who possess the franchise, the chain 
is unbroken. Rights exist whieh are to be pro- 
tected, duties exist which are to be performed : 
whether a parliamentary vote is given which de-
