Committee that the expenditure and appropria 
tions for the year 1840 amounted to about £143,000, 
while the gross income of the year, ircluding the 
amount received at the Treasury from the Receiver 
General was £99,871 9s. Sd. —shewing an over 
expenditure and appropriation, last year, of no less 
than £43,123 10s. 4d. !—Such a state of things 
certainly loudly calls for retrenchnzent ; and we are 
pleased to find our City Representative, Mr. 
Woodward, one of the foremost in suggesting 
means for saving a portion of the present lavish 
expenditure, which, we think, might safely he 
carried beyond the ten public officers named in 
the report of the committee appointed to inquire 
into the amount cf salaries received by the princi- 
pal Public Officers in the Province.
