T cafinot dismiss you to your several Counties,
without offering you my congratulations on the re-
sults of a Session characterized by great activity,
and during which a variety of important measures
have been perfecied.

Questions of paramount interest, and on which
public opivion had long been divided, have been de-
termined in such a manner, as will, I trust, redound
to the advantage of the community in general.

He signified his deep feeling of the public
calamity sustained by the death of President Har-
rison, and expressed his profound sensibility tothe
heavy responsibilities so suddenly devolved ‘upon
himself. He spoke of the present state of things
with great concern and seriousness, and made
known his wishes that the several Heads of De-
partments would continue to fill the places which
they now respectively oceupy, and his confidence
that they would afford all the aid in their power

No chief magistrate of the Union has hefore died
while in office. The Coustitution, Article II, sec. |
