ligious liberties of mankind are derived. And
now the man to whom, under Providence, we are
indebted for the averting of those dreadful calam-
ities, and under whose wise Administration the
Province has been conducted with such harmony
and prosperity, is suddenly recalled.  What then
shall be our duty as Membors of this House? As
Representatives of the peaple of this Province 72—

honoured friend empty away 2 No, hv no means.
—Lét our farewell E\ddress tell Her Majesty the
Queen how highly we estimate Bis faithful servi-
ces, and let that Address be accompanied with
such testimonial, as shall stand Lefore the world
a complete demonstration of our sincerity.

We cominence, in this iinpression, some extracts
from Dr. Grssea's able work. We cannot too
strangly testify our sense of the vust imnporlance of
& sernlany of this description, into a country 8o lit-
tle known, and of resources so vast,jet so cori-
pietely undeveloped. Every one of the Bri
American Provinces should uodergo a similar ¢
amination ; and we trust, before the Uniled Legis-
lature is long i session, that a sufficieut sum will
be appropriated to make a complete Geological
Survey of United Canzda. Let the represcntatites
of the people be certain that they never can devote
four or five thousand pounds to greater advantage
and that benefit will result to the country which
will be felt down to distant generations, from tlie
resulls of such an examination. Yve know that
Canada possesses vast quantities of thie most val-
uable minerals—that some of the richest and mosi
inexhaustible ironand lead mines in the world ex-
ist within her ; and that it only requires to be made
known to capitalists, through the medium of sci-
entific investigation, that such sources of wealth
are in_exislence, to ensure their being promptly
brought into profilable operation. Dr. Gesner
speals of oue immense vein of Iron, sufficient to
supply all America for a thousand years; and of
the great New-Brunswick Coal-field, decidedly the
largest in the world, occupying five thousand square
miles! Now that the trade of the world bids
fair to be soon completely carried on by steam,
we may'form some faint conception of the ¢normous
value of such a coal deposit, close to navigable
waters, and capable of supplying a continent.—
Already some fifty or a bundred thousand pounds
per annum, of British capital, are employed in the
Sydney and Cape Breton coal mines; but the
trade is only in its infancy. The Americans pos-
sess 1o coal fields near the Atlantie, from which
fuel, at all equal to that of Sydney, can be procured.
We will again revert to this deeply important
subfect, and again remind the members of the new
Parliament of the peremptory necessity of at once
ordering a Geological Survey of the Province of
Canada.

. Sixeurar IscipesT.—During the late alection
riot at Toronto, the first shot fired at Receiver Ge-
neral Dunn, one of the successful candidates, kill-
ed a person of the same name ;—and the ball from
the second gun lodged in the lungs of a servant of
the Receiver General. From our personal know-
ledge of this gentleman, we did not suppose there
could be an individual in Toronto who would raise
a finger to his injury.—N. Y. Com.

STRANGE Forceries.—The Hon. Charles F.
Mitchell, of Lockport, and a representative of the
Nlagam district in the late Congress, has been
slaying at the Astor House for some days, Lut lefi
on Wednesday morning for Philadeiphin. On
Tuesday he was in Wall Sireet, and, having pro
cured himself to be introduced to several brokers,
passed upon them suadry checks, purporting to be
drawn by the Bank of Orleans at Albion on the
State Bank at Albany. They were all made pay-
able to * the Hon. Charles E. Mitchell, or ord er,”
and by him endorsed. The amount was, as faras
has been ascertained, 81400. The checks having
beea sent up to Albany, came back yesterday morn-
ing as forgeries. At'the same time there came on
from Phifadelphia sundry checls of the Bank of
Orleans on the Mechaniés’ Bank of this eity, en:
dorsed by Mitchell, which, on Leing presented ut
the Banlk, “were declared to be forgeries. The
amount presented, so far, is $2300. < The checks
seemn Lo Liave heen sold to various brokers in Phi-
Iadeiyhia on Wednesday. The whole affuir seems
to be the result of a thoroughly digested plan, and
to have been carried out wijhout exciting the least
suspicion on the parl ofany  of the individuals de-
fratded. Ihdeed we do not see how confidence is
to be placed in men at ali, if such negotiations
are o excils suspicion. The eunzclts on the Me-
chanics’ Bank had a piece of unneceeagary lalor ex-
pended upon them. which increased ths hazards
ofthe operation.  They were encorsed as good!, and
the endorsement signed with the name of the cass):
ier, Mr. Edmonds, who is however now in Europe.
