This sum of £4000 would incinde (lie amon 
present paid for the transmission of the mails, and 
the difference, whatever that may be, is all that 
would be required to place the establishment in 
efficient operation. .

Considerable difference of opinion exists as to 
the most proper site for landing the mails from 
the steamers. on the Nova-Scotia_side, during the 
winter mouths. [rom all the information we can 
glean, we would recommend a preference Leing 
given to Indian Beach, on the Granville side of| 
Dighy Gut, and from thence direet the Mails to be 
carried forward to Bridgetown. During the sum- 
mer, the steamers might proceed to Annapolis, al- 
though it would be a subject matter of calculation 
whether the Mails could not he more regularly 
forwarded by landing them, at all seasons, at Tn- 
dian Beach, the steamers being sometimes delayed 
by the state of the tides in the Annapolis River. 
The foregoing calculations have been predicated 

on the forwarding the Mails to their terminus, via 
Annapolis and Windsor, a distance, say, of 180 
miles, including the passage across the Bay of Fun- 
dy. The route, via Dorchester, we abandoned, on 
considering that the length was 266 miles, besides 
being intersected by the steep ridge of theCobequid 
Mountains, and that few way letters passed bLe- 
tween the settlements.

Tt was seventy-eight years yesterday, since all 
Canada was ceded to England by France, with a 
population of sixty thousand souls. It now con- 
taing, although deprived of the best half of its cul- 
tivable territory, by the treaty of 1783, a million 
and a quarter of sou's. Its inhabitants have shed 
some of their best blood, in two wars in discharge 
of the duties of their allegiance to the British 
Crown, and for the preservation of the remnant 
of British Dominion on this continent. They have 
a right to expect that it will not have been for 
the establishment of arbitrary power among them, 
and their own degradation. 
For our part, steadfastly as we have opposed 

this measure, intimately persuaded as we are, that 
it is foonded. in error, we are, nevertheless, 
hound to submit to an act of the supreme author- 
ity of the Empire, while it remains in foi1ce or un- 
altered; and we confess we had no serious appre- 
hensions as to the final result. 
The Government and People of the United 

Kingdom can have no interest or wish adverse to 
the prosperity of Canada and the welfare of its 
inhabitants.

There are occasional *“ let offs” in Congress 
against Great Britain. The Senate has, wisely 
we think, determined not to distribute the reve- 
nue from the public lands to the individual States 
which most of them very much wanted, to afford 
some relief in their present state of bankruptcy;

very much. In case of war the land revenue will 
be the only one the general government can de- 
pend upon. The preference to lots of United 
States wild land is to be continued to persons 
having actually =settled on them.
