GEESE TITEINED 

DEATH OF LORD SYDENHAM. 

MoxsTrEAL, September 21. 

Official intelligence of the death of Lord Syden- 
hain, Governor Geveral of British North America, 
was received this morning in an Extra of the Que- 
hae Gazette published at Kingston, and dated Mon- 
day, 20th instant. The followiag is a copy of the 
&noun ;ement :— 

KixesTox, Sunday, September 19, 1811. 

Tt has pleased Almighty God to call 10 His 
M rey His Excellency the Right Honorable Charles 
Bron Sydenham, of Sydenham, in the Connty of 
Kent, and Toronto in Canada, one of Her Majes- 
13’s Most Honorable Privy Council, Governor Ga- 
neral of British North America, and Captain Ge- 
neral and Governor in Chief of the Provinces of] 
Canada, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, and of 
the Island of Prince Edward, &c. &c. &ec. 
He expired this morning at 5 minutes past 7 o’- 

clock, at the Government House, m this Town, af- 
ter an illness of fifteen days. 

In consequence of this melancholy event the ad- 
ministration of the Government devolves upon His 
Excellency Sir Richard D. Jackson, K. C. B. 

~ Commander of the Forces in British North Ame- 
rica. * His Excellency left Montreal yesterday for 
Kingston, lo assume the reins of Government. 

From the Montreal Gazelle, Seplember 21. 

It is with deep sorrow that we perforin the pain- 
ful duty of znuouacing the demise of His Excel- 
leacy, the Right Honourable Cuarres Povrerr 
Tucssoy, Baron Syoexaas and Toronto, Go- 
vernor General of all Her Majesty's Provinces on 
the continent of North America. This melancholy 
event Look place at Alwington House, near King- 
ston, un Sunday morning, at five minutes past se- 
‘ven o'clock, to the general regret of all Her Ma- 
jesty’s subjects in the Province; and, we much 
iar, to the no smail detriment of the public affai 
oi the country, with ‘every branch of which bis 
Sonkhih was intimately conversant, and which he 
uniformly conducted with a vigour of mind and de- 
cision of purpose, which will ever reflect lustre on 
on his public character as Her Majesty’s Repre- 
enlative in these Provinces. 4 

His Lordship’s last illness was severe, though of 
hut short duration. «On the 7th inst., while riding 
© exercise in the neighbourhood of Kingston, his 

- Porse stumbled and fell with him, by which his 
right leg was fractured neer the ankle, and al- 
s0 received a severe contusion above the knee. 
‘I'he accident was unfortunate in every respect, and 
still more so in its fatal consequences ; but it was 
uot of a character to excite alarm, except in con- 
uexioa with its anticipated influence upon the 
puinful malady of the gout, to which his Lordship 
was, we Lelieve, subject from early life, to which 
he had been a martyr almost ever since his arrival 
tu Canada, and from a severe attack of which, he 
had scarcely recovered when the lamentable acei- 
dea took place.” The fears anticipated were but 
too fatally realized. The gout returned, as we are 
informed, with redoubled violence; and a painful 
illness of a few days, which his Lordship bore with 
fortitude, put an end to his mortal existence. 

His Lordship, as Mr. Thomson, succeeded Sir 
John Colborne, now Lord Seaton, in the immedi- 
ate administration of this Province, aud arrived at 
Quebec on the 16th of October, 1333. On the 19th 
he assumed the reins of CGovernnient, and soon af- 
ter visited this city, and other parts of the country, 
holding sessions of the then existing Legisla- 
tures of Upper and Lower Canada. Oa the 10th 
of August, 154), Her Majesty was pleased to raise 
the late Governor General to the Peerage of the 
United Kingdom, by the titles to which we have 
ulready alluded, as a distinguished mark of ap- 
probation, no doubt, of the manner in which he 
conducted the important government entrusted to 
Lis care.
