With respect to the poor laws, he
could not approve of the system of granting out-
door relief to able-bodied labourers.

Earl Stanhope denied that the new poor law had
diminished the hurdens of the country. In Brad-
ford and the neighibourhood the expense had in-
creased 50 per cent. An appeal was now about to
he made to the people, and he trusted they would
indicate theirsense of the nature of the present
corn laws in language which no one could mis-
take, He placed great confidence in the good
sense of the people, and more especially in the
good ssnse of our labouring population, who, un-
[ortunately, were not represented. He would re-
peat an assertion he had made on a former even-
ing, that he would rather be go.yerneq by the
Chartists than by the present Administration. He
was not an advocate of the doctrines of the Chart-
ists; but at least, under their principles, the rights
of labour would not be trampled under foot, as
they were under the present Administration, with
its principles of free trade.

Earl Fitzwilliam observed that the increase of|
poor rates in Bradford could not have arisen, as
was supposed by the noble Earl opposite (Earl
Stanhope) from the new poor law. It arose from
the distress prevailing in that as well as in_other
manufacturing towns, and t distress had been
occasioned hv very different canses.

Lord Brougham characterised the proceedings
as notoriously and avowedly illegal, and contend-
ed that the law should be enforced at once by the
Crown Officers.

From the Liverpool European, June 19.

We are just on the eve of a general election in
Great Britain and business is, therefore, though the
prospects of trade have latterly been much brighter
than heretofore, almost completely at a stand-still.
The merchants conuected with the United States
and British North American colonies, are well
glcuscd with the symptoms of improvement that
ave begun to manifest themselves in the branches
of commerce in which they are interested, but
which, however, are hardly decided enough yet to
allow of confident congratulation. In the manu-
facturing districts, also, matters begin to wear a
more cheering aspect ; but politics, doubtless with
a view on all sides to the benefit of the nation, are
now all absorbing, and nothing of consequence will
be done in the monetary or commercial world, ex-
cept as far as regards the completion of orders for
export, until the strength of parties, by which the
nation is governed, is ascertained, and the domin-
ance of liberal or conservative is decided.
_ Sir Robert Peel’'s motion of want of confidence
in the present ministers, it will be seen, was ecar-
ried by the small majority of one in the fullest as-
sembly of the representatives of the people ever ga-
thered together on any question agitated in the
British parliament. ~T'he effect has been to put off|
all debates on all important topics. Lord Johu
Russell stated that he did not think 1t would be
respectful to the House of Commons to proceed
with the cornand timber discussion after that vote,
and that ministers finding that they had not the
confidence of the House of Commons, would next
proceed to ascertain how they stood in this respect
with the country. The business of the session is
therefore being rapidly wound up. The members
are leaving town on visits to their constituents, osnd
