'To-day, as well as previously, I have been ar-

husband, wife, and three children, this would be
five shillings a year : and, I am sure, there are not
many families in this city that could not well con-
tribete this sum : whilst most could very easily do
more, and much more than this. I told you, last
i’cnr, about the Negroes in the West Indies, and
wow liberally they gave, from their nothings, as
may say, in the days of thewr slavery. Sucha
sum as I would ask, from the amply-supplied peo-
ple of this city, wasa common enough annual sub-
scription from the Negro slaves to the Bible socie-
ty. I told you, last year also, what the Indians
in various places in Canada, had done in the Bi-
ble cause. I told you of one and another Squaw
who, for themselves and their children, put down
the sum I have asked from you, and that roo after
their hushands had previously subscrilied, and libe-
rally. With these examples, and in view of your
ahundarge, your actual possession of the Bible,
and many benefits flowing from it, of a religious,
moral, and civil character, I would again mention,
and with the urgency which I know you will ex-
cuse, that £1000 a year, or one shilling per head, is
not too much to ask from you, nor to expect. One
other argument I would nse. We have just learned
[rom the Report of the great Bible Anniversary in
London, bronght us by the last packet, that the
poor Welsh Island of Anglesea has paid in a free
contribution to the Bible Saciety of £600, sterling.
1ts population s about 438,000. A similar effort in
this city, comparing means, weuld give more than
I have noticed.—When you thus lead the way, my
friends, as an example to all your Branches, and
to all your Province, then may you expect great
results, and, ir due time, the full quota mentioned
from the whole.

The second thing which you have to do for your
Branches, and the country generally, is to use
means for keeping them all alive to the great Bi-
ble object. They must be visited,and the interest
Ikeept up directly and indirectly.—These are the
two things 1 hinted at as required of you, in order
that you may realize your lopes, as expressed in
this resolution.

There are two Bible Socicties, (and I hesitate
whilst I notice the subject,) that maintain a kind
of rivalry, or a sort of opposition, to the great insti-
tution we are connected  with. The ISdinburgh
Bible Soeiety is one of these. It separated {rom
the British and Foreign Bible Society on the
Apoerypha question. Resolutions were formed hy
the society in London on that subject, in 1826 and
1827, as may be seen in all their reports since that
time, which resolutions completely discard the
publication of the Apocrypha, and they have heen
religiously adhered to. hu( the society in Edip-
hurgh is still dissatisfied with the society in Lon-
don, on. the.ground that it helds some communica-
tion with certain Biblae societies on the continent
of Europe which still circulate the Apoerypha with
their Bibles, and notwithstanding all the remon-
strances used to induce them to %ay it aside, and
circulate the canon of scripture only. But what is
the nature of the communication compiained of 2
—It is this :—tho London society send to them its
‘Bibles without the Apocrypha and bound, so that
this addition cannot be put into them,even if there
was u disposition to do it, and under an express
instruction that all monies received for them shall
be remitted to London, and not usea by these so-
cieties for therr own issues. The sole amount,
therefore, of the connexion complained of] is, that
these societies aid'the society inLondon o circulate
its Bibles in their pure state, and every copy they
do thus circulate.obviously goes its length to con-
demn their own. practice, and will in due time
change it, no doubt, and bring them all to circulate
the canonical scriptures only as 1s done by theLon-
don society. 2

The other society I referred. to is: the Society for
PromotingChristian Knowledge. This Society cir-
culates theBible and circulates also the Book oféom-
monPrayer, with other religious publications. In the
cireulation of the Bible, the best portion of the so-
cicly’s labours uequestionably, we exactly coincide.
We circulate no nvore than the Bible, and. for two
obvious reasons ; first, because it is ample work to
provido the Bible alone for all mankind; in all
tongues ; and secondly, because, as our work is
great, and as we wish to unite all who value the
Bible, we drop all notes and comments, as in re-
gard to these all the lovers of the Bible do not
agree during our present ignorance of the Bible
from our neglect of it.

he two sogicties are not opposed to each other,
and we can sop na gand meacow to hiuder Uie SUP-
porters of the Christian Knowledge Society from
being supporters also of the British and Foreigu
Bible Society. Of our mind in this are eleven
of the English Bishops, who are Vice Presidents
of our Bible Society in London, and of the same
mind are many of the Clergy of the English
Church, who warmly advocate our cause on all
occasions, The more there is this union, the more,
it is believed, will both societies prosper. Besides
what is here suid, there is an historical fact, that
onght to be known byall who have scruples, name-
ly, that the Bible Society bad its origin in the con-
essed inability of the Christian Knowledge Socie-
ty toncet the want of the scriptures in Wales :—
and if so as respects Wales and the Welsh tongue,
how much more so in regard to the whole World,
and all tongues spoken on the Earth. The Bible
Soeicty was yequired to meet the wants of the
World, and God 1aised it up—and God has pros-

Darixe Outnages.—On Tuesday evening last,
an exhibition of Iiquestrian performers, under a
tent erected on the lot at the corner of Wellington
and Carleton streets, near the Stone Church in this
City, drew. together a large concourse of idlo and
disorderly persons, who, to gratify their mischiev-
ous propensities, proeceded to tear down the fenc
and to throw stones and other missiles azainst tie
tent, and among the spectators and performers
and finally to cut the canvas, ropes, and pull down
the poles, hy which the erection was supported.
Several of our cilizens and others, we regret to
learn, received severe bruises from the stones and
pieces of hoards that were flying in all directions.

On Wednesday evening the performances were
not again repeated, but on Thursday a reward of’
£50 was offered by His Worship the Mayor for
such information as would lead to the conviction of
the parties engaged in the nefarious transactions-of|
Tuesday. night—and the eonntenance and protec-
tion of the authorities having been promised, the
Circus was re-opened that night, the Mayor, and
several of the Aldermen and other Magistrates
with some of the Constables, Leing in attendance ;
but we regret to state that the same riotous and
disorderly cisposition was evinced by tlie mob, and
that Alderman Porter who was actively engaged in
the street in endeavouring to preserve order, was
malireated in the most brutal manner— havi ig been
knocked down, kicked, and beaten with sticks and
stones to such a degree that it appears miracu-
lous how he escaped alive. Alderman Sandall,
and several ether individuals who wera assisting
the authorities, were also struck wiih stones, &c.

Fortunately, several of the Tioters, who appear
to be principally grown up apprentices, and per-
sons -of indiffcrent character, were secured on
Thursday night, and will have to answer for their
conduct, and others also are likely to be discover-
ed and arrested.

Five of the individuals arrested are apprentices,
named Kelly, Ryan, Nugent, M Clcary, and
Welsh—tho “other is a labouring man, named
Holiler.

Last evening, His Worship the Mayor had aliove
one hundred Special Constables sworn in, who
attended the Circus, but the performances passed
off without molestation. '

Such shameful and repeated violations of the
public peace as we have recorded mast be put down
by the authorities, at whatever expense, and the
strong arm of the law Le upheld ou all occasions,
either by an increase or more efficient organiza-
1ion aad equipment of our Police establishment, or
by the adoption of other energetic measures.

We are glad to learn this moruing, that Mr.
Porter is ina fair way of recovery.

The
empire to which we helon stands high among the
oations, It is the Bible chiefly that “has  given it
this elevation ; and oh ! how much bigher it migit
have stood, had the Bible been more spread and
read overit! Itisa patriot fecling, as well as a
moral and godly one, that prompis the desire to
see the word of God more general in our country.

On their return, they began to
read the Scriptures in good earnest ; and such was
the effect produced, that from that memorable
weelk, when during every day of the seven, they
read in the law of God from raorning till noon-day’;
from that week they never fell into idelatry into
which before the ¥md continually been falling,
and which finally hrought on their captivify.
Wherever the Bible has come, and been even
moderately attended to, it has banished idolatry.
Europe was all over idolatry when the Bible came
1o it, and the Bible has banished idolatry out of it
completely.  Send it to Asia and Afrca and it
will do the same. England was full of idols when
the Bible came to it, but it destroyed them all.
Had those who passessed the Bible before us not
sent it to Eogland, we should all‘have been idola-
ters still. And is not this a most powerful reason
and obligation to induce us to send the Bible to
the Heathen, and as extensively and early as pos-
sible ?
